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Little McKenzie and Big Jasmine have been matched since January 2020, right before
the start of the COVID-19 lockdown. They developed a strong bond through their
weekly video chat match meetings during the pandemic and continue their friendship
now that they can meet in person. Together, they enjoy playing videogames and board
games, and they even made up a scavenger hunt to do together! Big Jasmine is a High
School Big through our Site-Based mentoring program and is due to graduate in June
2022. Little McKenzie stated that after her Big graduates and is an adult, she hopes
they can still spend time together because Jasmine is such an important person in her
life. At the start of their match, McKenzie was only in 4th grade, and the friendship
has developed and stayed strong through her transition to middle school.

When Little McKenzie enrolled in BBBS, she was struggling with her classroom
behaviors. McKenzie stated that she feels she has grown a lot and now that she has
someone to talk to and spend time with, she isn’t talking in class as much lately. Big
Jasmine says that she has noticed big improvements in McKenzie’s confidence and
leadership skills. Jasmine told us, “Before, I would ask her what she wanted to do. She
would say she didn’t know so I would suggest things. Now I don’t have to ask. She
already has ideas of things for us to do together!” 

Founded in 1999 and affiliated with BBBS of America, we offer the oldest,
best-known, and most effective youth mentoring programs in the world,
while remaining one the smallest and last local, independent chapters. We
are a true grassroots organization, with five staff on Whidbey Island and
more than 250 loyal volunteers who work in every phase of agency activity.
All BBBSIC mentoring services are provided entirely free of charge by
volunteers with training and support from professional staff. 

Our most important goal is to provide a caring mentor for every child that
needs one. Most of the children we work with live in low-income and/or
single-parent homes. Mentoring services are grounded in the common,
shared interests of the “Bigs” (adult & high school mentors) and “Littles”
(child mentees). The match process is rigorous, involving strict safety
measures, parental engagement and thorough, consistent oversight by
agency staff. This year, we hope to grow and rebuild our connections with
the community, and increase the number of Whidbey Island children we
provide with meaningful relationships and lifelong learning opportunities. 

We don’t create potential… we inspire it; we empower it; we ignite it–and we
couldn’t do it without YOU. The pandemic has increased the number of youth
who struggle to reach their full potential. We know from research and over 100
years of our own experience that spending time with a child through mentoring
is an effective solution; a solution that transforms lives in our community and
invests in our future. It leads to improved grades in school, decreases in risky
and delinquent behaviors, and increases in self-confidence. 

Our agency is funded 100% by the sponsorships and donations provided by our
local community and grants at local and state levels.
