MISSION STATEMENT

The Youth Ambassadors of Pacific Grove is a 501(c)(3) organization whose mission is to provide a platform to
inspire youth to gain public speaking skills; develop leadership and confidence; to encourage community
service and involvement; and to award scholarships to assist with post-secondary education.

NON -PROFIT CHAMPIONS

All Youth Ambassadors (YA) choose a Champion that they commit to work with, learn about, and teach others
about the non-profit resource. Bringing attention to the Champion is a goal to help them be seen in the
community, while also highlighting the YAOPG program. Champion volunteerism also earns community
service hours. YA may be asked to make appearances from time-to-time, and let people know about the
Champion through a “pitch” and will also learn to film a short one (1) minute video talking about the cause in
various mediums, including social media.

TIME COMMITMENT

e Youth Ambassadors are encouraged to work with their Champion and gain community service hours.

You are also encouraged to help your fellow YA Champions.

Youth Ambassadors track their hours through a digital form.

Youth Ambassadors commit to perform 25 hours of service to the program.

Youth Ambassadors attend 80% of the monthly meetings. YAOPG meetings and appearances do not
count as community service.

e Youth Ambassador members will be awarded a scholarship, up to $1,000, commensurate with the
level of YAOPG program participation. Years of YAOPG program participation, do not have to be
served consecutively. Ambassadors serving on the 2026-27 Team, will receive a scholarship up to
$1,000.00, based on program participation. The Youth Ambassador will need to complete their 25
hours of community service as a YAOPG program participant, to earn the full scholarship

SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS

The Youth Ambassador be enrolled in a form of post-secondary education: such as college or technical
school, within two (2) years of graduation, and be enrolled in at least 12 units/credits at enrollment.
