The 1957 Zephyrhills Founders’ Days celebration commem-
orating the town’s 47th anniversary, wound up in a blaze of glo-
ry Tuesday night after limping off to a feeble start Monday be-
cause of rainy weather.

Tuesday the big day, dawned bright and clear, however.
Many of the participants in the Tourist Club’s shuffleboard tour-
nament, who had come from cities of the central and west coast
districts on Sunday and Monday, stayed over purposely to see
what made a Zephyrhills Founders’ Day tick. Side by side with
hundreds of residents and winter visitors, they found out before
the sun set on a Fifth Avenue that bore marks indicating a good
time had been had by all.

With a carnival going full tilt, a mammoth parade swung
down Fifth Avenue at 10 o’clock, moving to spirited music by
four highs stepping Pasco County bands -- Zephyrhills" own
pric}lle and joy, St Leo’s, Pasco High and Gulf High of New Port
Richey.

Fglks lining Fifth Avenue-from beyond First Methodist
Church on the east, right on through town and across the Sea-
board tracks and U. S. 301 nearly to Zephyr Park - attested to
the ever-increasing popularity of the event sponsored annually
in March by the Zephyrhills Lions Club.

To settle a dispute, which arose with Karlsson while referee-
ing the scheduled match, O’'Hara donned trunks, and climbed
back into the ring to best the Swedish champion in a knock-
down, drag-out bout. The unscheduled match was refereed by
Saul Weingeroff, former wrestler of Daytona Beach.

P. H. Murphy, Jr., president of the Lions Club and general
chairman of the Founders” Days festival was much in evidence
for the 1958 event as was Lion F. Earl Hart, who served as unoffi-
cial major-domo and had more fun getting in and out of the Lions
Den than most anyone else. Many other Lions members helped
plan and carry out arrangements for the 2-day frolic.

City Celebrates 52nd Birthday

Zephyrhills’ Founders’” Day festival shifted into high gear
Tuesday after getting off to a slow start Monday when rain threat-
ened during the setting up for the “big day.”

And a big day it was! The biggest parade ever staged here
was witnessed by an estimate 12,000 persons, making the turnout
the biggest on record. Thousands of people lined Fifth Ave. on
both sides the length of the parade route while untold hundreds
jammed the downtown business area, center of activities for the
day.

¥ Balmy weather brought senior citizens and youngsters alike
out to the festival. Carnival rides and concessions by Southland
Amusements got a big play, as did home town concessions.

Mack Sennett cops, recruited from the rank and file of Junior
Chamber of Commerce members, saw to it that the Lions Den did
a lucrative business with proceeds going into the Lions Club’s
eyesight conservation fund.

The parade in which more than 100 decorated floats and au-
tomobiles, bicycles, marching and horseback units were entered,
passed in front of a reviewing stand set up at the Chamber of
Commerce building where John E. Lanham officiated as master
of ceremonies.

Seated on the reviewing stand were Pasco Count Agent J.F.
“JTimmy” Higgins, Mrs. Gibson H. Whitman and Joe Collura, the
out-of-town panel of judges, and Artist Freddy Peterson, who
was introduced as guest of honor for the day. Peterson, who for-
merly was active in the Founders’ Day program including serv-
ing as master of ceremonies for the past several, was “sitting this

one out” due to recent hospitalization.

A wave of applause swept the audience when Zephyrhills’
Champion basketball team mounted the platform for introduc-
tions.

Prize Awarded

Lions Club of Zephyrhills, sponsors of Founders’ Days,
awarded cash prizes to parade winners in the following catego-
ries:

Best decorated floats, out-of-town -- Plant City StrawberrK
Festival, first; Dixie Lily Milling Co., second; East Hillsboroug
Chamber of Commerce, third.

Home town floats -- Family Cleaners, first; Zephyrhills Gar-
den Club, second; and West Elementary 4-H Club, third.

The prize for best decorated automobile went to The VFW
Gold Star Mothers, driven by Fred Jendral; oldest vehicle in the
parade was a wagon driven by W.D. “Bill” Skinner with mem-
bers of the “Get Me To Church On Time” follies” skit aboard;
most typical mounted cowboy was Fred Thomas; best pioneer
- costumed man in the parade was Therman Al Shanklin, and
best pioneer - costumed woman in the parade was Mrs. Martha
Windnagle; best matched horses and riders in the parade were
the Egypt Temple Shrine Patrol of Tampa.

The VFW and American Legion provided color guards, oth-
er veterans organizations participating included WWI Barracks
with a number of decorated cars and the DAV in decorated cars,
the follies show had a chorus girl entry, and each queen candi-
date rode a separate car.

Pick Oldest Residents

Mr. and Mrs. Reese F. Knapp won the prize as the man and
woman living the longest time in Zephyrhills. Mr. Knapp came
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to the community from his native West Virginia in 1889, making
his period of residence 73 years. Mrs. Knapp, 75 years young last
Jan. 2, was born in the Prospect community west of Zephyrhills
and lives within four miles of her birthsite at the couple’s home
on Fort King Road.

In addition to out-of-town prize-winning entries from Plant
City and Tampa, other visiting floats contributed much to the
success of the showy parade. Floats such as the one entered by
Birchwood Mattress Co. of Plant City were typical of those from
neighboring cities represented in Zephyrhills’ Festival.

Parade music was by Gulf High Band of New Port Richey,
Pasco High and Junior High Bands of Dade City, and the home
town'’s Zephyrhills High and Junior High Bands. Dade City’s
Chamber of Commerce was represented, Miss Pasco County and
her court graced the parade as did a baton group, the Pasco Pio-
neer Museum'’s surrey, Joe Hermann’s and others.

New Port Richey sent the Chasco Fiesta royalty King Cary
Crutchfied and Queen Polly Enell, and there were many other
out-of-town participates.
