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Bulldogs back
on track

Zephyrhills bounced back from its only loss
of the season with a dominating 44-3 win
over district rival Cypress Creek

The Bulldogs got back on track in their quest for what could be
a sixth playoff berth in seven seasons. Zephyrhills traveled to Cy-
press Creek to take on its Class 5A, District 9 rival and came away
with a dominating 44-3 win.

Taking out their frustrations following the lone defeat of the
season — 40-7 against Wiretgrass Ranch — the Bulldogs built a 42-3
halftime lead and won for the fourth time this season by virtue of a
running clock. That format is mandated by the Florida High School
Athletic Association when a team takes a lead of 35 points or more
in the second half of a football game.

“We flushed that loss and we went back to work,” Zephyrhills
coach Nick Carroll said. “We found out who we are and that we
needed to prepare better.”

Offensive lineman Caleb Durham had a one-word assessment

for the Cypress Creek game following the debacle against Wire-
grass Ranch: “Redemption.”

Meanwhile the Coyotes, who opened the season at 2-0 before
five consecutive losses, might have better luck in their next game.
Cypress Creek travels to Weeki Wachee for a game against the win-
less Hornets, who are 0-7.

“They played a great game tonight,” Cypress Creek Mike John-
son said of the Bulldogs. “As for us, my coaches and I will take a
look at the film, correct the mistakes and get ready for next week.”

Cypress Creek lost its inaugural meeting against the Bulldogs,
35-7 last season. Now that both teams are Class 5A, District 9 rivals
they must play until the district is realigned after next year. The
Coyotes still must figure out how to beat the Bulldogs.

“If we want to be a playoff team year-in and year-out we have
to beat playoff teams,” Johnson said.

Now that their bid for an unbeaten season like in 2019 has been
dashed, the Bulldogs (6-1) are focused on making the playoffs and
perhaps going a bit further than last year when they lost in the re-

ion semifinals to Orlando Jones. This week’s game at Nature Coast
5-2) could determine the district winner.

“Next week is championship week,” Carroll told his players
after the Cypress Creek game. “If we work and we prepare and we
beat Nature Coast we are district champs.

Rumors and innuendos about can-
celling the annual Pasco-Zephyrhills
football game are flat-out wrong

The simple truth is that social media all too of-
ten relies on rumors and innuendos rather than facts
and recent chatter about the annual Pasco-Zephyr-
hills football game being in jeopardy is no different.
The fact is that the 9-Mile War is on.

Athletic directors and coaches from both high
schools vowed that the most storied rivalry game
in Pasco County history will be played after all. The
battle for bragging rights and east Pasco supremacy
is scheduled for Nov. 5 at Zephyrhills” Bulldog Stadi-
um. Kickoff in the final regular-season game for both
teams is at 7:30 p.m.

“As far as we know, we're still playing,” Zephyr-
hills coach Nick Carroll said as his team headed into
the second half of the regular season with an impres-
sive 5-1 record.

Like Carroll, Zephyrhills athletic director Bruce
Cimorelli, a former football assistant coach for the
Bulldogs, was well aware of the game being in ques-
tion. He took matters into his own hands by reaching
out to Dawn Wetherby, Pasco’s athletic director and
cheerleading coach.

“The (Pasco) AD assured me that if they have
a team they’ll be there, but if they can’t play us it
would be hard to find a game (against a different op-
ponent) that late in the season,” Cimorelli said.

Asked if she felt comfortable about the 9-Mile
War game being played this year, Wetherby said,
“Absolutely, yes I do. (The players) give it their all to
play for us and are determined to finish this season.”

At issue is the Pirates enduring one of their
worse seasons in school history. They had not won
a game, or even scored for that matter, through the
first six weeks of the 2021 regular season. That in-
cluded two home losses and four on the road during
a downtrodden season in which Pasco has been out-
scored by a whopping 159-0 margin.

Bulldogs erupt in second half, Rout Cyclones 40-0

Both sides seemed evenly matched
in the early going, only for the
Bulldogs to go on beat the
Cyclones in the second half

The Stewart Bulldogs are the class of
Pasco County middle school football. Their
streaks are the stuff of legend and yet for
the first two quarters of Tuesday night’s
game, the Bulldogs and crosstown rivals
Centennial Cyclones, stood at eye level.
The Cyclones went three-and-out on their
opening drive but a stop by Centennial’s
Kevin Senior on a third down helped sty-
mie the Bulldogs’ opening drive. Stew-
art’s Daniel Carter returned the favor by
logging a pair of sacks to close out Cen-
tennial’s ensuing drive. The Bulldogs got
backed up by penalties and the Cylcones’
Ethan Gilbert scored a sack that turned the
ball over on downs.

The Bulldogs answered with the first
splash play of the game, when Deori Pope
intercepted a Cyclone pass and returned
it to the 45-yard line. With the short field,
the Bulldogs were finally able to capitalize.
It took most of the Cyclone team to bring
down Amerh Norris on a loss of yardage
but Roosevelt Miller took a right sweep, on

the ensuing play, 45 yards through the Cy-
clone defense for a touchdown. Steamroll-
er John Blanford added the two-point con-
version to make it 8-0. That score carried
into the half when the real reason the Cy-
clones kept it close came out.

“We were putting our younger kids in,
during the first half,” Stewart coach Greg
Mathis said. “We wanted to make sure
they got playing time and got in, on cer-
tain plays.”

The second half was a different story.
On Stewart’s second play of the first drive
of the second half, Saniiyn Black picked
and weaved his way through the entire
Cyclone defense for a 50-yard touchdown
run. Blanford trucked a Cyclone defender
for the two-point conversion to make it 16-
0. On Centennial’s ensuing offensive drive,
Carter forced a fumble that Dax Kirkland
scooped up and returned to the Centenni-
al nine-yard line. It was just one run from
Carter to add another touchdown to the
tally.

yUp 24-0, the Bulldogs knocked Cy-
clone quarterback Jerrid Pinkston out of
the game and just a few plays later, Stew-
art’s Norris recovered a fumble. One play
with the Bulldog offense and Miller raced
one in from 45 yards out. The two-point
conversion made it 32-0 in the fourth quar-
ter. It was only a couple more plays before
the Bulldogs forced another turnover, Ed-
ward Lee recovering a fumble. Stewart’s

scan. And you’ll get much less radiation from
digital 3D mammo%lraphy than from either film
or 2D mammography.”

3D mammography also reduces false posi-
tives and do-over mammograms. They can de-
tect cancers too small to feel by hand.

Myth: With no symptoms and no family history of
breast cancer, I don’t need a mammogram.
Fact: A mammogram can save your life.

“Just because you don’t have symptoms
doesn’t mean you can’t have breast cancer,” says
Dr. Siva. Symptoms can be a lump or swelling,
or skin changes. Sometimes breast cancer has
no symptoms. While it’s true that your risk in-
creases if a woman in your immediate family
has breast cancer, any woman at any age can de-
velop breast cancer. Your risk also increases if
you smoke or are overweight. If you're nearing
40, plan to have annual screening mammograms
into your 70s. If you're in your 20s or 30s, get a
breast exam from your doctor every three years.
If you're around 30 and breast or ovarian can-
cer runs in your family, ask your doctor about a
mammogram.

Myth: Mammograms are painful.
Fact: Mammograms can be uncomfortable, but
they shouldn’t be painful.

Breast compression is necessary to get the
best images. Although everyone has a different
pain threshold, a mammogram should not be
painful unless your breasts are already tender.
If you do feel pain, let the imaging teclznologist
know and he or she can help.

With a limited roster from the outset, due primarily to fewer
players turning out than in previous seasons, Pasco has been be-
set by a slew of injuries. That has not helped matters.

A lack of depth and injured varsity players are primary
reasons Pasco coach Jason Stokes opted to back out of games
against Ocala Vanguard and Lake Gibson in Lakeland. Both of
those games were to be played away from W.E. Edwards Sta-
dium in Dade City. Pasco has since dropped out of the Florida
High School Athletic Association and is finishing the season as
an independent.

Aside from the record and team statistics, the unusual deci-
sion by the Pirates not to play those games is yet another reason
why some have questioned if the team would even bother clos-
ing out this season by taking on the Bulldogs on the road.

“They could call up JV players,” Cimorelli suggested, just
in case the Pirates did not have enough varsity players to field
a team.

After missing the aforementioned two road games, Pasco
was scheduled to play another road game at Belleview on Oct.
15. On the slate after that are two home games — Oct. 22 against
Land O’ Lakes and Oct. 29 against Lecanto — before the season
finale against Zephyrhills at Bulldog Stadium.

The county’s oldest rivalry, which dates back to 1941, often
is one of the fiercest games for both teams. This year, however,
the playoff-bound Bulldogs and struggling Pirates are on oppo-
site ends of the spectrum.

As for the series, Pasco maintains a 41-21 lead. Zephyrhills,
however, has won five of the past six with the Pirates” lone win
in that stretch coming in 2019.
