
Zephyrhills’ 49-20 win
highlights homecoming night 
and secures 50th win in coach 

Carroll’s six seasons

Just one week after clinching the 
Class 5A, District 9 title with a deci-
sive road win at Nature Coast Tech and 
with the 9-Mile War against arch-rival 
Pasco looming, the Zephyrhills foot-
ball team returned to Bulldog Stadium 

last Friday. The home team celebrated a 
milestone win, 49-20 over district rival 
Hudson on homecoming night.

7he siJniÀ cance oI the hoPecoP�
ing win took on a special meaning 
when coach Nick Carroll informed his 
team that it was the 50th win in six sea-
sons since taking over for Reggie Rob-
erts in 2016. Roberts and Carroll are for-
mer Zephyrhills players with Roberts, 
now a captain with the Zephyrhills Po-
lice Department, posting a 39-23 record 
(2010-15). Carroll is now at 50-15. 

“I’m very happy for all you guys 
who have been here and all the guys in 
the past,” Carroll said in a post-game

It 
seems to be working. Simoes said that this past 
weekend’s event drew 167 classic cars to auc-
tion, over 100 registered car exhibitors and 175 
vendors. Not the numbers from a decade ago 
but a clear indication that events of this sort are 
on the come back.

“We already have as many vendors that 
are here today, signed up for the February 
event,” Simoes said. “We hope to work more 
with the community and the chamber of com-
merce to promote future events. We also try to 
support local businesses.”

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), District Seven, will con-
duct a public hearing for the proposed improvements to US 98 from County 
Road 54 to US 301 in Pasco County, Florida, a distance of approximately 8.6 
miles. The public hearing will be o�ered in-person, with an option to attend 
online. The environmental review, consultation, and other actions required 
by applicable federal environmental laws for this project are being, or have 
been, carried-out by FDOT pursuant to 23 U.S.C. § 327 and a Memorandum of 
Understanding dated December 14, 2016, and executed by FHWA and FDOT.
