He
witnessed that first-hand when the Bulldogs
started off slow and trailed the Wildcats by 10
points (18-8) at the end of the first quarter.

“The guys were amped up a little bit,”

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Zephyrhills wins two-day tourney hosted by the Bulls

Wiregrass Ranch plans on making
an annual tradition of new

For many years, several of Pasco County’s
more competitive high school wrestling teams
have taken part in an early-season tournament
hosted by East Lake, which featured Pasco and
Pinellas schools.

Last year’s competition, however, was can-
celled due to the coronavirus pandemic and
East Lake opted not to continue that series
for this year. No problem for Wiregrass Ranch
coach Jamey Ketler, who eagerly put together
an inaugural dual meet for teams from Hills-
borough and Pasco counties.

The move to form the Pasco-Hillsborough
Duals stems from a realignment by the Flori-
da High School Athletic Association that now
has Pasco and Hillsborough teams squaring off
more than in years past.

“It only makes sense that Pasco schools
wrestle the Hillsborough schools,” he said,
adding, “I'm going to try to keep it here at Wire-
grass Ranch. We're trying to build our program

and this is another good o portunity to bring
wrestling into the Wesley Cflapel area.”

“I love that (coach) Ketler put this on, be-
cause we never really see Hillsborough teams,”
said Jackson Hudson, a 160-pounder who wres-
tles for Cypress Creek.

Zephyrhills' Mike Martinez was among
several local coaches who looked forward to
the new format. Even more so afterward since
Zephyrhills won. The Bulldogs went 6-0 to fin-
ish aKead of runner-up Hudson and up-and
coming team.

“T couldn’t be more proud of this group,”
Martinez said. “They’re stubborn and love chal-
lenges, just like Bulldogs should be. “It’s going
to be a fun season. I think (the Hillsborough-
Pasco format is) great. I always felt we've got
some good wrestlers in this area. This will be
another way to build it uﬁ.”

Cypress Creek and host Wiregrass Ranch
finished third and fourth, respectively, to give
Pasco teams the top four spots. The highest fin-
ish for a Hillsborough squad was fifth-place
Bell Creek, a private school in Tampa. King,
Tampa Prep and Spoto rounded out the field by
finishing sixth-eig ﬁ

Individually, five Bulldogs did not lose a
match.

If your youth tennis player is looking for
some competition, SVB is hosting some tennis
tournaments in December. December 12 is a
UTR or Universal Tennis Ranking match tour-
nament. UTR is an international ranking system
that allows both male and female youth players
to be matched appropriately in tournaments.

“UTR makes sure that when a draw is
made, the kids are all at the same level,” Col-
lard said. “For instance, if you have a mixed
boys and girls tournament, you know that a fe-
male eight-point-five is the same level as a male
eight-point-five.”

The youth tournaments are split up into
two sections, a green dot and a red dot. These
refer to a shrinking down of both the court and
the racquet for players under 10 years of age.
The green and red dots are painted on the balls
and denote a level of inflation or deflation of the
ball in order to control the bounce and make
it more appropriate to the smaller player and
smaller court. The tournaments are open to the
public. If you've been thinking about entering
your young one and would like to check it out,
this is a great opportunity.

Gift cards are both’highly requested and convenient for holiday shop t[1‘:l>ers. Some retail-

ers offer gift cards digitally, removing the physical card. Unfortunately, wi

all the positives,

gift cards create an ideal opportunity for scammers. The Pasco Sheriff’s Office wants to help
you spot and avoid potential gift card scams this holiday season.

Carefully inspect gift cards before you purchase a balance on them. A scam often starts
before a card is activated. Gift cards stored near the register and under security camera cov-
erage are less likely with which to be tampered. Carefully review cards and packaging for
signs of tampering or exposure. Scammers can take a photo or write down card numbers and
check the balance later, searching for cards with an activated amount. If the PIN is exposed
on a gift card, notify a store representative and choose an untampered card on which to load
funds. Be mindful of replacement stickers that may cover security codes, look for scratches to

the card beyond the security strip.

Buy gift cards directly from the retailer and online purchases are best. Direct purchases
require fewer transfers of funds resulting in more stringent security. Online retailers mail the
gift card directly to you, preventing any access to the purchase codes and PIN. In addition,
your receipt from the retailer for the gift card has a direct verification to validate your pur-
chase. As a bonus, stores sometimes offer incentives when you purchase a specific amount.
Never buy gift cards from an auction or community website. Resale sites are often a traffic
source for stolen, fraudulent or already used gift cards.

Save receipts after the purchase of a gift card. Consider taking a photo of your receipt.
You can email that photo to yourself for record-keeping if you fear you may lose the recei
If you fall victim to a scam, your receipt can validate the original ownership and value of {1
gift card. In addition, the company’s direct purchase of a gift card offers enhanced transaction
information such as purchase location, activation and any use of the gift card.

If you receive a gift card, treat it like you would a debit card. Using a gift card quickly
helps eliminate potential threats. Change the security code as quickly as possible to some-
thing unique only you will know. Check the company’s website to see if you can create an
account. This feature can help protect your credit value as well as the risk of misplacement
or theft. If available, register your gift card online with the company. Some large retailers re-
alize the potential lost or stolen gift card and the opportunity to combine the balance of sev-
eral cards onto one. At the same time, when you register your gift card, check for the avail-
ability to report a scam online through the retailer. Online fraud reporting will avoid a long
wait on the phone to speak with the fraud department and easily save confirmation or claim

numbers.

Taking a bit of extra caution with your gift cards this holiday season will help prevent

gift card scams.

the Flower Moon” (for Par-
amount+ and Apple TV)?
Star, produce and play cult
leader Jim Jones, who, in
Jonestown, Guyana, on Nov.
18, 1978, fatally poisoned
900 followers and himself
with cyanide-laced Flavor
Aid. DiCaprio turned 47 on
Novw. 11, the same age as Jim
Jones when he died.

Aaron Sorkin’s film about
Lucille Ball and Desi Arnaz,
“Being the Ricardos,” for
Amazon will have the em-
phasis on drama, not com-
edy. Oscar-winners Nicole
Kidman and Javier Bardem
are Lucy and Desi, and it
covers Lucy’s investiga-
tion by the FBI for register-
ing to vote as a Communist
in 1936 (to please her ailing
grandfather) and her strug-
gles in convincing CBS to
hire Desi as Ricky so she
could keep him from gal-
livanting all over the globe
with his band ... and female
fans. Oscar-winner J.K. Sim-
mons and Nina Arianda
play Fred and Ethel Mertz.
The film opens in theaters
Dec. 10 and starts stream-
ing Dec. 21 via Prime Video.
Next, Kidman reunites with
her “Big Little Lies” hus-
band, Alexander Skarsgard,
in the historical thriller “The
North Man,” starring Bjork
and Ethan Hawke, out April
8.

Gal Gadot was thrilled
when original 1970s TV
“Wonder Woman” Lynda
Carter, now 70, played As-
teria, the greatest Amazon
Warrior in Greek mythol-
ogy. She confessed, “Lyn-
da has mentored me from
the first moment I was cast
as Wonder Woman. She’s a
true champion of what I've
been doing.” Carter will be
back for the third edition of
“Wonder Woman.” Gadot
hit screens Nov. 5 in “Red
Notice,” with Ryan Reyn-
olds and Dwayne Johnson,
and is upcoming in “Death
on the Nile,” out Feb. 11.

Here’s a new one for you.
More than 21,000 fans of the
Broadway musical “Wick-
ed” have signed a petition
pleading with Universal
Studios, which is making
the film version, that “James
Cordon in no way, shape or
form be in or near the pro-
duction of the movie.” Cor-
don has a way of insinuating
