Culver said. She said she was
worried when she first start-
ed her college careers. “The
first professors I met at Saint
Leo immediately assuaged my
fears, and I soon found that
Saint Leo was warm, friendly,
and like another home.”
Culver was selected as
valedictorian as the top aca-
demic performed at the uni-
versity. A history major with
two minors in Spanish and
world politics, she will contin-
ue her studies in the Univer-
sity of South Florida’s Florida
Studies Program, in which she
is a finalist for a fellowship that
would include a large stipend,
tuition remission, and paid
study-abroad = opportunities
for two summers in a number
of different countries. “History
can be helpful, freeing, and en-
lightening as long as we aren’t
afraid to accept the facts, but
instead, use its lessons to cre-
ate a better world today.”

MOMENTS IN TIME

The History Channel

* On May 26, 1940, President Franklin Roosevelt makes a radio appeal for the
support of the Red Cross. Belgian and French civilians were “running from
their homes to escape bombs and shells and machine gunning, without shel-
ter, and almost wholly without food,” FDR told Americans.

* On May 27, 1894, Dashiell Hammett, author of “The Maltese Falcon,” is born
in Maryland.

Carroll noted that the game will give coach-
es a better idea of what to work on in the offsea-
son, which begins next month when Zephyr-
hills continues a longstanding summer tradi-
tion of competing in the 7-on-7 league.

“We're trying to find a good rhythm and
that will take time,” he said. “We’ll practice this
summer and get it corrected.”

Zephyrhills, which also got a ﬁame-win-
ning interception return for a touchdown by
linebacker L.J. Graham Jr. in the Orange-Black
game at Bulldog Stadium, earlier this month,
wasted little time in letting the Mustangs know
they were in for a tough time. On just the third
play of the game, Zephyrhills Blake Yearby
sacked Mitchell quarterback Chris Ferrini.

After Mitchell got the first touchdown
with Ferrini’s quarterback sneak from a yard
out capping an eight-play, 67-yard drive, the
Zephyrhills defense took over. Newcomer Fred
Adams, a transfer from Zephyrhills Christian
Academy, returned an interception 71 yards for
a touchdown and Christian Clemens kicked an
extra point for a tie at 7.

Just two offensive plays by the Mustangs
later and the Bulldogs had another score. They
took a 14-7 lead when Fred Maixner scooped
up a fumble by Ferrini and ran into the end

zone from 19 yards out. Once again, Clemens
added an extra point.

Mitchell fullback Jack Sutherlin then scored
on a 10-yard run, but 40 missed the extra point
kick to keep Zephyrhills in front at 14-13. Late
in the second quarter, the Bulldogs got another
touchdown on a turnover. D.J. Pickett, a trans-
fer from Carrollwood Day School, picked off
Ferrini and returned the football 52 yards into
the end zone.

“The additions of D.J. and Fred are big,”
said Matt Jackson, Zephyrhills” defensive coor-
dinator who formerly played for arch-rival Pas-
co.

With Zephyrhills leading 20-13 at halftime,
the Sunshine Athletic Conference rivals traded
touchdowns in the second half with both miss-
ing conversions to account for the final margin.

Zephyrhills running back Rodney Smith,
who shared carries with Adams, scored late
on a 10-yard run. That score was offset by a Joe
Glennon’s 20-yard scoring run for Mitchell. The
Bulldogs almost had another score, but Samar-
ian Black’s 35-yard fumble recovery for an ap-
parent score was called back on a penalty.

As for the Zephyrhills offense, Tristan Len-
non started and played more than J.J. McGov-
ern, who saw more playing time in the second
half.
