It might seem as though Zephyrhills Valedictorian Alyssa Perez 
and Salutatorian Madison Poe have been duking it out since they first 
set foot in Zephyrhills High School as freshmen. Just the opposite is 
true. Neither of them really paid much attention to the race to the top of 
the class, until they were notified, just recently, of the honors.

“, never really thought about it �being first in her class�, never 
thought it would be this close,” Poe said. “I always tried to get straight 
A’s in middle and high school.”

Perez held it in similar regard.
“, thought about it �valedictorian� growing up but , figured if , 

worked hard that was good enough,” Perez said. “Madison and I have 
a good relationship. We are happy for each other.”

Chasing grades for Perez, was more a product of the environment 
she placed herself in than anything. Perez has been dual enrolled at Pas-
co Hernando State College �PHSC� since her sophomore year. She al-
ready has her Associate’s degree. Perez enjoys the college setting and 
the format of the college courses. 

“I went through a rough patch in high school and college classes 
helped me grow more as a person,” Perez said. “In college classes, there 
are less assignments and your grade basically relies on five tests.”

For Poe, it was the promise of a new Jeep by her father that kept the 
fire going for achieving straight A’s. Poe darn near did it. Through mid-
dle school at Centennial and high school at Zephyrhills, Poe received all 
A’s excepting a single B in AP Psychology. ,t was Poe’s first true college-
level class and the B came in just the first quarter of the year. Adding a 
small dose of jealousy to the frustration of the new Jeep slipping away, 
Poe’s father in 2021, bought himself a new Jeep. 

Perez also had just one B on her high school record, that in dual-en-
rolled Microeconomics. Perez said she struggled with it, largely because 
it was during the height of the Covid-19 Pandemic and was all online, 
using Zoom calls. Perez said both she and the instructors were not used 
to the technology when she took the class. 

That is how the race finished out. Perez stamps a �.���� unweight-
ed *PA into her transcripts. Poe finishes with a �.��2� unweighted *PA. 
The razor-thin margin, with identical grades, can only be attributed to 
Perez taking an additional class. The additional class diminished the 
drag of the lone B, just enough to post a 0.000� difference. Otherwise, 
their grades would have been identical.

Perez is headed to USF on both a Bright Futures and a scholarship 
from the school, where she will study medicine and said she’d like to 
pursue a degree in Cell Molecular Biology. She will jump on the pre-
med track and possibly end up as a physician or medical researcher. Per-
ez’s life experience has led to these important decisions. She remembers 
a state science fair from when she was in middle school. Perez brought a 
project that used fiber optics to transfer light to lower panels of a system 
of stacked solar panels. What really caught her imagination was talking 
with then-USF interns and how smart she thought they were and maybe 
she could be like them some day. Well, mission accomplished there. The 
draw to the medical field occurred at a young age as Perez watched her 
parents struggle with then-undiagnosed cases of Lyme Disease. 

“It hurt, watching them go through years of pain with no answers,” 
Perez said. “There’s so much research left to be done.”

Perez herself spent a lot of time in and out of doctors’ o΀ces, as a 
child and always enjoyed looking at ;-rays, even if she didn’t know ex-
actly what she was looking at. 

Poe will attend UF in the Fall, also on a Bright Futures Scholarship, 
and also on a pre-med track with a focus on dermatology. Poe had an 
anecdotal experience that fed her college track choice as well. Poe un-
derwent skin surgery as a baby and has been fascinated by the show 
‘Doctor Pimple Popper’ ever since. Poe is a letter athlete in: track, cross 
country, soccer, volleyball and tennis. She says soccer was her favorite 
sport in high school and she said she’d try and continue to play recre-
ationally at UF. 

Both students were able to pin down their favorite high school 
classes. For Poe, it was her AP Environmental Studies class.

“The teacher was great, just their overall personality and how it 
was conducive to the students,” Poe said. “The class was hands-on, we 
planted and watered a garden - tomatoes, bell peppers, lettuce, Áow-
ers.”

For Perez, it was her dual-enrolled Biology II class. 
“We had to write research papers for the class,” Perez said. “It 

taught me how to read and write research papers.”
Both students will graduate with honors in a few weeks and no 

doubt make their school and their families proud. And maybe, just may-
be, Poe’s dad will give up the Jeep before she heads off to *ainesville.
