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Weather
The weekend will bring a 
chance of scattered showers 
but a dry period will continue 
into next week with daytime 
temperatures in the 90s and 
night time temperatures 
remaining in the 70s.

Florida and Zephyrhills 

 The word “hurricane” comes from the 
ancient Taino word “hurkan,” meaning big 
or great wind. The Taino were the original 
inhabitants of the West Indian islands in the 
Caribbean, like Hispanola and present-day 
Cuba, Jamaica and Puerto Rico. Those an-
cient islanders had to deal with the threat of 
hurricanes every summer-fall and they did 
not have the luxury of satellite imagery and 
oftentimes obsessive news media coverage 
of tropical storms and hurricanes. Hurricane 
Season in Florida starts June 1 and extends 
through the beginning of November with the 
peak season in the months of August and Sep-
tember.
 Last year (2021) saw 21 named storms. 
Storms are named when they display a rotat-
ing circulation pattern and have wind speeds 
of 39 miles per hour. The 2021 season saw 
seven hurricanes and four major hurricanes - 
eight had a direct impact on the United States. 
The 2022 Atlantic Hurricane Season forecast, 
according to AccuWeather, will have between 
16 and 20 named storms, between six and 
eight hurricanes, between three and fi ve ma-
jor hurricanes, between four and six directly 
impacting the United States. 
 Tropical storms develop into hurricanes 
when their winds hit 75 miles-per-hour. Cat-
egory 1 hurricanes sustain winds up to 95 
miles-per-hour, Category 2 hurricanes reach 
wind speeds up to 110 mph, Category 3 hur-
ricanes up to 129 mph and the dreaded Cate-
gory 4 can sustain a maximum windspeed of 
156 mph.

 Naming storms is an interesting process. 
There are 21 names selected randomly and al-
phabetically, omitting the letters: Q, U, X, Y and 
Z. Names alternate between male and female 
names. The names for the 2022 season are: Alex, 
Bonnie, Colin, Danielle, Earl, Fiona, Gaston, 
Hermine, Ian, Julia, Karl, Lisa, Martin, Nicole, 
Owen, Paula, Richard, Shary, Tobias, Virginie 
and Walter. Every six years the names repeat, 
excepting storm names that caused a great deal 
of damage, like Katrina in 2005. Those names 
are retired. 

Here are some important terms to keep an eye 
on while tracking a storm.

Tropical Storm Watch: Tropical storm con-
ditions are possible in the area.
 Hurricane Watch: Hurricane conditions are 
possible in the area.
 Watches are issued 48 hours in advance 
of the anticipated onset of tropical storm force 
winds.
 Tropical Storm Warning: Tropical storm 
conditions are expected in the area.
 Hurricane Warning: Hurricane conditions 
are expected in the area.
 Warnings are issued 36 hours in advance of 
tropical storm force winds.
 (ye� Clear, sometimes well-defi ned center 
of the storm with calmer conditions.
 Eye Wall: Surrounding the eye, contains 
some of the most severe weather of the storm 
with the highest wind speed and largest precip-
itation.
 Rain Bands� Bands coming off  the cyclone 
that produce severe weather conditions such as 
heavy rain, wind and tornadoes.
 Storm Surge: An often underestimated and 
deadly result of ocean water swelling as a re-
sult of a landfalling storm, and Tuickly fl ooding 
coastal and sometimes areas further inland.
 During a watch, prepare your home and 
evacuation plan in case a warning is issued.
 “Watch” denotes a signifi cant chance of 
storm winds aff ecting you and your home. Dur-
ing a warning, carefully follow the directions of 
o΀  cials, and immediately leave the area if they 
advise it. A warning is less severe but it’s im-
portant to be on the alert in any case.
 Storm surge is not a threat to the Zephyr-
hills area but fl ooding and high winds certainly 
are. 

Here are some steps to secure your home dur-
ing a storm:

Cover all of your windows, either with hur-
ricane shutters or wood. Plylox are small met-
al clamps that can wedge a piece of plywood 
into a window frame without drilling into the 
house. These can be found at local hardware 
stores.
 Although tape can prevent glass from shat-
tering everywhere, be warned that tape does 
not prevent the window from breaking.
 If possible, secure straps or clips to securely 
fasten your roof to the structure of your home.
Make sure all trees and shrubs are trimmed and 
clear rain gutters.
 Reinforce your garage doors.
 Bring in all outdoor furniture, garbage 
cans, decorations, and anything else that is not 
tied down.
 If winds become strong, stay away from 
windows and doors and close, secure and brace 
internal doors.

There are some things you’ll want to stock up 
on before the onset of hurricane season, as 
well. 

Gas: Make sure your tank is full far in ad-
vance of an approaching storm. Most people 
wait until the last minute, rush to get extra gas 
for cars and generators, and subsequently gas 
stations can run out early. Gas also does not 
have a very long shelf life. In general, pure gas 
begins to degrade and lose its combustibility as 
a result of oxidation and evaporation in three 
to six months, if stored in a sealed and labeled 
metal or plastic container. The gas you saved 
from last hurricane season is probably not very 
good anymore. 
 ATMS: Have extra cash on hand in the 
event no ATMS in your area are accessible or 
working.
 Cell Phones: Charge your cell phone and 
limit use after power is out.
 A/C: This can be the most uncomfortable 
side eff ect of losing power during a storm. Try 
to prevent as much light from entering and 
warming the house by covering up your win-
dows on the inside. If you have back-up or bat-
tery operated fans, don’t run them unless you 
are in the room. Fans create a diff erence in per-
ceived temperature but do not cool the room; 
instead they create a cooling eff ect by dispers-
ing the heat off  your skin. 
 Water: Fill bathtub and large containers 
with water for washing and fl ushing only. Toi-
lets do not operate on electricity, other than to 
refi ll the tank. Refi lling the tank manually can 
allow for use of your toilet, even without pow-
er. 
 Food: Turn your fridge temperature down 
and/or freeze any food or drinking water that 
can be frozen if you expect a power outage. 
Have a cooler with ice packs prepared to cool 
your drinks and snacks after power has been 
out for more than 4 hours. Freezing tupperware 
containers of ice and moving them into a refrig-
erator with no power, can keep the temperature 
cooler longer, in the event of an outage. Now 
is probably a good time to check the expira-
tion dates on your stocked foodstuff s. Canned 
goods usually last a couple years but it’s a good 
idea to check your stored food supply anyway. 

Here are some other items that are recom-
mended to stock up on for hurricane season.
 Water (enough to last at least three days)

First-aid kit (include any prescription med-
ication you may need)

Personal hygiene items and sanitation 
items

Flashlights (have extra batteries on hand)
Battery operated radio (again, have extra bat-
teries)

Waterproof container with cash and impor-
tant documents
 Manual can opener
 Lighter or matches
 Books, magazines, games for recreation
 Special needs items: pet supplies and baby 
supplies if applicable

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• On June 2, 1865, Confederate Gen. Edmund Kirby Smith, commander of 
Confederate forces west of the Mississippi, signs surrender terms off ered by 
Union negotiators. The event is regarded as marking the end of the Civil War. 
• On June 3, 1956, in Santa Cruz, California, city authorities announced a to-
tal ban on rock and roll at public gatherings, calling the music “detrimental to 
both the health and morals of our youth and community.” Similar bans were 
enacted in Asbury Park, New Jersey, and in San Antonio, Texas, where the city 
council was fearful of “undesirable elements.”
• On June 4, 1896, Henry Ford unveils the “Quadricycle.” The 500-pound ve-
hicle had two driving speeds, no reverse, no brakes, rudimentary steering 
ability and a doorbell button as a horn.

� On June �, 1933, the United States goes off  the gold standard, in which cur-
rency is backed by gold.

� On June �, 1��3, the Ashmolean, the world’s fi rst university museum, opens 
in Oxford, England. Today, the collection at the Ashmolean Museum of Art 
and Archaeology ranges in time from the earliest implements of man, made 
about 500,000 years ago, to 20th century works of art. 
• On June 7, 1942, the Battle of Midway -- one of the most decisive U.S. victo-
ries in its war against Japan -- comes to an end. The outnumbered U.S. Pacifi c 
Fleet destroyed four Japanese aircraft carriers with the loss of only one of its 
own, the Yorktown.
• On June 8, 1968, James Earl Ray is arrested in London, England, and charged 
with the assassination of civil rights leader Martin Luther King Jr. In 1969, Ray 
pleaded guilty to King’s murder.

Cuts and scrapes
 Kitchen cuts and scrapes 
frequently happen if your 
knife slips while chopping 
or slicing or a fi nger gets in 
the way while using a grater 
or zester. Dr. Gonzalez says, 
“while they’re convenient, 
cooking mandolins used to 
quickly slice vegetables can be dangerous, and 
are the culprit of many kitchen accidents, in-
cluding lacerations.” Use all your sharp kitchen 
equipment with care. 
  If there is bleeding, put pressure on the 
wound right away. Go to the ER: a bandage 
doesn’t cover the area; the bleeding doesn’t 
stop; the injury is over a joint or impairing your 
ability to move; or the underlying tissue is ex-
posed from the cut.

Eye issues
 Cleaning solutions, citrus juice, and hot 
peppers sometimes make unwanted contact 
with your eyes, which can be very painful. 
“First, rinse the aff ected area with lukewarm 
water,” says Dr. Gonzalez, “milk might work 
better at neutralizing if the irritant is something 
like a hot pepper.” 
 Go to the ER if your symptoms are severe, 
including when: your eyes are very irritated 
or swollen; your eyes are red or in pain; your 
vision is impacted; or the issue worsens over 
time.

Falls
 “Falls in the kitchen can happen from slip-
ping on spilled liquids, using step ladders to 
reach for something high, or simply losing your 
balance while you’re concentrating on the task 
at hand,” cautions Dr. Gonzalez. 
Hopefully, you will catch yourself quick-
ly enough to avoid a serious injury, but have 
someone get you to the ER immediately if you:

council okays higher condos

 This year’s Founders Day Festival with a 
parade and other downtown events was a wash 
due to the threat of rain. While it never did rain, 
the day’s scheduled activities from 4-9 p.m. 
with a parade at 7 were cancelled nonetheless.
 “We were having volunteers show up at 11 
(a.m.) and at 10 the forecast was for thunder-
storms and rain,” said Gail Hamilton, direc-
tor of the Community Redevelopment Agency 
said in a meeting that preceded the city council 

meeting on Monday night at city hall. “It didn’t 
rain and we didn’t have a backup plan … in 
hindsight, we should’ve included the city and 
staff .”
 In the future if inclement weather threatens 
Founders Day, Hamilton recommended that in 
addition to Main Street Zephyrhills, which or-
ganizes the event, city staff  and the police de-
partment would be included in discussions as 
well as a contingency plan.
 “I think it’s important to remember that this 
is a risk we take with any event,” council presi-
dent Jodi Wilkeson said. “I think they made the 
best decision with the public at heart.”
 Added Hamilton, “The volunteers were so 
incredibly disappointed. They worked months 
and months in putting this together. A lot of 
work went out the window when this event 
was cancelled.”
 While city staff  received complaints from 
some residents, councilman Lance Smith was 
quick to point out that there was not any partic-
ular person to blame: “We understand it was a

group of people that made the decision, not just 
one person.”
 This year’s event will not be rescheduled. It 
was in jeopardy and already had been pushed 
back three months due to a confl ict with the 
Pigz N Z’hills BBQ and Blues Festival.
 A partnership with Zephyrhills High and 
the theme to recognize the Class of 2022 helped 
save Founders Day with the rescheduled date 
of May 21. Instead, it will return to its tradition-
al time on a Saturday in March.
 Hamilton reminded people that years ago 
the Founders Day celebration was held in Sep-
tember and later pushed back to March due to 
weather issues.
 In the council meeting, a developer’s re-
quest to increase the height from two stories 
to four for the Pretty Pond Apartments, along 
with some accompanying road improvements 
and landscape buff ers, passed 3-2.
 “This area of Zephyrhills is not suburbaniz-
ing, it’s urbanizing,” said Clark Hobby, a Tam-
pa attorney speaking on the project’s behalf.
 “We’re exploding,” said councilman Ken 
Burgess, who voted against the higher build-
ings. “My issue is simply a density thing. We 
have to look at a way to slow down develop-
ment.”

 Councilmen Alan Knight and Smith men-
tioned the accompanying road improvements 
that would include turn lanes and partially 
funding a roundabout, added only if the height 
increase was approved.
 “That’s a pretty good deal and we won’t 
get that with two stories,” Knight said.
 In March, city council members voted 3-2 
to approve a similar project. The Nick Apart-
ments, planned on nearly 11 acres along Fort 
King Road between the Summerset Apart-
ments and Valleydale Mobile Home Park, was 
given the go-ahead to rise from two stories to 
four.
 Also at issue possibly in the future is city 
o΀  cials revisiting regulations of 20 multi-
family units per acre. It had been 14. Aff ord-
able housing with a higher density could keep 
young people in the area, some city o΀  cials, 
like Smith, have maintained.
 Aside from the density issue, tra΀  c is a con-
cern. Local businessman Kevin Bahr, a member 
of the planning commission, is among those 
concerned about growth, specifi cally more con-
gested roads and water issues. Bahr opposed 
the higher buildings for both apartment proj-
ects.

 John DeLorenzo, President of the Lions Club in Zephyrhills 
and Zephyrhills Elks club member, presented a check to the 
Zephyrhills (lks Lodge 2731 for �2�00 before their bingo games 
began. (very Tuesday the Lions Club bingo players do a �0/�0 
ra΁  e with half the proceeds going to local charities.

Make sure you 
have copies of important documents, such 
as insurance information, stored in a wa-
terproof area that you can easily grab in an 
evacuation. Throughout a storm, follow up-
dates from battery-operated devices in the 
event of a power loss.

After a storm, many citizens want to start 
the clean-up process Tuickly, but be cautious 
when doing so. Flooded areas may have hid-
den dangers, such as downed power lines, 
debris or wildlife lurking inside. Give emer-
gency personnel ample time to clear road-
ways of debris before driving, unless abso-
lutely necessary.

champion at the beginning 
level were Samantha Hoff man 
and Quinn Fuhrmann.

Two years after an abbreviated 
ceremony to honor U.S.

veterans, hundreds turn out 
to Oakside Ceremony 

 The longstanding tradition of honoring 
U.S. veterans who made the ultimate sacri-
fi ce for our country continued with Monday 
morning’s Memorial Day Ceremony at Oak-
side Cemetery. Fittingly, that hallowed ground, 
deeded to the city in 1911, serves as the fi nal 
resting place for veterans of six wars.
 “It’s a beautiful, bright sunshiny day in 
Zephyrhills, Florida; a day we can all be thank-
ful for,” said guest speaker Gene Whitfi eld, the 
city’s mayor. “We have come here to rededicate 
this ground as a fi nal resting place.”
 “Today, as we do every year, we gather to 
remember those who gave the ultimate sacri-
fi ce,” added State Senator and keynote speaker 
Danny Burgess. “Today is about freedom and 
sacrifi ce.”

 Before Monday the last ceremony involv-
ing the military and local community was a 
9/11 Memorial at Zephyr Park last September. 
That marked the 20th anniversary of terrorist 
attacks on the World Trade Center, Pentagon 
and a plane that crashed in Pennsylvania.
 As for the Memorial Day Ceremony, rough-
ly 200 were in attendance this year. That marks 
a substantial increase from last year’s turnout 
of about 100 and well above the sparse group 
who came out in 2020.
 That year, an abbreviated ceremony was 
held due to the coronavirus pandemic and 
rainy weather. Some Memorial Day ceremonies 
were cancelled in other parts of the nation but 
Rod Rehrig, past commandant of the U.S. Ma-
rine Corps League Detachment 1124 in Zephyr-
hills, and Whitfi eld, an avid supporter of the 
military, led a small group in keeping the cer-
emony alive.
 As for this year, Burgess lauded Whitfi eld, 
who formerly served in the National Guard, for 
his ongoing eff orts.
 “From being our mayor, Gene Whitfi eld is 
embedded in our community and has been for 
a long time,” said Burgess, a major in the U.S. 
Army Reserves who is originally from Zephyr-
hills.
 Burgess, who often speaks at the annual 
ceremony, noted others who helped organize 

and support the event. Count volunteers who 
help plant fl ags on the grounds, scouts who 
join in that eff ort as well as a cleanup, and the 
Zephyrhills High JROTC among that group.
 Not to mention local veteran groups that 
have long been a staple of the community and 
singer-songwriter Ashley Shannon, who sang 
the national anthem and had a brother serve in 
the U.S. Marines.
 “It was a community eff ort and that’s what 
makes this so special,” Burgess said. “I look for-
ward to seeing you all again next year.”
 Former serviceman Larry Pratt, who 
served in Vietnam and was alongside corpo-
ral Jerome Rouse when he was killed as their 
troop was ambushed, spoke of the importance 
of never forgetting those who served.
 “He was a great kid. I think of him almost 
every day, certainly on Memorial Day. He’s 
very important to me,” Pratt said of Rouse, 
who was a medical specialist when he died in 
1970 at the age of 19. “I hope you think about 
and pray for somebody who has given their life 
for our country.”
 Among the veterans in attendance was 
Jay Collins, a Green Beret for 23 years who has 
since retired and is running for Congress. Col-
lins is a candidate for a state seat in the House 
of Representatives.
 The ceremony hit home for Collins, whose 

left leg was amputated as part of the price he 
paid to serve in the military.
 “If we don’t protect our country, what are 
we doing,” he asked.
