Governor Ron DeSantis’ 
pen approves a trio of

appropriations
coming to Zephyrhills

 The City of Zephyrhills is receiv-
ing $12.04 million in state appropria-
tions for three infrastructure-related 
projects, as part of the 2022-23 Flor-
ida state budget. Governor DeSantis 
signed the budget into law on June 2 
and the city stands to benefi t.
 “We try to foster relationships 
with our local legislators and not just 
when we’re in Tallahassee, asking for 
things,” Zephyrhills City Manager 
William Poe Jr. said. “Fortunate is an 
understatement. They see what we 
are trying to do in Zephyrhills and 
they want to help us.”
 7he fi rst appropriation, in the 
tune of $6.6 million, is slated for the 
Zephyrhills Municipal Airport. Proj-
ects at the airport are ongoing. Phase I 
started as part of a $5.9 million, 2018-
19 state appropriation that did three 
things: one - it extended Runway 119, 
two - it extended the taxiway con-
nected to Runway 119, and three - it 
built an access road on the south side 
of the airport, off  $lston $venue. 
 The second project or Phase II 
was a $3.2 million, 2021-22 state ap-
propriation for “interent parking” or 
jet parking in the northern portion of 
the airport, just south of the terminal. 
The airport is turning a grassy area 
into a concrete or asphalt paved area 
where jets can park. With that project, 
the design is complete and it is ready 
to go out to bid. Poe expects the proj-
ect to be completed in the next 12 
months.

 The 2022-23 state appropriation that just 
passed is designed to: re-build the FBO or ter-
minal, extend Taxiway F and build two box 
hangars. The Fixed Base Operation or FBO is 
fancy airport lingo for the “terminal.” Current-
ly, it’s just o΀  ces for staff  with minor amenities. 
The project would create an 8,000-square-foot 
terminal, either a stand-alone structure or an 
addition to the current structure.
 “The original plan was to build an entire-
ly separate building but with the economy the 
way it is with cost of materials, labor and lead 
times, we are looking at the possibility of add-
ing to the existing building,µ Poe said. ´,t’s fl u-
id how exactly we’re going to build the FBO but 
with the appropriation, we can actually start 
planning now.”
 Taxiway F will extend roughly 1,700 feet 
and connect to the access road built during the 
Phase I project. The two box hangars will be 
built to accommodate 16-20 person corporate 
jets. The city and airport hope to attract more of 
that type of tra΀  c. Poe mentioned well-known 
football coaches and politicians that have used 
the airport in the past and recently. The city 
wants to attract more of that type of GA or Gen-
eral Aviation.
 “Our goal is to be the best GA airport in the 
area,” Poe said. 
 The second state appropriation provided 
$3.5 million to the city for a water and sewer 
main line extension. This money piggybacks 
on an earlier phase of the project. Phase I was 
funded by the federal Build Back Better bill 
passed in the 2022 legislative session. The $1.5 

million will enable running a sewer main along 
Otis Allen Road, starting at Wire Road and ex-
tending east. Construction has not yet begun. 
The city is in the design phase right now and 
will put the project out to bid once the designs 
complete. The new state appropriation allows 
the city to embark on Phase II. 
 Phase II will run a water line for approx-
imately 4,000 square feet from Green Slope 
Drive (behind the Walmart), west toward Fort 
King Road. The plan is to tie the new line into 
an existing one in order to create a “loop” sys-
tem. A “loop” system allows utilities to pro-
vide service to area residents, even when there 
is a main break somewhere. It equates to fewer 
customers having an interruption in their ser-
vice. Several fi re hydrants will be added along 
the water main line. The sewer line will run 
along Kossick Road from U.S. Highway 301 to 
Fort King Road - east to west - and from Phelps 
Road to Simons Road - north to south. The sew-
er line could take as many as 400 existing septic 
tanks out of use, connecting them to the munic-
ipal line. 
 The last appropriation provides $1.9 mil-
lion for an entrance road connecting the new 
National Guard facility. The Florida National 
Guard recently received a $25 million state ap-
propriation to purchase land and build a train-
ing center. They have selected a parcel north of 
6th Avenue and South Avenue on the south side 
of town, north of the airport. The city will use 
their $1.9 million to acquire right-of-way land 
to build the access road, construct the road it-
self, and install or extend existing water and 
sewer lines to the subject property.

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How will I be screened for prostate cancer?
There are several tests that could be 

recommended to help your physician diagnose 
or rule out prostate cancer. No matter which 
screening you need, you can relax knowing 
that none of them are as bad as you think. Your 
primary care provider may perform one or both 
of these simple tests.

PSA Blood Test
This blood test checks your level of prostate-

specifi c antigen �PS$�. 7he normal level of 
PS$ for a healthy male under the age of �� is 
�.� nanograms per milliliter of blood. )or men 
ages �� to �0, the normal level is less than 3.� 
nanograms per milliliter of blood.   

´Since no two men are alike, a higher level 
doesn’t necessarily mean you have cancer, 
and a lower level doesn’t mean you’re cancer-
free. These numbers serve as a baseline for 
your doctor to determine if further testing is 
needed,µ says Dr. Shahrour.

If you’re an older adult male, your primary 
care physician may perform other lab tests, such 
as lipid and metabolic panels, at the same time 
as your routine PS$ to screen for other common 
age-related health issues. You may be required 
to fast before testing

Digital Rectal Exam (DRE)
During a DRE, your primary care physician 

will perform a physical exam, feeling for any 
nodules, lumps, masses or tenderness on or 
around your prostate gland. “The DRE exam 
itself is relatively painless, and the data obtained 
can be priceless,µ Dr. Shahrour explains.

What if my results are abnormal?
$bnormal screening results may indicate 

you have prostate cancer, or that you need 
further testing before your physician can make 
a proper diagnosis. Either way, it’s best that 
you’ve caught any potential health issues early 
to stave off  future complications.

Center following a two-year hiatus in which the 
commencement was held at Bulldog Stadium 
due to restrictions stemming from the corona-
virus pandemic.
 Also on the front page was a story about 
city planners who gave consideration to an air-
port terminal site as part of a master plan. Ac-
cess roads would be included in the expansion 
of the Zephyrhills Municipal Airport.
 Ironically, there is an ongoing expansion ef-
fort at the airport now.
 Additionally, there were brief reports on 
crime, fi re and rescue. Pratt’s Restaurant was 
damaged by a fi re, a man in a car accident was 
rescued with the use of Jaws of Life and park 
rangers arrested a burglary suspect at the Hills-
borough River State Park.
 The 24-page newspaper back then had 
plenty of variety on the inside pages. There 
was a ribbon-cutting for a new Exchange Bank 
branch off  U.S. 301, stories on candidates for the 
Pasco School Board and Pasco County Com-
mission and discussions of new rules for the 
steer show.
 There were several viewpoints expressed 
on the editorial page including the fl ag being 

a symbol of our freedom. Other pages were 
dedicated to obituaries, religion, society, school 
daze, along with fi re and police.
 Even back then the section for mobile home 
parks was popular with enough news to fi ll two 
pages.
 Sports always has been the talk of the town 
in this bedroom community of Tampa Bay and 
in the June 10 edition there was a battle for the 
Zephyrhills High starting quarterback position 
just as there is now. David Smith and Roosevelt 
Sanders were the top candidates to be decided 
by then-fi rst year coach Jim Davis, who later be-
came Zephyrhills’ principal.
