Pasco County Supervisor of Elections’” Office has been made aware that individuals have begun
and will continue to go to registered voters” homes throughout Pasco County to inquire and verify in-
formation for voters at that particular address and possibly inquiring if those person(s) voted in the

2020 General Election.

Pasco County voters need to be aware that these individuals are not affiliated with the Pasco Coun-
ty Supervisor of Elections’ Office. These activities are also occurring in other Florida Counties and the
Supervisor of Elections” Office has received information from another Supervisor of Elections” Office
that an individual went to a voter’s home and misrepresented themselves as being with that county

and/or the Supervisor of Elections’ Office.

Additionally, in spite of lobbying by Florida’s Supervisor’s of Elections, voter’s personal informa-
tion from their voter file (e.g. name, address, phone number, email address, designated political party,

which elections you voted in) is public record.

“Voters often contact my office with concerns about their personal information being publicly
available. Voters shouldn’t have to choose between protecting their personal information with exercis-
ing their constitutional right to vote,” said supervisor Corley.

While third party groups have a legal ril%lht to voter information, please know your Supervisor of

Elections’ Office staft does not come to your

ouse inquiring as to your voting history.

for people who try to make a difference,” he
said.

Bill Morehouse, a longtime chamber mem-
ber and Rotarian, was among the first to show
up and write supportive messages on the win-
dows of his pickup truck.

required by House Bill 59, which became law
in 2021.

An amendment to the city’s comprehen-
sive plan changing zoning designation for the
parcel that was just annexed. The change from
county to city property follows the future land
use from County RES-6 to City RU (Residential
Urban) and zoning designation from Coun
AR to City R4 (Multi-family Residential). Wit
no public comment, the item passed 5-0.

Another type of future land use and zon-
ing change from county to city property was
a 2.06-acre plot, adjacent west of the 1.74-acre
property off Pretty Pond and Wire roads was
another recent city acquisition and will most
likely have townhomes built on it. The future
land use changed from City RE to City RU and
zoning from City ER to City R4.

A change to the future land use map and
zoning change was an annexed property near
SVB. It changed the land use from RES-6 to City
RU and the zoning from County AC to City
PUD. Discussion ensued regarding the addi-
tion of a traffic signal at Eiland Boulevard and
Simons Road to handle the increase in traffic.
Drainage issues in the area were also discussed.

The City Manager’s Report, Item 4.1 led off
with the announcement of the rankings of the
Jeffries House RFP. Only three proposals were
submitted by the Aug. 16 deadline and on Aug.
23 the evaluation committee met and ranked
them. CRA Director Gail Hamilton stated that
the top ranked proposal, that of Tina & Joe’s
Cafe, Ead a 100-point difference between the
second-ranked proposal.

“We were looking to get out of the antique
shop (on 7th Street in Dade City),” Tina Novak
said. “We have been looking for another loca-
tion.”

City Manager’s Report asked for a change
order for continued development in Phase I

of the SVB construction. It was an overage of
$105,709. Some of the key items were a roughly
$46,000 water connection fee, a roughly $23,000
fee for Duke Energy to run underground cable.
Smaller items like bringing the lift station up to
code ($5,300), changes to the security system
($1,300), improvements to the SVB sign ($4,600),
fans on the back patio, extra gym equipment,
electrical outlets and an awning on the west en-
trance added to the balance to be paid out of the
City’s general fund.

Councilman Alan Knight voiced his dis-
pleasure about the overruns and wondered
why they were not brought up prior.

City manager William Poe Jr. detailed the
nature of the items. He stated that there were
other items on the overage list too, but that
many of the expenses did not come before
council and were passed on directly to the op-
erator (Tennis Pro Florida) and the contractor.
There was much consternation regarding the
water connection fee and why it was not con-
sidered earlier in the process. Poe stated that
it was thought by the Contractor that the fee
would be waived.

Next up was the sale of city property at
5031 Airport Rd. to Kerns Family Construction.
There was a great deal of confusion regard-
ing exactly which of the three small parcels in
question were even up for sale and of their sale
price. Discussion ensued. Eventually, it was
settled that the city would sell two of the three
small parcels, a 0.6-acre and 0.3-acre parcel to
the Kerns for $48,322. The Kerns seemed to be
happy with the arrangement and terms of the
sale will be drawn up and brought before coun-
cil.

In the Citizen Comments Barbara Ander-
son addressed council regarding building a
pool in city limits. Anderson touted the sup-
port for a pool from comments on social media
and discussed her personal connections to oth-
er public pool operators in the Tampa area.

While it is in the early stages, a full-service,
drive-thru car wash near Walmart at U.S. 301
and Pretty Pond Road could be close to getting
under way. Todd Vande Berg, the city’s planner,
said there are preliminary site plans for that
project.

Including the planned car wash, Vande
Berg noted that there are four parcels on about
10 acres with that area zoned for commercial-
retail development.

“It’'s more room than you think,” he said,
adding that the new traffic signal at Pretty Pond
Road and U.S. 301 make that area more attrac-
tive for retail development.

Vande Berg and Shane LeBlanc, the city’s
public works director, mentioned the second
phase of Simons Road is a few months away
from getting started. It is designed to connect
Fort King Road to Eiland Boulevard.

The first phase paved a two-lane road
from Eiland Boulevard down past the new Sar-
ah Vande Berg Tennis & Wellness Center and
hooked around the back of the golf course at
the Silverado Golf & Country Club. That part of
the project was completed in 2019.

“It will be a nice cut-through,” LeBlanc
said of the second phase upon completion.

Abbott Square, a new subdivision just
north of the golf course, already is being built.

“They’re getting ready out there,” Vande
Berg said. “That's Lennar (the builder) and

they’re a well-oiled machine.”

Vande Berg, whose late daughter the ten-
nis center is named after, also expects work
to begin soon on two projects out there. Plans
call for 100 dormitory units for student-ath-
letes who would study and hone their skills in
various sports at the center. The dormitories
are planned to be built on the south side of the
main parking lot.

Another project planned for SVB is an in-
door sports facility on that property.

“It's becoming more and more of an eco-
nomic driver,” Vande Berg said. “It's bringing
business to the city.”

Additionally, while there had been ten-
tative discussions for an Aldi near Walmart,
Vande Berg noted that project for a quality food
store is unlikely to come to fruition.

“That went through foreclosure and anoth-
er developer got a hold of it,” he said. “Being
that Aldi wasn’t a done deal there wasn't any
contractual agreement.”

As for the outlying areas of Pasco County, a
Taco Bell will soon open near the Home Depot,
just west of the New River Branch Library and
east of city limits and the intersection of State
Road 54 and Eiland Boulevard /Morris Bridge
Road.

In another project being overseen by vari-
ous county departments, Wire Road is being re-
paved. Vande Berg noted that the two-lane road
will be widened by about three feet on each side
of the right-of-way.
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
