In a new installment of a fledgling rivalry,
Zephyrhills Christian Academy routs Pasco 55-0

Often when a Class 6A school takes on a team in Class 2A, the
one with the smaller population comes up short — sometimes in a
big way. Last Friday night’s game was a rout alright, only for the
smaller school.

Zephyrhills Christian Academy, a kindergarten through high
school senior school, wiped out Pasco, a traditional high school that
not long ago ranked among the top teams in the county as well as
the Tampa Bay area. While Zephyrhills and Pasco have a longstand-
ing rivalry labeled the 9-Mile War, last Friday’s installment could be
the first in a new series.

Either way, ZCA coach Mike Smith viewed the outcome as a
major statement for his team, which is off to a 3-1 start with three
consecutive victories and back-to-back shutouts. The Warriors,
coming off a 58-0 blowout of Palm Beach Christian Prep, have out-
scored the opposition by a whopping 179-41 margin so far.

“That's how a 2A team does it,” said Smith, a Zephyrhills High
graduate who formed the ZCA program as a six-man team in 1998.
“There ain’t a team in this county that beats this team right here.”

Added assistant Lane McLaughlin, a former head coach at Car-
rollwood Day Prep, “When you look at the film, that's what you call
a complete game.”

On the other side, Pasco, which once made a county-record
eight straight playoff appearances, has yet to score in four losses.
The Pirates have been outscored 156-0.

ZCA, which won two state championships in six-man team has
competed as an 11-man squad since 2016, has its sights set on a fifth
consecutive playoff berth and beyond. Judging by a hot start, the
Warriors appear to be on the right track.

Quarterback Jayce Nixon, an eighth-grader who would be
playing at the middle school level in a public school, showed he is
plenty capable of handling himself as a varsity football player. The
left-handed passer completed 6-0f-7 attempts for 164 yards and two
touchdowns against Pasco.

“He’s so relaxed,” Smith said. “He’s a great leader.”

The Warriors have other leaders on both sides of the ball. Se-
niors Dontrevius Jackson and Andrew Felder are breakout players
and scoring threats every time they touch the ball. Jackson, who had
a game-high 156 yards on the ground, scored on runs of 63 and 28

yards.

Only five golfers count
in the score when it comes to the state series but six
can go out there and hit during the regular season.

On Monday, the Bulldogs squared off against

Land O’ Lakes and Wiregrass Ranch. It was not real-
ly a contest, team against team, yet the girls continue
to whittle down their scores.

“All of our new girls were over 70 strokes when

we started this season,” Baldus said. “Today, we had
three under 60 strokes and our fourth was at 64.”

Progress. Brooke Baldus shot a 46 and placed

second overall at the match. She hit three pars on the
day and teammate Chloe Scriven hit one on the ninth
hole. Everett has shaved 17 strokes off her total from
when she started the season.

Stewart remains undefeated at 3-0

Florida Sheriffs Task Force
announce successful completion

of Operation Loose Wire

The Florida Sheriffs Association (FSA) Task
Force released the results of Operation Loose
Wire, an initiative focused on reducing the
number of livestock that are at large, as well as
cases of neglect. This operation also located and
prosecuted individuals who are illegally dump-
ing waste material. During this month-long op-
eration, 225 external messages were developed
and distributed to citizens and 88 citizen educa-
tion events were hosted across Florida.

HOLLYWOOD Francis
Ford Coppola won five Os-
cars before he was 36 and is
now 82 years young. He in-
tends to “put my money
where my mouth is” in mak-
ing his next film, “Megalopo-
lis.” He’s even willing to put
up whatever he can’t raise
of the $120 million budget,
vowing, “I'm prepared to
match outside financing.”

He’s round-
ing up a first-class cast that
includes Oscar-winners Cate
Blanchett, Forest Whitaker,
Jessica Lang and Jon Voight,
as well as Zendaya, Michelle
Pfeiffer and, for good mea-
sure, his “Godfather” Son-
ny Corleone, James Caan.
We're pulling for you Fran-
cis, you're a great director
and screenwriter, and we
need you as much as you
need this.

Jason Statham is producing
another edition of “The Ex-
pendables,” starring Sylves-
ter Stallone, Dolph Lund-
gren, Randy Coltrane, and of
course, Statham himself.

Another great talent strug-
gling to continue working
movie magic is Frank Oz. As
a performer, he created some
of our most beloved charac-
ters. His unforgettable char-
acters for “Sesame Street”
include Miss Piggy, Cook-
ie Monster, Grover, Fozzie
Bear and Bert, to name a few.
Oz dominated eight Mup-
pet movies, was the voice
of Yoda in a slew of “Star
Wars” films and was visible
onscreen in “Knives Out”
(2017) as Alan Stevens.

As a director, he helmed
“The Dark Crystal” (1982),
“The Muppets Take Man-
hattan” (1984), “Little Shop
of Horrors” (1986), “Dirty
Rotten Scoundrels” (1988),
“What About Bob?” (1991),
“In & Out” (1997), “Bowfin-
ger” (1999) and “The Step-
ford Wives” (2004), to name
just some of his hits. When
Disney bought Jim Henson's
characters in 2004 (but not
the “Sesame Street” gang),
Frank Oz found he was con-
sidered expendable. He la-
ments, “They don't want
me because I won’t follow
orders and do the kind of
Muppets they believe in. The
soul’s not there, the soul is
what makes things grow and
be funny!”

Maybe Frank Oz should go
to Warner Bothers (they own
“The Wizard of Oz”). Maybe
he can be the NEW “Wizard
of Oz”!
