Zephyrhills Bulldogs aim to continue impressive
playoff run and get a little deeper once they get there

So far, there has been some good, bad and ugly with the 
Zephyrhills High football team. The Bulldogs dominated in a 
43-0 preseason win over Sunshine Athletic Conference rival 
Land O’ Lakes before winding up on the wrong end of an ugly 
33-0 rout by perennial powerhouse Lake Wales in a season-
opening road game.

Coach Nick Carroll clearly was not overly thrilled with the 
way the regular season began, especially with six turnovers bog-
ging	down	the	offense.	Nonetheless,	he	said,	“we’ll	move	for-
ward”	and	that	the	early	mistakes	are	“correctable.”

That entails moving past the regular season, which has be-
come the norm for the Bulldogs. The local team went 9-2 last sea-
son, winning a district title before bowing out of the postseason 
with	a	narrow	12-10	loss	in	the	first	round	against	St.	3etersburg	
Gibbs.

There are, however, some daunting challenges in a drive to 
extend a current run that includes seven postseason appearanc-
es in the past eight years. Zephyrhills is in a newly realigned dis-
trict	³	3	Suburban,	District	7	with	nearby	rivals	3asco,	Wesley	
Chapel and Cypress Creek.

Additionally, a daunting schedule also includes tough 
teams	in	Wiregrass	Ranch,	which	has	seven	straight	playoff	ap-
pearances, Lakeland Kathleen Dunnellon, the Villages Charter 
and IMG Academy.

As for the players, two-year starter Jaxson Rivera, who in 
addition to playing quarterback punted and handled kicking 

duties, graduated. Stepping in as the starter is Brendyn Colella, 
a junior transfer from Wiregrass Ranch who last year was the ju-
nior varsity quarterback for that school.

“I	just	thought	it	would	be	good	for	me	to	find	a	new	envi-
ronment,” Colella said, alluding to a quarterback competition 
with Elijah Brown, who now is the Wiregrass Ranch quarter-
back.	“I	like	how	Zephyrhills	is	a	tough	team	and	it’s	not	too	far	
away (from his home in Wesley Chapel).”

Colella is joined at Zephyrhills by his brother Lukas, a tight 
end/linebacker. His father John also has gone from being an as-
sistant at Wiregrass Ranch to the same role at Zephyrhills.

“I	want	to	see	our	offense	progress	and	it’s	not	just	throw-
ing the ball. I think he has the tools to throw really well,” Carroll 
said of Colella, who passed for 371 yards and four touchdowns 
in	the	preseason	victory.	“Early	on	he	was	listening	and	trying	to	
understand	the	offense.”

The	offense	was	dealt	a	serious	blow	when	Fred	Adams,	a	
transfer	from	Zephyrhills	Christian	Academy,	suffered	a	collar-
bone injury and could be out for a while. Adams has made an 
impression as a defensive back, run-
ning back and slot receiver.

That	still	leaves	D.J.	3ickett,	who	
grew up playing football in the lo-
cal Zephyrhills youth program be-
fore transferring to Carrollwood Day 
School and coming back to Zephyr-
hills	 this	 season.	 3ickett	 had	 three	
touchdown catches in the preseason 
game.

“I’m	back	home,”	declared	3ickett,	who	is	among	numerous	
family members to have played and coached for the Bulldogs.

There also is Azuri Jackson, a fast, surehanded receiver who 
caught a scoring pass in the preseason game from backup quar-
terback Tristan Lennon. Maddox Rivera and Ben Raines are oth-
er targets for the quarterbacks.

Anchoring	 the	offensive	 line	are	 tackle	Gabe	Coveny	and	
guard Xavier Salgado.

Defensively, a group of stalwart linemen and linebackers in-
clude Calob Durham, Blake Yearby, Brody Switzer and Rodney 
Smith.	The	defensive	backs,	most	of	whom	also	can	play	offense	
and	 as	 receivers,	 are	Maddox,	 3ickett,	Adams,	 Campbell	 and	
Theodore Sands.

Unlike recent years in which the Bulldogs have had one fea-
ture running back getting the bulk of carries, Carroll described 
this	 year’s	 approach	 to	 the	 running	 game	 as	 “a	 backfield	 by	
committee.”

FALL HOME INSPIRATIONS
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Following a dismal end to the 2021 season,
the revamped Pasco Pirates are looking to

stake some claims

The 2021 season was a disaster for the Pasco Pirates. They 
showed	some	promise	in	their	first	two	years	under	then-coach	
Jason	Stokes.	However,	Stokes’s	third	season	opened	up	with	a	
rash	of	injuries	and	blowout	losses.	3roblems	compounded	and	
the	season	completely	imploded.	Stokes	moved	on	and	so	did	
the Pirates.

The	3irates	would	not	wait	long	to	move	on.	By	December,	
they’d	tapped	former	Mitchell	coach	Alphonso	Freeney	for	the	
task.	It	was	going	to	be	no	small	task.	Freeney	played	collegiate-
ly	at	 Jacksonville	State	and	was	an	assistant	coach	at	Mitchell	
for	a	few	years	but	this	would	be	his	first	undertaking	of	a	head	
coaching	 position.	Also,	 there	were	 22	 student-athletes	 at	 the	
team	meeting	when	school	administrators	introduced	Freeney.

	It	was	very	much	starting	from	scratch.	<et,	starting	from	
scratch	gave	Freeney	an	opportunity	as	well	as	an	obstacle.	He	
could	instill	a	culture,	rather	than	have	to	replace	one.	

“One	of	our	big	things	at	the	beginning	was	goal-setting,”	
Freeney	said.	“We	want	to	create	a	standard,	a	culture	that	these	
kids	want	to	be	around.	We	stressed	grades	and	setting	expecta-
tions.	It	seemed	like	the	kids	wanted	that,	we	think	they’d	been	
waiting	for	that.	It	played	out	in	the	weight	room	over	the	sum-
mer,	kids	were	seeing	 their	hard	work	pay	off,	 their	numbers	
jump,	their	bodies	change.”

Freeney	 continued	 to	 build.	 Basically	 the	 entire	 coaching	
staff	was	replaced.	Only	coach	Darryl	Nobles	was	retained	from	
last	season.	The	coaching	staff	set	right	to	work.	They	managed	
to	field	a	team	for	the	Spring	Game.	Not	only	that	but	they	took	
crosstown	rival	Cypress	Creek	and	3inellas	County’s	Saint	3e-
tersburg	Catholic	to	the	buzzer	in	two	quarters	of	action	against	
each team. 

The	numbers	started	to	grow.	By	the	start	of	fall	football	the	
numbers	in	the	locker	room	had	swelled	to	�0.	By	the	3irates’s	
first	preseason	game	against	River	Ridge	they	were	pushing	�0	
players	between	both	JV	and	varsity.	Despite	it	being	preseason,	
the	3irates	showed	out,	defeating	visiting	River	Ridge	22-1�.	

The	3irates	hit	JJ	Johnson	for	an	�0-yard	touchdown	to	start	
the	game.	4uarterback	Angel	Miles	also	hit	Tyrese	Grose,	 the	
hulking	middle	linebacker,	for	a	touchdown	in	the	first	half.	In	
second	 half	 action,	 the	 3irates	 scored	 a	 fourth-quarter	 touch-
down	and	two-point	conversion	to	secure	the	win.	A	more	aus-
picious	 start	 could	not	have	been	ordered	as	 the	3irates	open	
the	regular	season	at	East	Ridge	in	Clermont.	Let’s	take	a	look	at	
some	of	the	key	players	in	the	2022	season.

Quarterback
The	3irates	are	going	to	go	with	two	quarterbacks,	at	least	

initially,	this	season.	Junior	Angel	Miles	��-1,	1�5�	cuts	the	better	
physical	figure	than	senior	Enrique	Matos	�5-7,	155�	but	it	was	
Matos	that	stepped	in	and	played	quarterback	last	season	when	
there	were	little	other	options.	Matos	gives	the	team	a	good	run	
option	at	the	position	and	is	the	more	experienced	of	the	two.	
Miles	is	new	to	the	position	but	made	some	solid	throws	in	the	
preseason opener. 

“Matos	makes	good	decisions,	can	do	things	with	his	legs	
and	arms	and	the	kids	seem	to	rally	behind	him,”	Freeney	said.	
“Miles	throws	and	runs	well	and	looks	like	a	D1	talent	if	you	see	

him	play.”
Both	quarterbacks	play	wide	receiver	as	well.

Running back
The	 3irates	 have	 several	 options	 here	 but	 three	 runners	

have	 emerged	 as	 top	 candidates.	 Senior	 Tayshaun	Balmir	 ap-
pears	to	be	leading	the	pack.	The	5-9,	1�0-pound	back	had	close	
to	200	rushing	yards	in	the	Spring.	He	had	a	�0-yard	run	in	the	
preseason	game	called	back	on	a	holding	penalty.	Freeney	says	
Balmir	 has,	 “elite	 speed	 and	 legit	 four-four	 �four-second,	 �0-
yard	dash	time�.”	Freeney	likes	his	physical	manner	of	running	
the	ball.	Expect	Balmir	to	get	the	lion’s	share	of	carries	in	2022.	

Behind	Balmir	are	junior	Julius	Hill	and	sophomore	Leroy	
Vickers.	Hill	is	new	to	the	sport	but	Freeney	hopes	his	learning	
curve	is	quick.	Vickers	is	more	of	the	downhill�full	back	type	of	
runner,	who	will	Áip	around	and	play	linebacker.

“When	 he	 �Hill�	 puts	 it	 together,	 he’s	 going	 to	 be	 some-
thing,”	Freeney	said.	

Wide receiver
Top	receiving	threat	and	player	who	Freeney	thinks	is	go-

ing	to	make	the	most	noise	is	junior	JJ	Johnson.	Johnson	was	an-
other	victim	of	the	quarterback	carousel	last	season.	Now,	he’s	
back	at	his	natural	position	and	he	should	shine	there.	A	couple	
of	big	plays	in	the	preseason	game	against	River	Ridge	foreshad-
owed	the	kind	of	contributions	coaches	hope	Johnson	provides	
this season. 

Wesley	Chapel	 transfer	 Jelani	3ilcher	and	sophomore	Na-
zyrh	Freeman	provide	complements	to	Johnson.	Both	are	at	least	
�-2	targets	for	whichever	quarterback	is	under	center.	Junior	Ca-
leb	Samuels	is	a	wildcard	at	the	position	to	keep	an	eye	on.

Offensive/defensive line/misc.
One	number	to	keep	an	eye	on	

in	 the	 trenches	 this	 season	 is	 50	 in	
senior	Anthony	3ratt.	3ratt	will	line	
up	at	 left	guard	on	offense	and	de-
fensive	end.	He’s	not	the	biggest	guy	
on	the	 team,	going	 just	�-1,	1�5	but	
coaches	 are	 excited	 about	 what	 he	
brings	to	the	table.	

“He	�3ratt�	is	a	go-getter,	a	hard	
worker,”	Freeney	 said.	 “He	may	be	
undersized	but	he’s	going	to	fight	to	
win	every	rep.”

He	will	 be	 needed.	The	3irates	
field	 a	 bevy	 of	 sophomores	 around	
3ratt.	 3ratt	 and	 senior	Cody	 Juarez	
are	 going	 to	 be	 the	 players	 on	 de-
fense	 that	 coaches	 look	 to.	 The	 3i-
rates	 best	 prospect	 on	 the	 defen-
sive	line	actually	plays	middle	line-
backer.	Junior	Tyreese	Grose	has	the	
squatty,	 fire-hydrant	 look,	 emblem-
atic	of	defensive	tackles	but	Freeney	
likes	him	playing	back	a	few	steps.

“He	 �Grose�	 looks	 like	a	defen-
sive	 lineman,”	Freeney	 said.	 “He	 is	
the	 heart	 and	 soul	 of	 the	 defense,	
he’s	bought	into	the	system	and	he’s	
developing	leadership	skills,	making	
sure	people	are	lined	up	right.”

Grose	 doesn’t	 have	 the	 side-
line	 to	 sideline	 speed	one	 looks	 for	
in	a	middle	linebacker	but	he	moves	
downhill	 in	 a	 hurry	 and	 should	
prove	 a	 stingy	 run-stuffer	 from	 his	

position.	 Grose	 will	 also	 Áip	 around	 and	 play	 tight	 end.	 He	
caught	 a	 touchdown	pass	 in	 the	Spring	Game.	Behind	Grose,	
quarterback	Miles	will	survey	the	field	from	his	safety	position.	

“When	those	two	�Grose	and	Miles�	are	Áying	around	back	
there,	it’s	really	something,”	Freeney	said.	“And	they	both	love	
to	hit.”

Senior	kicker	 Juan	Sanchez	 takes	over	kicking	duties	and	
Freeney	says	he	is	good	at	putting	kickoffs	in	the	end	zone.	San-
chez	was	2-for-2	with	his	extra	points	in	the	preseason	game.	

Predictions?
The	3irates	are	back	in	a	local	district	again	after	moonlight-

ing	with	Hernando	and	Citrus	County	schools	last	season.	This	
year,	they	are	back	with	local	rivals	Cypress	Creek	and	Wesley	
Chapel.	9-Mile	rival	Zephyrhills	is	also	in	the	new	district	align-
ment.	It’s	hard	to	imagine	the	3irates	being	ready	in	time	to	seri-
ously	threaten	the	Bulldogs	but	they	have	a	chance	against	most	
of	the	other	teams	on	their	schedule.	

The	 Auburndale	 game	 is	 going	 to	 be	 a	 loss,	 the	 Blood-
hounds	were	9-1	a	year	ago.	Hernando	and	Hudson	posted	re-
spectable	records,	�-�	and	5-3,	respectively	but	the	other	games	
on	the	schedule	are	very	winnable.

There	were	just	six	wins	between	East	Ridge,	Fivay,	Crystal	
River	and	Central	last	season,	with	Central	and	East	Ridge	both	
going	0-10.	Five,	maybe	six	wins	is	a	good	season	for	the	new	3i-
rates. 

The key to this year’s Pirate team is how fast they improve.

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The Warriors lost some key pieces to their
successful 9-3 season in 2021 but they’ve

got several key players from elsewhere
to mitigate the loss

 Transition has bitten the 2022 Warriors…hard. They had a 
huge prospect in freshman quarterback Jayce Nixon, one that 
could have potentially locked up four solid years at the position. 
Nixon threw for more than 1,300 yards and 14 touchdowns last 
season.	He	was	a	bonafi	de	pocket	passer	with	minimal	rushing	
yardage but averaged almost 150 yards per game passing. He’s 
gone, transferred to Gaither High School in northwest Hillsbor-
ough County. 
 Then the Warriors’s bell cow running back Dontrevius Jack-
son	left	for	college.	Despite	having	a	few	Division	1	off	ers,	Jack-
son elected to go with junior college New Mexico Military Insti-
tute. Jackson’s 1,800 yards and 18 touchdowns will be nearly im-
possible to replace. 
 You lose your elite quarterback and running back, it’s a 
scratch year, right? Not so fast. The Warriors picked up as much, 
perhaps nearly as much, as they lost. Enter senior Parker Stirn-
korb. Stirnkorb is a Pinellas County Dunedin High School trans-
fer that threw for over 2,000 yards last year for the Falcons. 
 “He (Stirnkorb) came in over the summer and made an im-
mediate impact on the team,” ZCA coach Mike Smith Jr. said. 
“We’re still working on the chemistry with his receivers but he’s 
ready to go.”
 You lose your stalwart running back and it’s a reset year, 
right? Maybe not. There’s no way to replace a runner like Jack-
son but the Warriors are getting someone back that they lost to 
injury a year ago. Senior Andrew Felder tore his ACL in Week 2 
of last season. He’s now gone through surgery and is complet-
ing his rehabilitation. Smith expects him to be clear for the sea-
son opener.
 “He (Felder) is going to be a big time back for us,” Smith 
said. 
 Felder won’t be alone, either. Junior Alex Cruz is a Wire-
grass	 Ranch	 transfer	 that	 bolsters	 a	 stout	 backfi	eld.	 Comple-
menting Cruz’s skill set is sophomore Javier Lopez. Lopez is 
more the short yardage, downhill runner, while Cruz is more of 
the speedy, outside option. Expect both to see the ball in 2022. 
 “Alex (Cruz) is elusive and we like his speed on the out-
side,” Smith said. “Lopez is more of our inside-the-tackles run-
ner that will give the other guys a break.”
 Smith is pretty happy with what he’s got at the receiver po-
sition. 
 “We are loaded at the skill position,” Smith said. 

	 It	starts	off		with	senior	Ethan	Allen.	Allen	didn’t	have	eye-
popping numbers from last season, just 377 yards on 21 catches 
but	look	for	Allen	to	become	the	dominant	force	on	off	ense	this	
season.
 “In my opinion, he (Allen) is the top wide receiver in the 
county	and	a	top	fi	ve	receiver	in	the	Hillsborough,	3asco,	3inel-
las area,” Smith said. 
 Smith says that Allen drew a great deal of double and tri-
ple coverages last season. He expects that teams won’t be able 
to do that as much this season with the other talented receiv-
ers on board and that Allen’s numbers should spike. Some of 
those receivers in the stable with Allen are: junior Jayden Ra-
mos and sophomore Amarri Range. Ramos, according to Smith, 
“is an elite route runner” and has great speed, hands and tech-
nique. Range runs 6-2 and is a big target for Stirnkorb. Smith 
touts	Range’s	ability	to	use	his	body	to	shield	off		defenders	and	
his range to get to the football. Other receivers Hezekiah Lang-
ley, Caleb Gaskin, Jared West and Noah Coates will factor into 
the mix as well. 
 In the trenches, look no further 
than senior Antonio Hunt. The 6-1, 
260-pound lineman is already hold-
ing	off	ers	from	FI8,	Mercer	and	oth-
er universities. He also has interest 
from	FA8,	FI8,	8CF	and	8SF.	Hunt	
will also play a little running back. 
 “He (Hunt) is tough to block,” 
Smith said. “He is a solid football 
player.”
	 On	 the	 off	ensive	 side,	 Alex	
Hambrecht and Ryan Warren are 
both Wesley Chapel transfers. Both 
have great size (6-4 and 290) and will 
line	 up	 as	 off	ensive	 tackles.	 Elijah	
Autsin and Joel Thompson will be 
the	starting	off	ensive	guards.	Austin	
is a four-year starter for the Warriors 
and Thompson squatted 650 pounds 
during summer workouts. 
 On defense, a lot of the War-
riors play both ways. Lopez is a key 
defender from the linebacker po-
sition. Sophomore Joshua Cazares 
has physicality and Smith hopes 
will help clog up the middle. Junior 
Tocarra Johnson is a transfer from 
North Marion that will play safety. 
He	fi	ts	nicely	in	ZCA’s	3-5	defensive	
scheme.
 More defensive backs Allen, 
Langley and Kahlil Brody will play 
in the defensive secondary. Smith 
likes Brody at corner and says he’s 
been doing a great job at the posi-
tion. Ramos and Jeremy Marrero 

will factor into the defensive secondary as well. 
	 The	Warriors	are	in	a	district	for	their	fi	rst	time	since	mov-
ing to 11-man football. Playing just in a region last year, the War-
riors were slotted into a Class 1 Suburban district with the likes 
of Lakeland Christian, Victory Christian and Bishop McLaugh-
lin. The Warriors went up to Jacksonville and got hammered 
by	multiple	state	champion	8niversity	Christian	for	 their	pre-
season matchup. Smith wanted them to see what it was like go-
ing against an elite team.
 “Now, they have something to work for,” Smith said.
 The good news is, the Warriors won’t have to face a pow-
erhouse like that again. Last year’s nemesis Orlando Christian 
3rep	isn’t	even	in	the	same	classifi	cation	anymore.	The	Warriors	
usually have their hands full with Victory Christian but other-
wise should dominate their schedule and even improve on last 
year’s record.

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 There could be two noteworthy records falling at Wiregrass 
Ranch this season. As a football team, the Bulls seek to extend 
their	 school	 record	of	 six	 consecutive	playoff		 berths	 to	 seven.	
Plus, at some point Mark Kantor could make history. The Wire-
grass Ranch coach is one shy of 100 career wins.
 Kantor, who has coached high school football for 30 years 
including 20 as a head coach, racked up 99 victories in stints at 
Hudson, Gaither and Wiregrass Ranch. He is the only coach in 
Bulls	history	with	a	winning	season	and	playoff		appearances.
 “It means I’ve been doing this too long,” he said jokingly, 
adding that he might coach for another 10 years.
 The late John Benedetto holds the Pasco County record with 
196 victories, all coming at Land O’ Lakes before he retired.
 “I don’t know if I’ll ever catch Benedetto,” Kantor said.
 While 100 victories is a nice number, for Kantor, it’s the 
players he has worked with that mean everything to him.
 “It’s not about the number, but the kids I’ve had the oppor-
tunity to coach; to help them grow as young men,” he said. “I’ve 
been blessed to coach guys that became great young men.”
 Players like Rocco Becht, Bryson Rodgers and Kennedy 
Nguyen all spoke highly of Kantor. Becht, the son of former 
Tampa Bay Buccaneers tight end Anthony Becht, was a two-year 
starting quarterback for the Bulls before signing with Iowa State.

 “He’s the best I’ve ever been coached by,” said Nguyen, a 
starting right guard.

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	 One year after missing the playoffs, there is optimism in the
Cypress Creek camp that a return to the postseason is imminent. 
The Coyotes enter their sixth season with just one playoff ap-
pearance.

They actually made it to the postseason twice but only 2019 
was earned since all high school football teams got a playoff
game in 2020 when that season was adversely affected by the
coronavirus pandemic.
	 Three significant changes could factor into that prospect.

“It’s a group of our players that we hold to a higher stan-
dard,” Johnson said, adding that among that groupwill be rotat-
ing captains on game nights. “At the end of the day those are the
guys that are our group leaders. On good teams, the coaches are
leaders. On great teams, the players lead.”
	 After this season, a plaque in the locker roomwill be put up
after every season to honor the leadership council members “so 
all the classes can see it,” said Johnson, who as a defensive back
at Illinois Valley Central High and later at Eureka College in Illi-
nois wishes he had something along those lines.
	 “I think they enjoy having that kind of title,” he said, add-
ing, “It can be taken away and they know it.”
	 Entrusted as the new signal-caller is Niemann, last year’s
junior varsity starter who is banking on that experience to car-
ry over. He replaces Walls, who passed for 1,917 yards and 17
touchdowns in two seasons.
	 “Jack’s got all the tools to be really good in this game,” John-
son said of Niemann, last year’s junior varsity starter.

	 For his part, Niemann, who threw for 99 yards and a touch-
down in a season-opening 20-13 win over Fivay, welcomes the
challenge: “I think I can do it.”
	 Behind Niemann on the depth chart are Zyon Davis and
Sercu.
	 As for Neimann’s targets to pass to downfield, there is Lol-
ley, a big tight end, andwide receiverMiltonGracia, a solid-two-
way player who also can line up in the secondary as a defender.
	 “Niemann is going to be blessed with some weapons,” said
Johnson, adding that Lolley is “big down the middle” and Gra-
cia “is just a pure athlete. He’s matured so much over the past
year. He just catches everything.”
	 On defense, Johnson and Hernandez lauded the play and
practices of defensive backs Askin, Logan Lugo, Jackson Zebra,
Sercu and Gracia.

Falk sparked the defense in the win over Fivay. The senior 
outside linebacker led the Coyotes with 15 tackles, including
five solos, and had two of his team’s five sacks.
	 “The kid is full-go,” Hernandez said. “He loves contact.”
	 As forAskin, Fernandez said the junior cornerback “is phys-
ical, has fantastic coverage and never
gives up on a play.”
	 Hernandez also described Lol-
ley, as a solid two-way player, who
lines up as a tight end and defensive 
lineman. In the first game, Lolley had
two receptions for 32 yards with one 
being a touchdown catch against the 
Falcons.
	 Offensively, Smith andAskin are
expected to contribute like they did 
against Fivay. Smith had three recep-
tions for 52 yards with Askin rushing
for 217 yards and two touchdowns in
that game.
