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GENESIS 

Genesis covers the 1st one third of the world’s history. It explains how the universe was created, including the 
origin of life. The list of  stories include, the six days of creation, the Garden of Eden, Adam and Eve, The Fall of 
Mankind, Cain and Abel, Noah’s Ark, the Tower of Babel, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, Jacob’s ladder, and Joseph’s 
coat of many colors among others. 

Author: There are likely 10 authors to the book of Genesis, and then Moses compiled their records. This is not a 
matter of salvation of course, but certainly makes sense to this author. They are most logically divided in the book 
by the phrase “Generations of…”. This phrase is repeated 10 times in Genesis. The divisions would fall as follows: 
 
1. The Generations of Heaven and Earth.  1:1-2:4   (Authored or dictated by God to Adam).  
2. The book of Generations of Adam.  2:4-5:1   (Authored by Adam). 
3. The Generations of Noah.   5:1-6:9  (Authored by Noah). 
4. The Generations of The Sons of Noah.  6:9-10:1  (Authored by Ham, Shem, and Japeth). 
5. The Generations of Shem.   10:1-11:10  (Authored by Shem). 
6. The Generations of Terah.   11:10-11:27  (Authored by Terah). 
7. The Generations of Isaac.    11:27-25:11  (Authored by Isaac). 
8. The Generations of Ishmael.  25:12-25:18 (Authored by Ishmael). 
9. The Generations of Jacob   25:19-37:1 (authored by Jacob). 
10. The Generations of the Sons of Jacob 37:2-Exodus 1:1 (Authored by Jacob’s sons).  

Don’t punch anyone in the nose over this, I was taught this and it makes sense to me. We know Genesis is inspired 
because Jesus treated it as such when He used it in Luke chapter 27 to support His own ministry. He cites Moses, 
and according to this theory, Moses compiled it. The 10 sections are noted in blue.

This is my take, and only my take. You don’t have to agree with this, but perhaps consider it as a possibility.  

I propose that our skin is designed to glow in God’s presence, or perhaps when we are communing with Him.  

 

Remember when Moses was in God’s presence on Mount Sinai in Exodus 34:29-35? The Israelites where 

frightened because Moses face was “shining brightly.”  Again in Luke 9,    
 

28 Now about eight days after these teachings, He took along Peter and John and James and went up on the 

mountain to pray. 29 As He was praying, the appearance of His face became different [actually transformed], and 

His clothing became white and flashing with the brilliance of lightning. 30 And behold, two men were talking with 

Him; and they were Moses and Elijah, 31 who appeared in glory, and were speaking of His departure [from 

earthly life], which He was about to bring to fulfillment at Jerusalem. 

 

The presence of our Heavenly Father made them glow with His glory. Up to the moment that Adam and Eve fell 

in the garden, I believe that they were clothed in God’s glory, when Adam ate, they lost that glow. They died 

that day spiritually.

Genesis 5 lists the genealogies from Adam to Noah. We will read only from Enoch’s rapture to Noah for brevity.

1. According to the laws of hermeneutics (the branch of knowledge that deals with interpretation, especially of the 
Bible or literary texts.) and exegesis (critical explanation or interpretation of a text, especially of scripture.) 
We get context from 4 sources, and those sources are:  

 

1. What happens before the text in question? 

2. What happens after the text in question?  

3. Cross referencing the entire body of scripture.  

4. The time period and location where the text originated. 

 

In the end of chapter 4 we have the genealogy of Cain, and in chapter 5 the genealogy of Seth. Then in chapter 6 

we have the text in question.  

I believe the sons of God are the line of Seth, and the sons of man, are the line of Cain. The sons of God, took 

wives of the daughters of men, rather than the daughters of God. They entered into mixed marriages with 

unbelievers.  

Jesus said angels do not engage in sexual relations in Matthew 22:29-30. I believe these young women were the 

ungodly descendants of Cain that were married to the sons of God, (Seth’s line). They married these women 

because their appearance was more attractive than the competition. That was more important to them than 

having Godly mothers for their kids. The result was mankind quickly became very evil and God repented that He 

made man. God sets His heart to wipe the slate clean, and calls a righteous man named Noah.

1. Innocence. Creation to the Fall of Man. (yrs.?)  

 They had paradise, a home, and a family. They had complete freedom with only 1 rule, 1 easy rule. 

2. Conscience. The Fall to The Flood.  (1656 yrs.) 

Here they were to live with a clean conscience. The dispensation included a curse on snakes, difficulty 

in child bearing and the women’s role in the home and society, a curse on nature, and the resulting 

difficulty in survival, and the promise of Christ.  

3. Human Government. (300 plus yrs.) 

Starting in Gen. Chapter 8, God promises not to destroy the Earth with a flood, Noah’s family was to 

replenish the entire Earth, they received dominion over all of creation, they could now eat meat, capital 

punishment was established, the covenant comes with the rainbow as a sign from God. 

4. Promise. (430 yrs.) 

 Abraham to Moses. 

This was sealed as a promise that God would build a great nation and prosper them. Abraham would be 

made great, God would bless his friends and curse his enemies, God would bless the whole world 

through Abraham, the sign was sealed by circumcision, covers Abraham, Isaac Jacob and the 12 tribes.  

5. Law. (1500 yrs.) 

The Mosaic covenant. It would last from Moses receiving the Law up to the beginning of John the 

Baptists ministry. 

6. Grace. (2000 yrs. And counting) 

 From Jesus ministry up to today. Ruled by the Word of God. 

7. Millennial Kingdom of Jesus Christ. (1000 yrs.) 

Jesus will reign on Earth for 1000 years and ends with the final judgement and the New Heavens and
