TEACHER:
Abraham and Lot go to the Promised Land. Now in Canaan, there was a very bad famine, so they went to Egypt.

STUDENT:

0Byt there was a famine in Canaan, and it was so bad that Abram went farther south to Egypt, to live there for a
while. **When he was about to cross the border into Egypt, he said to his wife Sarai, “You are a beautiful
woman. 2 When the Egyptians see you, they will assume that you are my wife, and so they will kill me and let you
live. *Tell them that you are my sister; then because of you they will let me live and treat me well.” **When he
crossed the border into Egypt, the Egyptians did see that his wife was beautiful. * Some of the court officials saw
her and told the king how beautiful she was; so she was taken to his palace. ' Because of her the king treated
Abram well and gave him flocks of sheep and goats, cattle, donkeys, slaves, and camels. (GNT)

STUDENT:

17But because the king had taken Sarai, the LORD sent terrible diseases on him and on the people of his
palace. ¥ Then the king sent for Abram and asked him, “What have you done to me? Why didn't you tell me that
she was your wife? *® Why did you say that she was your sister, and let me take her as my wife? Here is your wife;
take her and get out!” ?°The king gave orders to his men, so they took Abram and put him out of the country,
together with his wife and everything he owned. (GNT)

TEACHER:

This is what happens when you compromise your calling. He would not have perished in Canaan’s drought. God
promised him and his children many things. None of his children were born yet! So he moves to Egypt,
compromises his marriage, and gets kicked out of Egypt anyway. They go North out of Egypt, back to Canaan, and
because they grew so large and prosperous, they needed elbowroom so they could grow. Let’s skip through
chapter 13 and read the highlights.

STUDENT:

Abram went north out of Egypt to the southern part of Canaan with his wife and everything he owned, and Lot
went with him. 2Abram was a very rich man, with sheep, goats, and cattle, as well as silver and gold.

5Lot also had sheep, goats, and cattle, as well as his own family and servants. ° And so there was not enough
pasture land for the two of them to stay together, because they had too many animals.

8Then Abram said to Lot, “We are relatives, and your men and my men shouldn't be quarreling. °So let's separate.
Choose any part of the land you want. You go one way, and I'll go the other.” (GNT)

STUDENT:

101 ot looked around and saw that the whole Jordan Valley, all the way to Zoar, had plenty of water, like the
Garden of the Lorb or like the land of Egypt. (This was before the LoRD had destroyed the cities of Sodom and
Gomorrah.) 1*So Lot chose the whole Jordan Valley for himself and moved away toward the east. That is how the
two men parted. > Abram stayed in the land of Canaan, and Lot settled among the cities in the valley and camped
near Sodom, *whose people were wicked and sinned against the LORD. (GNT)

STUDENT:

14 After Lot had left, the LoRD said to Abram, “From where you are, look carefully in all directions. >1 am going to
give you and your descendants all the land that you see, and it will be yours forever. 61 am going to give you so
many descendants that no one will be able to count them all; it would be as easy to count all the specks of dust
on earth! ¥ Now, go and look over the whole land, because | am going to give it all to you.” ¥ So Abram moved
his camp and settled near the sacred trees of Mamre at Hebron, and there he built an altar to the LoRD. (GNT)

TEACHER:

Lot moves by Sodom and Gomorrah, and sets up camp, Abraham moves to the Promised Land and sets up an altar
to God. The land is filled with ungodly kings and peoples, and was often at war. Lot and his family are taken as
slaves along with all their possessions, and Abraham rescues them. As a result the Kings of the area, set out to
meet Abraham.

STUDENT:

17When Abram came back from his victory over Chedorlaomer and the other kings, the king of Sodom went out
to meet him in Shaveh Valley (also called King's Valley). 8 And Melchizedek, who was king of Salem and also a
priest of the Most High God, brought bread and wine to Abram, *° blessed him, and said, “May the Most High God,
who made heaven and earth, bless Abram! 2° May the Most High God, who gave you victory over your enemies,
be praised!” And Abram gave Melchizedek a tenth of all the loot he had recovered.

21 The king of Sodom said to Abram, “Keep the loot, but give me back all my people.”

22 Abram answered, “I solemnly swear before the LorD, the Most High God, Maker of heaven and earth, #that |
will not keep anything of yours, not even a thread or a sandal strap. (GNT)

TEACHER:

Who is Melchizedek? Modern scholars have hinted he may have been a theophany, (a manifestation of deity in
human form). | believe Melchizedek was Shem, the son of Noah. Shem was still alive and all contemporary, early
Chazalic literature names Melchizedek as Shem. Not doctrinal, just interesting to research.

In chapter 15 God reveals His plans for Abraham’s descendants, and His covenant with Abraham.

STUDENT:

After this, Abram had a vision and heard the LORD say to him, “Do not be afraid, Abram. | will shield you from
danger and give you a great reward.”? But Abram answered, “Sovereign LORD, what good will your reward do me,
since | have no children?.... one of my slaves will inherit my property.”

............ 4“This slave Eliezer will not inherit your property; your own son will be your heir.”.........“Look at the sky
and try to count the stars; you will have as many descendants as that.”® Abram put his trust in the Lorp, and
because of this the LORD was pleased with him and accepted him.” Then the Lorp said to him, “l am the Lorp, who
led you out of Ur in Babylonia, to give you this land as your own.”®But Abram asked, “Sovereign LorD, how can |
know that it will be mine?” (GNT)

STUDENT:

9He answered, “Bring me a cow, a goat, and a ram, each of them three years old, and a dove and a
pigeon.” 1 Abram brought the animals to God, cut them in half, and placed the halves opposite each other in two
rows; but he did not cut up the birds. ** Vultures came down on the bodies, but Abram drove them off. (GNT)

STUDENT:

12\When the sun was going down, Abram fell into a deep sleep, and fear and terror came over him. *3* The LoRD said
to him, “Your descendants will be strangers in a foreign land; they will be slaves there and will be treated cruelly
for four hundred years. **But | will punish the nation that enslaves them, and when they leave that foreign land,
they will take great wealth with them. ** You yourself will live to a ripe old age, die in peace, and be buried. °It
will be four generations before your descendants come back here, because | will not drive out the Amorites until
they become so wicked that they must be punished.” (GNT)

STUDENT:

17When the sun had set and it was dark, a smoking fire pot and a flaming torch suddenly appeared and passed
between the pieces of the animals. ¥ Then and there the LORD made a covenant with Abram. He said, “l promise
to give your descendants all this land from the border of Egypt to the Euphrates River,......” (GNT)

STUDENT:

Abram's wife Sarai had not borne him any children. But she had an Egyptian slave woman named Hagar, 2and so
she said to Abram, “The LorD has kept me from having children. Why don't you sleep with my slave? Perhaps she
can have a child for me.” Abram agreed with what Sarai said. 3So she gave Hagar to him to be his concubine. (This
happened after Abram had lived in Canaan for ten years.) * Abram had intercourse with Hagar, and she became
pregnant. When she found out that she was pregnant, she became proud and despised Sarai. (GNT)

TEACHER:
Hagar runs away because Sarai retaliates. Hagar meets an angel, and the angel sends her back.
He also prophesies over the unborn child.

STUDENT:

“1 will give you so many descendants that no one will be able to count them. ' You are going to have a son, and
you will name him Ishmael, because the LorD has heard your cry of distress. 2But your son will live like a wild
donkey; he will be against everyone, and everyone will be against him. He will live apart from all his relatives.”
........ 15Hagar bore Abram a son, and he named him Ishmael. ¢ Abram was eighty-six years old at the time. (GNT)

TEACHER:
In chapter 17 God sets the sign of the Covenant with Abram as circumcision and changes his name to Abraham.

STUDENT:
When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to him and said, “I am the Almighty God. Obey me
and always do what is right. 21 will make my covenant with you and give you many descendants.” ......... “l make

this covenant with you: | promise that you will be the ancestor of many nations. ° Your name will no longer be
Abram, but Abraham,... (GNT)

STUDENT:

51 will give you many descendants, and some of them will be kings. You will have so many descendants that they
will become nations. 7“1 will keep my promise to you and to your descendants in future generations as an
everlasting covenant. | will be your God and the God of your descendants. 21 will give to you and to your
descendants this land in which you are now a foreigner. The whole land of Canaan will belong to your descendants
forever, and | will be their God.” (GNT)

STUDENT:

9God said to Abraham, “You also must agree to keep the covenant with me, both you and your descendants in
future generations. ° You and your descendants must all agree to circumcise every male among you.”

15 God said to Abraham, “You must no longer call your wife Sarai; from now on her name is Sarah. ¢1 will bless
her, and I will give you a son by her. | will bless her, and she will become the mother of nations, and there will be
kings among her descendants.” (GNT)

STUDENT:

17 Abraham bowed down with his face touching the ground, but he began to laugh when he thought, “Can a man
have a child when he is a hundred years old? Can Sarah have a child at ninety?” ¥He asked God, “Why not let
Ishmael be my heir?”

19But God said, “No. Your wife Sarah will bear you a son and you will name him Isaac. | will keep my covenant
with him and with his descendants forever. It is an everlasting covenant..........

24 Abraham was ninety-nine years old when he was circumcised, 2> and his son Ishmael was thirteen. 2 They were
both circumcised on the same day.... (GNT)

TEACHER:

In chapter 18 the promise of a son is repeated to Abraham and Sarah, and death is promised to Sodom and
Gomorrah.

STUDENT:

The LORD appeared to Abraham at the sacred trees of Mamre. As Abraham was sitting at the entrance of his tent
during the hottest part of the day, 2he looked up and saw three men standing there. As soon as he saw them, he
ran out to meet them. Bowing down with his face touching the ground, 2 he said, “Sirs, please do not pass by my
home without stopping; | am here to serve you. *Let me bring some water for you to wash your feet; you can rest
here beneath this tree. 51 will also bring a bit of food; it will give you strength to continue your journey. You have
honored me by coming to my home, so let me serve you.” They replied, “Thank you; we accept.” (GNT)

TEACHER:

God visits with Abraham. Sarah prepares a meal, and Abraham serves them. They ask “where is Sarah?” He tells
them “in the tent.” They tell Abraham she will have a son in 9 months. Sarah hears from the tent and laughs
because she hadn’t had a cycle in quite some time. After the meal, 2 of the men go towards Sodom, because they
have heard bad things are happening there. God tarries with Abraham a bit longer. Abraham pleads for the city.
God promises that He will not destroy the twin cities if there are 10 righteous souls found.

In chapter 19 the 2 angels reach the city gates of Sodom. Lot convinces them to stay in his house, knowing that
they would not be safe on the streets. Let’s read.

STUDENT:

4 Before the guests went to bed, the men of Sodom surrounded the house. All the men of the city, both young and
old, were there. > They called out to Lot and asked, “Where are the men who came to stay with you tonight? Bring
them out to us!” The men of Sodom wanted to have sex with them.
Lot went outside and closed the door behind him. 7 He said to them, “Friends, | beg you, don't do such a wicked
thing! 2Look, | have two daughters who are still virgins. Let me bring them out to you, and you can do whatever
you want with them. But don't do anything to these men; they are guests in my house, and | must protect them.”
(GNT)

TEACHER:

What is wrong with this guy? Thoughts?

STUDENT:

9But they said, “Get out of our way, you foreigner! Who are you to tell us what to do? Out of our way, or we will
treat you worse than them.” They pushed Lot back and moved up to break down the door. '°But the two men
inside reached out, pulled Lot back into the house, and shut the door. ! Then they struck all the men outside with
blindness, so that they couldn't find the door. (GNT)

TEACHER:
And this is why we have a 2" amendment.

STUDENT:

12The two men said to Lot, “If you have anyone else here—sons, daughters, sons-in-law, or any other relatives
living in the city—get them out of here, *because we are going to destroy this place. The LorD has heard the
terrible accusations against these people and has sent us to destroy Sodom.” * Then Lot went to the men that his
daughters were going to marry, and said, “Hurry up and get out of here; the LORD is going to destroy this place.”
But they thought he was joking. (GNT)

STUDENT:

15 At dawn the angels tried to make Lot hurry. “Quick!” they said. “Take your wife and your two daughters and get
out, so that you will not lose your lives when the city is destroyed.” '° Lot hesitated. The LorD, however, had pity
on him; so the men took him, his wife, and his two daughters by the hand and led them out of the city. ” Then
one of the angels said, “Run for your lives! Don't look back and don't stop in the valley. Run to the hills, so that
you won't be killed.” (GNT)

TEACHER:

As Lot was getting ready to run, the angel says something insightful. In verse 21 he says in 2 different
translations

“l can’t do anything until you get there” (GNT)
“l cannot do anything until you reach it.” (NIV)
Despite Lot’s failures, the Lord remains faithful. You and | have no right to doubt God has given up on us.
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CH. 20

STUDENT:

B The sun was rising when Lot reached Zoar. 2* Suddenly the LoRD rained burning sulfur on the cities of Sodom and
Gomorrah ?® and destroyed them and the whole valley, along with all the people there and everything that grew
on the land. 2 But Lot's wife looked back and was turned into a pillar of salt.

27Early the next morning Abraham hurried to the place where he had stood in the presence of the Lorp. 22 He
looked down at Sodom and Gomorrah and the whole valley and saw smoke rising from the land, like smoke from
a huge furnace. 2 But when God destroyed the cities of the valley where Lot was living, he kept Abraham in mind
and allowed Lot to escape to safety. (GNT)

TEACHER:
The end of chapter 19 reveals the origin of 2 people groups we read about on occasion in the Old Testament.
The Moabites, and the Ammonites.

The Moabites fought King Saul, King David, and when Solomon married Moabite princesses, they talked him into
erecting shrines to Chemosh their god, and helped bring about his demise. There is today only 1 written document
from the entire history of this tribe that survives. It is in the Louvre in Paris, called the Moabite Stone.

The Mesha Stele, the first major epigraphic Canaanite inscription found
in the region of Palestine, the longest Iron Age inscription ever found in
the region, constitutes the major evidence for the Moabite language,
and is a "corner-stone of Semitic epigraphy", and history. The stele,
whose story parallels, with some differences, an episode in the Bible's
Books of Kings (2 Kings 3:4-28), provides invaluable information on the
Moabite language and the political relationship between Moab and
Israel at one moment in the 9th century BCE.

It is the most extensive inscription ever recovered that refers

to the kingdom of Israel (the "House of Omri"); it bears the earliest
certain extrabiblical reference to the Israelite god Yahweh.

It is also one of four known contemporary inscriptions containing the
name of Israel, the others being the Merneptah Stele, the Tel Dan Stele,

and one of the Kurkh Monoliths.

The Ammonites served Molech. They were still around 150 years after Christ and were mentioned by Justin
Martyr.

In chapter 20, Abraham moves to southern Canaan, and pulls the old “she’s my sister” thing again with his wife,
and God curses the kingdom. Abimelech talks to God, and God spares him. Let’s read what God said.

STUDENT:

3 One night God appeared to him in a dream and said, “You are going to die, because you have taken this woman;
she is already married.”

4But Abimelech had not come near her, and he said, “Lord, | am innocent! Would you destroy me and my
people? 5 Abraham himself said that she was his sister, and she said the same thing. | did this with a clear
conscience, and | have done no wrong.”

5God replied in the dream, “Yes, | know that you did it with a clear conscience; so | kept you from sinning against
me and did not let you touch her. 7 But now, give the woman back to her husband. He is a prophet, and he will
pray for you, so that you will not die. But if you do not give her back, | warn you that you are going to die, you and
all your people.” (GNT)

TEACHER:

We find at the end of the chapter that all Abimelech’s household was barren as a result of him taking Sarah, and
after he freed her, God opened their wombs. Chapter 21 starts with a baby! Isaac is born. As he grows, the tension
deepens between Sarah and Hagar, and Hagar is expelled. Ishmael grows to be a mighty hunter as God walks with
him, and marries an Egyptian woman. Let’s read some excerpts. One must consider, how the Middle East would
look today if these 2 women would have loved each other.

STUDENT:

The LorD blessed Sarah, as he had promised, 2and she became pregnant and bore a son to Abraham when he was
old. The boy was born at the time God had said he would be born. 3 Abraham named him Isaac, *and when Isaac
was eight days old, Abraham circumcised him, as God had commanded. > Abraham was a hundred years old when
Isaac was born. ®Sarah said, “God has brought me joy and laughter. Everyone who hears about it will laugh with
me 2The child grew, and on the day that he was weaned, Abraham gave a great feast. (GNT)

STUDENT:

90ne day Ishmael, whom Hagar the Egyptian had borne to Abraham, was playing with Sarah's son Isaac. '°Sarah
saw them and said to Abraham, “Send this slave and her son away. The son of this woman must not get any part
of your wealth, which my son Isaac should inherit.” 1* This troubled Abraham very much, because Ishmael also
was his son. 12But God said to Abraham, “Don't be worried about the boy and your slave Hagar. Do whatever
Sarah tells you, because it is through Isaac that you will have the descendants | have promised. **1 will also give
many children to the son of the slave woman, so that they will become a nation. He too is your son.” (GNT)

STUDENT:
14 Early the next morning Abraham gave Hagar some food and a leather bag full of water. He put the child on her
back and sent her away.

15When the water was all gone, she left the child under a bush  and sat down about a hundred yards away. She
said to herself, “l can't bear to see my child die.” While she was sitting there, she began to cry.

17 God heard the boy crying, and from heaven the angel of God spoke to Hagar, “What are you troubled about,
Hagar?

20God was with the boy as he grew up; he lived in the wilderness of Paran and became a skillful hunter. 2! His
mother got an Egyptian wife for him. (GNT)

TEACHER:

In chapter 22 God puts Abraham to the test.

STUDENT:

Some time later God tested Abraham; he called to him, “Abraham!” And Abraham answered, “Yes, here | am!”
2“Take your son,” God said, “your only son, Isaac, whom you love so much, and go to the land of Moriah. There
on a mountain that | will show you, offer him as a sacrifice to me.”

3Early the next morning Abraham cut some wood for the sacrifice, loaded his donkey, and took Isaac and two
servants with him. They started out for the place that God had told him about. *On the third day Abraham saw
the place in the distance. Then he said to the servants, “Stay here with the donkey. The boy and I will go over
there and worship, and then we will come back to you.” (GNT)

TEACHER:
In chapter 23 Sarah dies at 127 years old, and Abraham buys a burial ground. It was a beautiful testimony of
how he lived among the Hittites. We will read a few scattered verses.

3 He left the place where his wife's body was lying, went to the Hittites, and said, * “l am a foreigner living here
among you; sell me some land, so that | can bury my wife.”

5They answered, © “Listen to us, sir. We look upon you as a mighty leader; bury your wife in the best grave that
we have. Any of us would be glad to give you a grave, so that you can bury her.”

please ask Ephron son of Zohar °to sell me Machpelah Cave, which is near the edge of his field. (GNT)

STUDENT:

10Ephron himself was sitting with the other Hittites at the meeting place at the city gate; he answered in the
hearing of everyone there, ! “Listen, sir; | will give you the whole field and the cave that is in it. Here in the
presence of my own people, | will give it to you, so that you can bury your wife.”

“May | ask you, please, to listen. | will buy the whole field. Accept my payment, and | will bury my wife there.”
“Sir, land worth only four hundred pieces of silver—what is that between us? Bury your wife in it.” ® Abraham
agreed and weighed out the amount that Ephron had mentioned (GNT)

TEACHER:

Chapter 24 starts with Abraham (who is now quite old), sending his oldest servant to the land he was born in, to
find a wife from among his relatives there. The servant heads to Mesopotamia were they came from and prays
for a sign from God.

When
Rebecca saw Isaac, she got down from her camel %> and asked Abraham's servant, “Who is that man walking
toward us in the field?” “He is my master,” the servant answered. So she took her scarf and covered her face.

% The servant told Isaac everything he had done. ¢ Then Isaac brought Rebecca into the tent that his mother Sarah
had lived in, and she became his wife. Isaac loved Rebecca, and so he was comforted for the loss of his mother.
(GNT)

TEACHER:

Abraham dies at the ripe old age of 175, He had remarried in chapter 25 and had more kids, but he sent them to
the east before he died, to prevent any problems with Isaac inheriting the land of Israel. Ishmael also grows into
many nations, who all live east of Egypt. Isaac and Rebecca were married when he was 40, but they had no kids

for 20 years. They prayed and God gave them twins. Jakob and Esau. As the boys turn into men, Esau, the eldest,
sells his birthright for a bowl of stew.

Kind of a spiritual payback for tricking his brother
out of his birthright and blessing perhaps. These 2 “sister wives” had some problems of their own. Leah was loved
less than Racheal, so God gave Leah four sons. Racheal was barren for a time. Leah thought in her heart.....

They kill a goat and smear the blood on the coat of many colors and pretend he
was killed by a wild animal. Meanwhile Joseph is sold to Potiphar, a captain of the palace guard in Egypt. So life
goes on and as the years go by the other sons of Jacob mature, get married and have children and possessions of
their own. Judah has 2 sons that God kills because of the way they behaved, and Judah was supposed to give the
wife of the sons to his youngest son but sent her home a widow to her father instead.

She then tricks Judah into sleeping with her, and she gets pregnant. When everyone thinks she was prostituting,
Judah commands them to burn her alive in verse 24 of chapter 38. She then shows proof that Judah is the father.

STUDENT:

Joseph was well-built and good-looking, 7and after a while his master's wife began to desire Joseph and asked
him to go to bed with her. He refused and said to her, “Look, my master does not have to concern himself with
anything in the house, because | am here. He has put me in charge of everything he has. °| have as much authority
in this house as he has, and he has not kept back anything from me except you. How then could | do such an
immoral thing and sin against God?” 1° Although she asked Joseph day after day, he would not go to bed with her.
(GNT)

STUDENT:

11But one day when Joseph went into the house to do his work, none of the house servants was there. >She
caught him by his robe and said, “Come to bed with me.” But he escaped and ran outside, leaving his robe in her
hand. 23 When she saw that he had left his robe and had run out of the house, **she called to her house servants
and said, “Look at this! This Hebrew that my husband brought to the house is insulting us. He came into my room
and tried to rape me, but | screamed as loud as | could. > When he heard me scream, he ran outside, leaving his
robe beside me.”

Then in jail, he
performs expertly, and the guard puts him in charge, once there he interprets dreams that lead to a promotion
for a cup bearer to the king.

37The king and his officials approved this plan, 3and he said to them, “We will never find a better man than
Joseph, a man who has God's spirit in him.” 3° The king said to Joseph, “God has shown you all this, so it is obvious
that you have greater wisdom and insight than anyone else. “°| will put you in charge of my country, and all my
people will obey your orders.

He amasses wealth for the crown over the 7 fat years, and during the 7 lean years, the whole world
looked to Egypt, and Joseph was in charge. And guess who’s hungry? The very family who he dreamed about
bowing to him. Let’s read some excerpts from the very same people who sold him into slavery in the 1° place.

When Jacob learned that there was grain in Egypt, he said to his sons, “Why don't you do something? 21 hear that
there is grain in Egypt; go there and buy some to keep us from starving to death.” 3So Joseph's ten half-brothers
went to buy grain in Egypt, “but Jacob did not send Joseph's full brother Benjamin with them, because he was
afraid that something might happen to him.

They share a royal meal
inJoseph’s house, and are given assigned seats in the proper order, much to their amazement. How could he know
the order of their birth?

32 Joseph was served at one table and his brothers at another. The Egyptians who were eating there were served
separately, because they considered it beneath their dignity to eat with Hebrews. 3 The brothers had been seated
at the table, facing Joseph, in the order of their age from the oldest to the youngest. When they saw how they
had been seated, they looked at one another in amazement. 3*Food was served to them from Joseph's table, and
Benjamin was served five times as much as the rest of them. So they ate and drank with Joseph until they were
drunk. (GNT)

TEACHER:
Joseph demands they leave Benjamin with him. Judah pleads with him to take him instead, as it would kill his
father, still not realizing it was Joseph.

STUDENT:

3031 “And now, sir,” Judah continued, “if | go back to my father without the boy, as soon as he sees that the boy
is not with me, he will die. His life is wrapped up with the life of the boy, and he is so old that the sorrow we
would cause him would kill him. 32 What is more, | pledged my life to my father for the boy. | told him that if | did
not bring the boy back to him, | would bear the blame all my life. 33 And now, sir, | will stay here as your slave in
place of the boy; let him go back with his brothers.

Finally Joseph is so overcome with love he breaks down and tells them everything.

No one else was with him when Joseph told his brothers who he was. 2He cried with such loud sobs that the
Egyptians heard it, and the news was taken to the king's palace. 3Joseph said to his brothers, “l am Joseph. Is my
father still alive?” But when his brothers heard this, they were so terrified that they could not answer. *Then
Joseph said to them, “Please come closer.” They did, and he said, “l am your brother Joseph, whom you sold into
Egypt. (GNT)

5Now do not be upset or blame yourselves because you sold me here. It was really God who sent me ahead of
you to save people's lives. ¢ This is only the second year of famine in the land; there will be five more years in
which there will be neither plowing nor reaping. ?

The king finds out about the story of Joseph’s family and is very pleased. He rolls out the red carpet, and bankrolls
the whole undertaking.

25 They left Egypt and went back home to their father Jacob in Canaan. 26 “Joseph is still alive!” they told him. “He
is the ruler of all Egypt!” Jacob was stunned and could not believe them.

27But when they told him all that Joseph had said to them, and when he saw the wagons which Joseph had sent
to take him to Egypt, he recovered from the shock. 22 “My son Joseph is still alive!” he said. “This is all | could ask
for! I must go and see him before | die.” (GNT)

TEACHER:
In chapter 46 God speaks to Jacob, still reeling from the shock that Joseph is still alive.

STUDENT:

Jacob packed up all he had and went to Beersheba, where he offered sacrifices to the God of his father Isaac. 2God
spoke to him in a vision at night and called, “Jacob, Jacob!”

“Yes, here | am,” he answered.

3“1 am God, the God of your father,” he said. “Do not be afraid to go to Egypt; | will make your descendants a
great nation there. *1 will go with you to Egypt, and I will bring your descendants back to this land. Joseph will be
with you when you die.” (GNT)

TEACHER:

Jacob makes the trip and Joseph sets him up at the king’s expense. In chapter 47 the global famine begins in
earnest. Joseph uses the opportunity to buy all the land and possessions of the people in the realm, and finally
the subjects of the kingdom become the property of the throne as indentured servants.

STUDENT:

20Joseph bought all the land in Egypt for the king. Every Egyptian was forced to sell his land, because the famine
was so severe; and all the land became the king's property. 2! Joseph made slaves of the people from one end of
Egypt to the other. ?? The only land he did not buy was the land that belonged to the priests. They did not have to
sell their lands, because the king gave them an allowance to live on. 22 Joseph said to the people, “You see, | have
now bought you and your lands for the king. Here is seed for you to sow in your fields. (GNT)
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CH. 49
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STUDENT:

24 At the time of harvest you must give one-fifth to the king. You can use the rest for seed and for food for
yourselves and your families.”

5 They answered, “You have saved our lives; you have been good to us, sir, and we will be the king's slaves.” 26 So
Joseph made it a law for the land of Egypt that one-fifth of the harvest should belong to the king. This law still
remains in force today. Only the lands of the priests did not become the king's property. (GNT)

TEACHER:

Joseph promises his father that he would bury him in the land of his father, not in Egypt. As Jacob is near death,
he thanks God that he not only sees his lost son Joseph, who he thought had died, but he now sees Joseph’s sons
as well. He prays this prayer over his grandsons. Are you praying for yours?

STUDENT:
“May God, whom my fathers Abraham and Isaac served, bless these boys!
May God, who has led me to this very day, bless them!
16 May the angel, who has rescued me from all harm, bless them!
May my name and the name of my fathers Abraham and Isaac live on through these boys!
May they have many children, many descendants!” (GNT)

TEACHER:
In chapter 49 Jacob blesses the 12 tribes.

After the mourning is over and
Jacob is buried in his family tomb with Abraham, Sarah, Isaac and Rebecca, and Leah, Joseph’s brothers fear that
now Joseph will punish them for selling him into slavery. Joseph’s response is most likely the most Christian
answer given by anyone in the Old Testament.
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CH. 50 STUDENT:

‘Please forgive the crime your brothers committed when they wronged you.” Now please forgive us the wrong
that we, the servants of your father's God, have done.” Joseph cried when he received this message.

18Then his brothers themselves came and bowed down before him. “Here we are before you as your slaves,” they
said. 1° But Joseph said to them, “Don't be afraid; | can't put myself in the place of God. 2 You plotted evil against
me, but God turned it into good, in order to preserve the lives of many people who are alive today because of
what happened. ' You have nothing to fear. | will take care of you and your children.” So he reassured them with
kind words that touched their hearts. (GNT)
