TEACHER: 14 CHAPTERS 

Hosea’s ministry lasted over the time span of 7 different kings. 5 of them are mentioned in the 1st chapter. His 

prophesies were delivered just before the Northern Kingdom fell to Assyria. Judah would not fall for over 100 

years later. His ministry lasted at least 70 years, and may have lasted for 90 years, as is the Jewish tradition. During 

the time of this prophesy Israel was prosperous, and complacent. Hosea is ordered by God to marry a prostitute 

named Gomer, and He is to remain faithful to her. This is intended to visualize to a spiritually numb Israel, God’s 

relationship to Israel.

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STUDENT:

TEACHER: 

They would have 2 more kids. So far so good. It will get worse before it gets better, but God tells them He will 

redeem them.

STUDENT:  

“Call him Lo-Ammi (which means “not my people”), for you are not my people, and I am not your God.  
10 “Yet the Israelites will be like the sand on the seashore, which cannot be measured or counted. In the place 

where it was said to them, ‘You are not my people,’ they will be called ‘children of the living God.’ 11 The people 

of Judah and the people of Israel will come together; they will appoint one leader and will come up out of the 

land, for great will be the day of Jezreel. (NIV)

TEACHER: 

Chapters 2-3 captures Hosea’s marriage to his unfaithful wife with Israel relationship with God. We will read 

excerpts.

“Rebuke your mother, rebuke her,

Let her remove the adulterous look from her face 

    and the unfaithfulness from between her breasts.

Next he references her temple prostitution.

Their mother has been unfaithful 

    and has conceived them in disgrace.

6 Therefore I will block her path with thornbushes; 

    I will wall her in so that she cannot find her way. (NIV)

7 She will chase after her lovers but not catch them;  

    she will look for them but not find them. 

Then she will say,

who lavished on her the silver and gold— 

    which they used for Baal. (NIV)

Then God parallels her with Israel.

I will take back my wool and my linen, 

    intended to cover her naked body. 
10 So now I will expose her lewdness 

    before the eyes of her lovers; 

    no one will take her out of my hands. 
11 I will stop all her celebrations: 

    her yearly festivals, her New Moons, 

    her Sabbath days—all her appointed festivals. 
12 I will ruin her vines and her fig trees, 

    which she said were her pay from her lovers; 

I will make them a thicket, 

    and wild animals will devour them. 
13 I will punish her for the days 

    she burned incense to the Baals; 

she decked herself with rings and jewelry, 

    and went after her lovers, 

    but me she forgot,” 

declares the LORD. (NIV)

TEACHER: 

The reunion of God and Israel.

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STUDENT: 

“In that day I will respond,” 

    declares the LORD— 

“I will respond to the skies, 

    and they will respond to the earth; 
22 and the earth will respond to the grain, 

    the new wine and the olive oil, 

    and they will respond to Jezreel. 
23 I will plant her for myself in the land; 

    I will show my love to the one I called ‘Not my loved one.’ 

I will say to those called ‘Not my people,’ ‘You are my people’; 

    and they will say, ‘You are my God.’” (NIV)

TEACHER: 

God commands Hosea to reconcile with Gomer, and He buys her back. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

The LORD said to me, “Go, show your love to your wife again, though she is loved by another man and is an 

adulteress. Love her as the LORD loves the Israelites, though they turn to other gods and love the sacred raisin 

cakes.” 

2 So I bought her for fifteen shekels of silver and about a homer and a lethek of barley. 3 Then I told her, “You are 

to live with me many days; you must not be a prostitute or be intimate with any man, and I will behave the same 

way toward you.” 

4 For the Israelites will live many days without king or prince, without sacrifice or sacred stones, without ephod or 

household gods. 5 Afterward the Israelites will return and seek the LORD their God and David their king. They will 

come trembling to the LORD and to his blessings in the last days. (NIV)

TEACHER: 

After Hosea buys back his wife, God charges Israel. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

Hear the word of the LORD, you Israelites, 

    because the LORD has a charge to bring 

    against you who live in the land: 

“There is no faithfulness, no love, 

    no acknowledgment of God in the land. 
2 There is only cursing lying and murder, 

    stealing and adultery; 

they break all bounds, and bloodshed follows bloodshed.  
6     my people are destroyed from lack of knowledge. (NIV)

TEACHER: 

The punishment for their sin is passed onto their children, and God will allow them to drown in that sin.

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STUDENT:  

“I will not punish your daughters 

    when they turn to prostitution, 

nor your daughters-in-law 

    when they commit adultery, 

because the men themselves consort with harlots 

    and sacrifice with shrine prostitutes— 

    a people without understanding will come to ruin! 
15 “Though you, Israel, commit adultery, 

    do not let Judah become guilty. 

And do not swear, ‘As surely as the LORD lives!’ 
16 The Israelites are stubborn, 

    like a stubborn heifer. 

How then can the LORD pasture them 

    like lambs in a meadow? 
17 Ephraim is joined to idols; 

    leave him alone! 
18 Even when their drinks are gone, 

    they continue their prostitution; 

    their rulers dearly love shameful ways. 
19 A whirlwind will sweep them away, 

    and their sacrifices will bring them shame. (NIV)

TEACHER: 

As we read the continuing judgement on the northern tribes, be advised that Ephraim was the largest of the 12 

tribes, and the northern tribes are often called Ephraim, just as in the lower kingdom is often called Judah, 

whereas it is actually the 2 tribes of Judah and Benjamin. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

“Hear this, you priests! 

    Pay attention, you Israelites! 

Listen, royal house! 

    This judgment is against you: 

You have been a snare at Mizpah, a net spread out on Tabor. 
2 The rebels are knee-deep in slaughter. 

    I will discipline all of them. 
3 I know all about Ephraim; Israel is not hidden from me. 

Ephraim, you have now turned to prostitution; Israel is corrupt. 
4 “Their deeds do not permit them to return to their God. 

A spirit of prostitution is in their heart; 

    they do not acknowledge the LORD. 
5 Israel’s arrogance testifies against them; 

    the Israelites, even Ephraim, stumble in their sin; 

    Judah also stumbles with them. (NIV)
