TEACHER: 31 CHAPTERS 

The book of Proverbs was written primarily by King Solomon. Solomon was the 2nd child of King David and 

Bathsheba. He was the Great grandson of Ruth. Solomon was the wisest man that ever lived. As we studied in 1 

Kings chapter 3, Solomon asks God for wisdom. God is pleased because most people would have asked for power 

or wealth, fame or other temporal concerns. God replies to his request “Since you have asked for this and not for 

long life or wealth for yourself, nor have asked for the death of your enemies but for discernment in administering 

justice, I will do what you have asked. I will give you a wise and discerning heart, so that there will never have 

“Seek His will in all you do, 

    and He will show you which path to take.” 

Proverbs 3:6

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been anyone like you, nor will there ever be.” God continues by granting him wealth and honor as well. He was 

not only the smartest man in the world, but the smartest that ever was, or will be. He was, and still is the smartest 

man ever. You must note, that God accomplishes this not by increasing his I.Q. He accomplished this by giving him 

a wise and discerning heart. Think about that for a second. The heart plays the greater role in wisdom. In 1st Kings 

4 the testimony of Solomon’s wisdom is, “And God gave Solomon wisdom, exceedingly deep insight, and 

understanding beyond measure, like the sand on the seashore. Solomon’s wisdom was greater than that of all the 

men of the East, greater than all the wisdom of Egypt. He was wiser than all men—wiser than Ethan the Ezrahite, 

and wiser than Heman, Calcol, and Darda, the sons of Mahol. And his fame spread throughout the surrounding 

nations….” 31 Chapters, let’s dive in.

STUDENT: 

The Proverbs of Solomon the son of David, king of Israel: 
2 to know wisdom and instruction; to perceive the words of understanding; 
3 to receive the instruction of wisdom, justice, judgment, and equity; 
4 to give subtlety to the simple, and to the young man knowledge and discretion. 
5 A wise man will hear and will increase learning, and a man of understanding shall attain unto wise counsel 
6 to understand a proverb and the interpretation, the words of the wise and their dark sayings. 
7 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and instruction. (KJ21 21st Century

TEACHER: 

In sales we discuss a technique known as F.B.I. Describe the Features, Benefits and Impacts of an object you are 

selling, or an idea you would like to spread. Solomon closely follows this in the 1st few lines of Proverbs. The 

features are “proverbs on wisdom, instruction, and understanding.” The benefit is to “receive instruction on 

wisdom, justice, judgement and equality.” The impact “for the simple is subtlety, a young person knowledge and 

discretion, and make the wise man wiser so he can then counsel others.” All these attributes, for all these 

categories of people begin with “The fear of the Lord” The fool will not benefit, in fact the fool will despise it.  

Solomon starts his instruction with his son. He points out the 1st source for people to learn. Their parents.

8 My son, hear the instruction of thy father, and forsake  

not the law of thy mother; 
9 for they shall be an ornament of grace unto thy head,  

and chains about thy neck. 
10 My son, if sinners entice thee, consent thou not. (KJ21)

TEACHER: 

Down to verse 22 the Lord laments, through Solomon,  

the reprobate that will not listen.

STUDENT:  
22 “How long, ye simple ones, will ye love to be simple,  

and the scorners delight in their scorning, and fools hate knowledge? 
23 Turn you at my reproof: Behold, I will pour out my spirit unto you; I will make known my words unto you. 
24 “Because I have called and ye refused, I have stretched out my hand and no man heeded,

TEACHER: 

Perhaps knowing that his own son Rehoboam is going to lose the kingdom, King Solomon pleads with him. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

My child, learn what I teach you and never forget what I tell you to do. 2 Listen to what is wise and try to 

understand it. 3 Yes, beg for knowledge; plead for insight. 4 Look for it as hard as you would for silver or some 

hidden treasure. 5 If you do, you will know what it means to fear the LORD and you will succeed in learning about 

God. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

He continues by repeating the source of all wisdom. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
6 It is the LORD who gives wisdom; from him come knowledge and understanding. 7 He provides help and 

protection for those who are righteous and honest. 8 He protects those who treat others fairly, and guards those 

who are devoted to him. 
9 If you listen to me, you will know what is right, just, and fair. You will know what you should do. 10 You will 

become wise, and your knowledge will give you pleasure. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

He is trying to convince him that he isn’t trying to keep him from having fun, he’s telling him that pleasure 

comes from the knowledge of God. This knowledge will protect him from falling into some common traps. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

They will keep you away from people who stir up trouble by what they say— 13 those who have abandoned a 

righteous life to live in the darkness of sin…….16 You will be able to resist any immoral woman who tries to 

seduce you with her smooth talk, 17 who is faithless to her own husband and forgets her sacred vows.  
18 If you go to her house, you are traveling the road to death……..19 No one who visits her ever comes back.  

He never returns to the road to life. (GNT)

TEACHER: 

Now comes the 1st real lesson on wisdom. We will read it edited as a list with my own headings, to help us keep 

track and remember it.

STUDENT: 3rd Tithes and offerings. 

 
9 Honor the Lord with your possessions, And with the firstfruits of all your increase;

STUDENT: 4th submit to God’s correction, correction is a sign He loves you. 
 

11 My son, do not despise the chastening of the LORD, Nor detest His correction; 
12 For whom the LORD loves He corrects, Just as a father the son in whom he delights. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 5th help whenever you can. 
 

27 Do not withhold good from those to whom it is due, when it is in the power of your hand to do so. 
28 Do not say to your neighbor, “Go, and come back, and tomorrow I will give it,” When you have it with you. 

(GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 6th don’t plan evil against someone. 
 

29 Do not devise evil against your neighbor, for he dwells by you for safety’s sake. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 7th don’t get in stupid arguments.  
 

30 Do not strive with a man without cause, if he has done you no harm. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 8th do not envy someone who oppresses someone. He will get what’s coming to him. 
 

31 Do not envy the oppressor, and choose none of his ways; 32 For the perverse person is an abomination to 

the LORD, But His secret counsel is with the upright. 
33 The curse of the LORD is on the house of the wicked…….. 
35 The wise shall inherit glory, but shame shall be the legacy of fools. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

In chapter 4 Solomon encourages the reader to get knowledge and understanding. To seek wisdom. This is a 

refrain we see almost everywhere in the Bible. But we see in chapter 4 that it must be combined with discretion.  

============================================================================================= 

CH. 3 
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STUDENT: 
14 Do not enter the path of the wicked, And do not walk in the way of evil. 
15 Avoid it, do not travel on it; Turn away from it and pass on. 
16 For they do not sleep unless they have done evil;…….. 
18 But the path of the just is like the shining sun, That shines ever brighter unto the perfect day. 
19 The way of the wicked is like darkness; They do not know what makes them stumble. 
20 My son, give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. 
21 Do not let them depart from your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your heart; 
22 For they are life to those who find them, And health to all their flesh. 
23 Keep your heart with all diligence, For out of it spring the issues of life. (NKJV) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

How do we do this? How do we stay focused? By self-control. And we start with our mouth. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
24 Put away from you a deceitful mouth, And put perverse lips far from you. 
25 Let your eyes look straight ahead, And your eyelids look right before you. 
26 Ponder the path of your feet, And let all your ways be established. 
27 Do not turn to the right or the left; Remove your foot from evil. (NKJV)

TEACHER: 

Chapter 5 draws our attention to the reason for our need to have discretion. Lust. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

My son, attend unto my wisdom and bow thine ear to my understanding, 
2 that thou mayest have regard for discretion, and that thy lips may keep knowledge. 
3 For the lips of a strange woman drip as a honeycomb, and her mouth is smoother than oil; 
4 but her end is as bitter as wormwood, sharp as a two-edged sword. 
5 Her feet go down to death; her steps take hold on hell. (KJ21) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

The purpose of this instruction, we will see, is to prevent regrets. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

 7 Hear me now therefore, O ye children, and depart not from the words of my mouth. 
8 Remove thy way far from her, and come not nigh the door of her house, 
9 lest thou give thine honor unto others, and thy years unto the cruel, 
10 lest strangers be filled with thy wealth and thy labors be in the house of a stranger, 
11 and thou mourn at the last when thy flesh and thy body are consumed, 
12 and thou sayest, “How have I hated instruction and my heart despised reproof; (KJ21) 

============================================================================================= 

Teacher: 

The end of chapter 5 holds the same instruction regarding liability as James 1. “13 Let no man say when he is 

tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth He any man. 

CH. 5 

CH. 4 
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14 But every man is tempted when he is drawn away by his own lust and enticed.” 15 Then when lust hath 

conceived, it bringeth forth sin; and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. 16 Do not err, my beloved 

brethren. (KJ21) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT:  
20 And why wilt thou, my son, be ravished with a strange woman,  

and embrace the bosom of a stranger? 
21 For the ways of man are before the eyes of the LORD,  

and He pondereth all his doings. 
22 His own iniquities shall entrap the wicked himself,  

and he shall be held by the cords of his sins. 
23 He shall die without instruction,  

and in the greatness of his folly shall he go astray. (KJ21) 

============================================================ 

TEACHER: 

Jesus said it this way, “You shall reap what you sow.” 

Chapter 6 starts with a warning not to co-sign a loan. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

My child, have you promised to be responsible for someone else's debts? 2 Have you been caught by your own 

words, trapped by your own promises? 3 Well then, my child, you are in that person's power, but this is how to 

get out of it: hurry to him, and beg him to release you. 4 Don't let yourself go to sleep or even stop to rest. 5 Get 

out of the trap like a bird or a deer escaping from a hunter. (GNT) 

=============================================================================================  

TEACHER: 

As we dive deeper into Proverbs, we have already learned to  

1. seek instruction in the things of God,  

2. to be sexually pure,  

3. not to run with, or associate with foolish and/or violent persons, 

4. not to argue with divisive people. Now we see some of the warnings coming to a head. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT:  
6 Lazy people should learn a lesson from the way ants live. 7 They have no leader, chief, or ruler, 8 but they store 

up their food during the summer, getting ready for winter. 9 How long is the lazy man going to lie around? When 

is he ever going to get up? 10 “I'll just take a short nap,” he says; “I'll fold my hands and rest a while.” 11 But while 

he sleeps, poverty will attack him like an armed robber. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

We add to the last list laziness, and next liars. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
12 Worthless, wicked people go around telling lies. 13 They wink and make gestures to deceive you, 14 all the while 

planning evil in their perverted minds, stirring up trouble everywhere. 15 Because of this, disaster will strike 

them without warning, and they will be fatally wounded. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

CH. 6 
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TEACHER: 

“Fatally wounded” Fatally meaning as you know, ending in death. A fatal wound. From lies. Starting with verse 

16 God draws a line in the sand so to speak, where His patience has its limits. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT 
16-19 There are seven things that the LORD hates and cannot tolerate: 

1. A proud look, 

2. A lying tongue, 

3. Hands that kill innocent people, 

4. A mind that thinks up wicked plans, 

5. Feet that hurry off to do evil, 

6. A witness who tells one lie after another, 

7. And someone who stirs up trouble among friends. (GNT edited into a list by the Author) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

Study that list. The looks, the words, the hands, the mind, the feet, the heart, the intent. The church must stop 

comparing itself to the world when we are self-assessing our lives, and legacies. We must start comparing 

ourselves to Christ. The idea of all this instruction is the preservation of our testimony, as we will see in the next 

segment. In the next segment God says “it will cost him everything.” 

============================================================================================= 

“Stop comparing yourself to the world, compare yourself to Christ. He is the standard.” DH 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
20 Son, do what your father tells you and never forget what your mother taught you. 21 Keep their words with 

you always, locked in your heart. 22 Their teaching will lead you when you travel, protect you at night, and advise 

you during the day. 23 Their instructions are a shining light; their correction can teach you how to live. 24 It can 

keep you away from bad women, from the seductive words of other men's wives. 25 Don't be tempted by their 

beauty; don't be trapped by their flirting eyes. 26 A man can hire a prostitute for the price of a loaf of bread, but 

adultery will cost him all he has. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

God next shows us how adultery is a much more serious sin than the others. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
27 Can you carry fire against your chest without burning your clothes? 28 Can you walk on hot coals without 

burning your feet? 29 It is just as dangerous to sleep with another man's wife. Whoever does it will 

suffer. 30 People don't despise a thief if he steals food when he is hungry; 31 yet if he is caught, he must pay back 

seven times more—he must give up everything he has. 32 But a man who commits adultery doesn't have any 

sense. He is just destroying himself. 33 He will be dishonored and beaten up; he will be permanently 

disgraced. 34 A husband is never angrier than when he is jealous; his revenge knows no limits. 35 He will not 

accept any payment; no amount of gifts will satisfy his anger. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 
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TEACHER: 

It’s almost amusing as Solomon teaches sexual purity, when he himself had 1,000 wives. It was needed, and 

affected his own life greatly. He was the product of a marriage that began in adultery. His own marriages 

although legal according to the king’s laws, where not legal according to Levitical law. He married foreign 

women, against God’s law, and they turned his heart away from following the Lord. He is hoping that his son 

will not be so easily seduced. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
6 Once I was looking out the window of my house, 7 and I saw many inexperienced young men, but noticed one 

foolish fellow in particular. 8 He was walking along the street near the corner where a certain woman lived. He 

was passing near her house 9 in the evening after it was dark. 10 And then she met him; she was dressed like a 

prostitute and was making plans. 11 She was a bold and shameless woman who always walked the streets 12 or 

stood waiting at a corner, sometimes in the streets, sometimes in the marketplace. 13 She threw her arms 

around the young man, kissed him, looked him straight in the eye, and said, 14 “I made my offerings today and 

have the meat from the sacrifices. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
15 So I came out looking for you. I wanted to find you, and here you are! 16 I've covered my bed with sheets of 

colored linen from Egypt. 17 I've perfumed it with myrrh, aloes, and cinnamon. 18 Come on! Let's make love all 

night long. We'll be happy in each other's arms. 19 My husband isn't at home. He's on a long trip. 20 He took 

plenty of money with him and won't be back for two weeks.” 21 So she tempted him with her charms, and he 

gave in to her smooth talk. 22 Suddenly he was going with her like an ox on the way to be slaughtered, like a deer 

prancing into a trap 23 where an arrow would pierce its heart. He was like a bird going into a net—he did not 

know that his life was in danger. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

Closing his story, he makes a sharp point. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT:  
24 Now then, sons, listen to me. Pay attention to what I say. 25 Do not let such a woman win your heart; don't go 

wandering after her. 26 She has been the ruin of many men and caused the death of too many to count. 27 If you 

go to her house, you are on the way to the world of the dead. It is a shortcut to death. (GNT) 

=============================================================================================      

TEACHER: 

I’m thinking about Samson. Can you think of any others? Chapter 8 is a song lauding the attributes of wisdom. 

It’s value, its complexity, its simplicity, its benefits. Also the cost of ignoring it. Speak out after every segment if 

you have anything to add. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

Listen! Wisdom is calling out. Reason is making herself heard. 2 On the hilltops near the road and at the 

crossroads she stands. 3 At the entrance to the city, beside the gates, she calls: 4 “I appeal to all of you; I call to 

everyone on earth. 5 Are you immature? Learn to be mature. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

 

 

CH. 7 

CH. 8 
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STUDENT: 

Are you foolish? Learn to have sense. 6 Listen to my excellent words; 

all I tell you is right. 7 What I say is the truth; lies are hateful to me. 
8 Everything I say is true; nothing is false or misleading. 
9 To those with insight, it is all clear; to the well-informed, it is all plain. 
10 Choose my instruction instead of silver; Choose knowledge rather than the finest gold. 
11 “I am Wisdom, I am better than jewels; nothing you want can compare with me. 
12 I am Wisdom, and I have insight; I have knowledge and sound judgment. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
13 To honor the LORD is to hate evil; I hate pride and arrogance, 

evil ways and false words. 14 I make plans and carry them out. 

I have understanding, and I am strong. 15 I help kings to govern and rulers to make good laws. 
16 Every ruler on earth governs with my help, officials and nobles alike. 
17 I love those who love me; whoever looks for me can find me. 
18 I have riches and honor to give, prosperity and success. 
19 What you get from me is better than the finest gold, better than the purest silver. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
20 I walk the way of righteousness; I follow the paths of justice, 
21 giving wealth to those who love me, filling their houses with treasures. 
22 “The LORD created me first of all, the first of his works, long ago. 
23 I was made in the very beginning, at the first, before the world began. 
24 I was born before the oceans, when there were no springs of water. 
25 I was born before the mountains, before the hills were set in place, (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
26 before God made the earth and its fields or even the first handful of soil. 
27 I was there when he set the sky in place, when he stretched the horizon across the ocean, 
28 when he placed the clouds in the sky, when he opened the springs of the ocean 
29 and ordered the waters of the sea to rise no further than he said. 

I was there when he laid the earth's foundations. 
30 I was beside him like an architect, I was his daily source of joy, always happy in his presence 31 happy with the 

world and pleased with the human race. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
32 “Now, young people, listen to me. Do as I say, and you will be happy. 
33 Listen to what you are taught. Be wise; do not neglect it. 
34 Those who listen to me will be happy those who stay at my door every day,  

waiting at the entrance to my home. 
35 Those who find me find life, and the LORD will be pleased with them. 
36 Those who do not find me hurt themselves; anyone who hates me loves death.” (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 
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TEACHER: 

Chapter 9 talks of the futility of correcting fools. Wisdom prepares and raises standards for itself, and spreads 

where desired. Conceitedness rejects wisdom. We are instructed to ignore and not engage ignorant people. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 

Wisdom has built her house and made seven columns for it. 2 She has had an animal killed for a feast, mixed 

spices in the wine, and set the table. 3 She has sent her servant women to call out from the highest place in 

town: 4 “Come in, ignorant people!” And to the foolish she says, 5 “Come, eat my food and drink the wine that I 

have mixed. 6 Leave the company of ignorant people, and live. Follow the way of knowledge.” (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

Next we have the admonition to ignore the foolish. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
7 If you correct conceited people, you will only be insulted. If you reprimand evil people, you will only get 

hurt. 8 Never correct conceited people; they will hate you for it. But if you correct the wise, they will respect 

you. 9 Anything you say to the wise will make them wiser. Whatever you tell the righteous will add to their 

knowledge. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

In verse 10 once again we see the initial quality required for faith. Reverence for the Lord. If you have Him, you 

have wisdom. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
10 To be wise you must first have reverence for the LORD. If you know the Holy One, you have 

understanding. 11 Wisdom will add years to your life. 12 You are the one who will profit if you have wisdom, and 

if you reject it, you are the one who will suffer. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

We end the chapter with the attributes of stupidity, and its end result. 

============================================================================================= 

STUDENT: 
13 Stupidity is like a loud, ignorant, shameless woman. 14 She sits at the door of her house or on a seat in the 

highest part of town, 15 and calls out to people passing by, who are minding their own business: 16 “Come in, 

ignorant people!” To the foolish she says, 17 “Stolen water is sweeter. Stolen bread tastes better.” 18 Her victims 

do not know that the people die who go to her house, that those who have already entered are now deep in the 

world of the dead. (GNT) 

============================================================================================= 

TEACHER: 

Chapter 10 holds 32 different proverbs. Let’s each read one, in rapid succession, each of us taking 1.

CH. 9 
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STUDENTs taking turns reading 1 proverb each: 
1Wise children make their fathers proud of them; foolish ones bring their mothers grief. 
 

2 Wealth you get by dishonesty will do you no good, but honesty can save your life. 
 

3 The LORD will not let good people go hungry, but he will keep the wicked from getting what they want. 
 

4 Being lazy will make you poor, but hard work will make you rich. 5 A sensible person gathers the crops when 

they are ready; it is a disgrace to sleep through the time of harvest. 
 

6 Good people will receive blessings. The words of the wicked hide a violent nature. 
 

7 Good people will be remembered as a blessing, but the wicked will soon be forgotten. 
 

8 Sensible people accept good advice. People who talk foolishly will come to ruin. 
 

9 Honest people are safe and secure, but the dishonest will be caught.

Proverbs chapter 25 lists Solomon’s proverbs re-copied by servants of Hezekiah during his reign in Judah 

sometime from 715-686 BC. They were kept separate until this time, and connected along with the 30 wise 

sayings we just read, and the rest of the Book of Proverbs.

2 We honor God for the things he keeps secret. But we honor kings for the things they can discover. 
3 We cannot discover how high the sky is above us or how deep the earth is below. The same is true with the 

minds of kings. We cannot understand them. 
4 Remove the worthless things from silver to make it pure, and a worker can make something beautiful. 5 Take 

the evil advisors away from a king, and goodness will make his kingdom strong. (ERV)

STUDENT: 
11 Saying the right thing at the right time is like a golden apple in a silver setting. 12 Wise advice to a listening ear 

is like gold earrings or fine jewelry. 15 With patience, you can make anyone change their thinking, even a ruler. 

Gentle speech is very powerful. 
16 Honey is good, but don’t eat too much of it, or you will be sick. 17 And don’t visit your neighbors’ homes too 

often, or they will begin to hate you. 21 If your enemies are hungry, give them something to eat. If they are 

thirsty, give them some water. 22 This will make them feel the burning pain of shame,[b] and the LORD will reward 

you for being good to them.

If you answer them, then you, 

too, will look like a fool. If you don’t answer them, they will think they are smart. 6 Never let a fool carry your 

message. If you do, it will be like cutting off your own feet. You are only asking for trouble. 7 A fool trying to say 

something wise is like a crippled person trying to walk. (ERV)

STUDENT: 
9 A fool trying to say something wise is like a drunk trying to pick a thorn out of his hand. 
10 Hiring a fool or a stranger who is just passing by is dangerous—you don’t know who might get hurt. 
11 Like a dog that returns to its vomit, a fool does the same foolish things again and again. 
12 People who think they are wise when they are not are worse than fools. 16 Lazy people think they are seven 

times smarter than the people who really have good sense. (ERV)

17 To step between two people arguing is as foolish as going out into the street and grabbing a stray dog by the 

ears. 18-19 Anyone who would trick someone and then say, “I was only joking” is like a fool who shoots flaming 

arrows into the air and accidentally kills someone.

In the same way, people who take care of 

their masters will be rewarded. 19 Just as you can see your own face reflected in water, so your heart reflects the 

kind of person you are.

Since there is no historic person/king named Lemuel, it is assumed perhaps that Solomon used a pseudonym so 

the works would be saved. Solomon’s mother was Bathsheba, who had an affair with King David, resulting in the 

death of her husband Uriah the Hittite. Uriah was a most honorable warrior for King David, and a national hero 

who owned a home near the castle. Bathsheba’s silence in scripture may have been due to the circumstances that 

brought her to the throne. She probably wasn’t very popular. The pseudonym would protect the lesson that 

Solomon wanted shared.

STUDENT: 

These are the wise sayings that King Lemuel’s mother taught him: 
2 I prayed for a son, and you are the son I gave birth to. 3 Don’t waste your strength on women. Women destroy 

kings, so don’t waste yourself on them. 4 Lemuel, it is not wise for kings to drink wine. It is not wise for rulers to 

want beer. (ERV)

STUDENT: 
5 They may drink too much and forget what the law says. Then they might take away the rights of the 

poor. 6 Give beer to people without hope. Give wine to those who are in trouble. 7 Let them drink to forget their 

troubles. Let them forget they are poor. 8 Speak up for people who cannot speak for themselves. Help people 

who are in trouble. 9 Stand up for what you know is right, and judge all people fairly. Protect the rights of the 

poor and those who need help. (ERV)
