AGENDA ITEM # 1 – CALL TO ORDER:
The meeting was held in the Heber-Overgaard Fire Station conference room, 2061 Lumber Valley Rd., Overgaard, Navajo County, AZ 85933, and was called to order by Hal Hall at 6:00pm.
AGENDA ITEM # 2 – PLEDGE:
Pledge was recited.
AGENDA ITEM # 3 – ROLL CALL:
Those in attendance were: Hal Hall, Joe Riccardi, Steve Grumkoski, Ferron Halter (telephonically) & Paula Hunt. Tania Rush was not in attendance.
AGENDA ITEM # 8 – HOCRN & ENCORE DUMPING AT THE COMPACTOR:

Amy Martin from HOCRN was present to ask the Board if they could continue dumping at the compactor for free since they were a 501(c)(3). They had presented a letter from a previous Board from 2019 that had given them permission. Steve Grumkoski proposed that  we give $1,500.00 per year, with 3 cards that they could show at the compactor to allow them to continue dumping from Sept 1 2024 through August 31, 2025. Joe Riccardi seconded the motion.  The motion was passed.  Paula was asked to reach out to Encore so that they could get on next month’s agenda to make arrangements with the Board for the same consideration.  Joe Riccardi made a motion that we invalidate the letter from the previous Board, Steve Grumkoski seconded the motion, the motion was passed.
AGENDA ITEM # 4 – APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE BOARD MEETING ON AUGUST 13, 2024:
Steve Grumkoski made a motion to accept the minutes as presented, Joe Ricarrdi seconded the motion. The motion was passed. 
AGENDA ITEM # 6 CHARGING NON-RESIDENTS WHO DUMP TRASH AT THE COMPACTOR:
Steve Grumkoski contacted Jason Moore from Navajo County Attorney’s office and he said he could only comment unofficially and that if we needed legal advice we would have to talk to our own attorney.  He did point to a couple of statutes.  He said that in order to start charging non residents that we would have to put a notice out 20 – 30 days in advance stating the date and time of the meeting of which this issue would be discussed and also publish the fees for non residents.  This would be for people who do not live within the sanitary district boundaries, no fees would be changed for residents of the District.  This Item will be put on the agenda for next month.
Ray Davis also brought up a concern that there is not a phone number for anyone to call if they have questions or concerns regarding the compactor. The Google listing for the compactor will still be under the Heber Overgaard Sanitary District, but the phone number that will be provided will be to a Blue Hills office number.

AGENDA ITEM # 7 – DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING HOW OWNERSHIP OF THE COMPACTOR SHOULD BE LISTED ON INTERNET SITES:
Steve Grumkoski made the Board aware that if you do a Google search of the Heber Overgaard Sanitary District, it still brings up Waste Management. Some of the information is wrong and so we need to reach out to Waste Management and get this corrected.  The Board asked Paula to reach out to Waste Management to see if we can get this problem resolved.
