“Kokua” means “to help” in Hawaiian. Utah 
Polynesian Days will use this year's event to 
literally “Kokua for Maui” and endeavor to 
raise cash donations for our Maui ohana.  

The funds will be delivered to the 
Community Foundation of Hawaii, which is 
recommended by Hawaii’s Governor and 
actor Jason Mamoa. CFH have established 
and operate the Maui Strong Fund on the 
ground in Maui.

Funds will also be allocated to families for 
immediate assistance as well as a transitional 
housing and shelter development and a 
workforce training center for displaced local 
workers.
