Pastor’s Notes

In today’s Gospel, there are two important messages that
Jesus wants us to learn and understand fully.

“If you love me, you will keep my commandments.”

Here, Jesus tells us that love is more than a feeling. It is
not enough to utter the words “llove you". For true love
requires action - the commitment to constantly and
consistently show it even whenit is hard or inconvenient.
A few weeks ago, we commemorated how Jesus gave the
ultimate act of love , sacrificing His own life so we canlive.
While He did not require all of us to do the same, He
reminds us that being true to his commandments is more
than enough for Him.

“And I will ask the Father , and he will give you another
Advocate to be with you always. ..... I will not leave you
orphans; I will come to you.”

As a God who experienced how it it like to be a human, He
knew our frailty. That is why He promised the coming of
the Advocate, the Holy Spirit who will guide and
strengthen us as we try to follow His commandments. By
doing so, He made sure that we are not on our own.
