Pastor’s Notes

Today, as we celebrate the Feast of the Divine
Mercy, I would like to share some frequently
asked questions regarding this devotion.

What exactly is Divine Mercy?

Divine Mercy is Jesus' message to us that His
Love and Forgiveness is greater than our sins.
All He asks is that we trust in Him, ask for and
accept His Mercy, and then let Mercy work
through us to help others. He also wants us to be
merciful, loving, compassionate, and forgiving to
others.

What is the Divine Mercy Novena and Divine
Mercy Sunday?

According to Saint Faustina's diary, Jesus asked
that the first Sunday after Easter be designated
as the "Feast of Divine Mercy". He promised that
on this day His Mercy would be overflowing to
those who would ask for it. On Sunday, April 30,
2000, Pope John Paul II declared that the Sunday
after Easter officially be known as "Divine Mercy
Sunday.”

Jesus also requested a Divine Mercy Novena to
begin on Good Friday in preparation for the
Feast of Divine Mercy. Jesus asked that each day
of the novena focus on a special intention.

The different souls prayed for on each day of the
novena are:

DAY 1 - All mankind, especially sinners

DAY 2 - The souls of priests and religious

DAY 3 - All devout and faithful souls

DAY 4 - Those who do not believe in Jesus and
those who do not yet know Him

DAY 5 - The souls of separated brethren

DAY 6 - The meek and humble souls and the
souls of children

DAY 7 - The souls who especially venerate and
glorify Jesus' mercy

DAY 8 - The souls who are detained in purgatory;
and

DAY 9 - The souls who have become lukewarm.
