 The Gospel of 20th Sunday reminds me of the saying 
“the same sun that melts the wax, hardens the clay” 
(Origen) 
 We may find a quite intriguing and confusing Gospel 
this Sunday. Is Jesus not the King of Peace? Did he not teach 
forgiveness and reconciliation?. Then how come He  speaks of 
setting the earth on fire, and bringing division and opposition 
among family members? 
 
 Jesus’ proclamation of the Kingdom of heaven is a 
moment of decision for those who hear it.  They either wel-
come it or reject it. No one is allowed to be a fence-sitter or 
take a natural position vis-a-vis Jesus.  He  declares “Whoever 
is not with me is against me. (Mt 12:30)  Jesus’ message that 
meets either with acceptance or rejection will be a source of 
conflict and dissention even within family members.  As 
prophesied by Simeon, the child Jesus would be a sign that will 
be contradicted when he grows up and preaches the Word of 
God (Lk 2:34) 
 
 The Word of God is living and effective, sharper than 
any two edged sword, cutting through the depts of our being. 
(Heb 4:12) 
 
 Jesus is indeed the King of Kings and King of Peace 
for those who follow him. 
 

 On the side note, I encourage our parishioners to 
support and pray for the success of the Missions of Maryknolls.
