Some Words from Father Robert 

The Holy Eucharist is the Source and Summit of our 
Christian life. So, the Church of St. Anne is happy to 

celebrate and support the National Eucharistic 
 Revival . Launched in June, 2022, during the Solemnity 
of the Corpus Christi, the USCCB declares a three-year 
celebration of Eucharistic Year which will culminate in 

a National Eucharistic Congress in  Indianapolis in 
2024. 

This revival hopes and seeks to reawaken Catholics’ 
understanding and devotion of the Eucharist, and offer 

a path toward healing. 
To affect our parish at all levels, the Church of St. Anne 
will conduct activities and events centered on the Holy 
Eucharist like the following:  First, Eucharistic Adora-
tion and Benediction after the 8AM First Friday Mass 
of the Sacred Heart and after the 8AM First Saturday 

Mass of Mary respectively. Second, Eucharistic Adora-
tion and Holy Rosary every First Wednesday of the 

Month at 7PM. Third, beginning September, there will 
be a Series of Sessions on the Holy Eucharist (30 

minutes lecture and 30 minutes Question-and-Answer 
with the Priest/Presenter) every Saturday at 12 noon to 
1pm.  A Simple Eucharistic Adoration follows from 1Pm 

to 2PM while the priest hears confession, then con-
cludes with Benediction. Finally, we will  join the Arch-
diocesan Eucharistic Events. Wouldn’t it be nice if the 

parish could plan a pilgrimage to one of the Eucharistic 
Pilgrim Sites in Lanzziano and Orvieto, Italy. Many 

more activities could be planned. Looking forward to 
hearing your thoughts. Let us remember that “we, the  

Parishioners of the Church of St. Anne  in the Archdio-
cese of Newark are a Eucharistic Family, dedicated to 

 spreading the Good News of Jesus Christ.” 

Be prepared always, Jesus tells his disciples in today’s 
 Gospel, for the Son of Man will come like a thief in 

the night.  This is our challenge now.  Are we prepared 
for the day when our time here on earth comes to end?
