Next Sunday there will b e a fund raiser to  

assist in a project to help young Albino girls and 
boys in Mwanza, Tanzania.  Albino people,         
especially children and youth, are often victims of      
prejudice, violence, and marginalization in African 
society.  In some cases, they have been imprisoned, 
deliberately disfigured, raped or murdered because 
of their genetic situation.  This is due to superstition 
and shamanism (primitive religions).   

Also, these individuals require special 
healthcare such as skin cancer screening, eye, and 
dental care. In March of 2019, The Society of     
African Missions  (SMA) Polish Province, started 
a center to house, protect, and educate these young 
people. Presently, the facility has  14 Albino youths 
in residence, 7 males and 7 females.  Their desire is 
expand the facility by 16 additional students each 
year. 
 It is our hope that you will help them with 
this endeavor.  Information is available at the en-
trances of the church.

A CHRISTMAS REPRISE 
 The Church’s celebration three weeks ago of 
the Baptism of the Lord signaled the “official” end of 
the Christmas season. Today’s feast of the Presenta-
tion of the Lord seems to extend the Incarnation cele-
bration a bit longer. In fact, some have called this 
feast a “second Epiphany.” 
 The first reading recalls the anticipation of 
Advent, as Malachi writes, “Lo, I am sending my 
messenger to prepare the way before me.” The  
reading from Hebrews reminds us of the Incarnation, 
proclaiming that Jesus had a “share” in our own 
“blood and flesh.” The Gospel finds the infant Jesus 
on his first visit to Jerusalem and his human parents 
once again surprised and in awe over the events    
surround his birth. 
 In the simplicity of the manger, in the gran-
deur of the temple, in the domesticity of Nazareth, 
Jesus comes. May we come to know him and so be 
filled with “wisdom” and the “favor of God.”
