FEAST OF FAITH
(Continuing our study of the Mass)
The Gloria (1)

The Gloria, or “Glory to God”, follows the peni-
tential rite. Both are acts of praise. In the penitential
rite, we sing of the mercy of Christ. In the Gloria we
praise God’s saving action in the universe.

The Gloria is a relatively late addition to the
Mass. It first appeared in the Roman liturgy in the
sixth century, and then it was sung only by the
pope—and only on Christmas!

With time, the hymn came to be sung by bishops
on major feasts, and then by priests; finally, it be-
came the song of the entire assembly.

With the advent of more elaborate musical set-
tings, the people gradually stopped singing the Glo-
ria, until this song of the people became the exclu-
sive domain of the priest and the choir. But the litur-
gical reforms have restored it to its place as primari-
ly the song of the assembly.

The language of the Gloria echoes the New Tes-
tament canticles. It may be begun by the priest, the
cantor, and the entire assembly in varied combina-
tions.

The Gloria is sometimes called the “greater dox-
ology,” and in some ways it is like an extended,
ecstatic version of the familiar doxology (“Glory be
to the Father”) prayed in the Divine Office and the
rosary.
