 The Priests’ Convocation is this week.  In the 
early 1970’s the Archdiocese started a Ministry to 
Priests  program. There were several components of 
the program ( Retreats, Priests' “Support Groups”, & 
“Convocations”)   
 The concept was that every 5 to 7 years, all 
of the Priests would meet in one place with the  
Bishops for several days of Spiritual and Intellectual 
renewal. The Convocations have large group 
presentations and smaller group workshops.   
 Unfortunately, it has been over 10 years 
since the last gathering.  Cardinal Tobin started the 
planning of this Convocation 2 years ago.  All of the 
Priests will be meeting at the Woodcliff Lake Hilton 
Hotel from Monday, June 17 until Thursday, June 
20. (We needed a facility that could accommodate the 
400+ of us and wanted to remain in the confines of the 
Archdiocese.)   
 As in the past, for those who remember, the 
regular celebration of the weekday Masses has been 
suspended and Communion Services put in place at 
most parishes.  I am happy to announce that, here at 
St. Anne’s, the regular Mass schedule will be in  
effect.  We are fortunate to have Fr. Dominik, SMA 
still with us during this time.  He will care for all the 
Spiritual needs of St. Anne’s while I am at the  
Convocation. 
 Please keep all the Priests and the Bishops in 
your prayers. As you know, these have been some 
painful years in the priesthood. The younger priests 
and seminarian need our support!  
May “Mary, Mother of Priests, Intercede For Us!”

THIS IS THE HOLY TRINITY 
 Today we celebrate the Holy Trinity, one of the 
most confounding mysteries of our faith. Through this 
mystery we experience our relationship to God:  

Creator, Savior, and Holy Spirit.  
 This relationship is not easy to understand or to 
describe. It does not become clearer through analysis. 
Its complexity mirrors the complexity of all our  
relationships.  
 We understand our relationships with our  
spouses, our children, our parents, and our friends 
only through daily give-and-take, annual rituals, and 
the life-changing moments we share. We understand 
our relationships only as we live them. The relation-
ships we have with those we love, and who love us, 
sustain us through an uncertain and difficult life.  

This is the Holy Trinity. 
 What is striking about today’s readings is that 
each is incomplete. What they do offer is a 
description of a moment in our relationship, a 
memory of a time and an event when our relationship 
made sense even though that sense may be beyond 
our ability to describe fully.  
 Often that is all that our faith offers, that is, a 
memory of what is possible, what is promised, what 
has been given. A memory of eternity, of love beyond 
understanding is to be cherished and nurtured even if 
not fully understood.  

This is the Holy Trinity.
