For me, this scene shows our human reactions/behavior
whenever we encounter a storm in our lives. Some point
out to Jesus, another prays. There is one who doesn’t even
see Jesus and  holds onto something for support. Then
there is one who relies on his own strength and tries to
solve the problem, one who desperately tries to find the
solution and another who thinks that he must throw a
fellow being off the boat to survive.  Finally, there’s one
whose focus is on Jesus alone and with all faith reaches
out to him. 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus reminds us that He is always with
us whenever we go through a storm.  Whether we like to  
acknowledge him or not, He is there to rescue us.   All He
asks from us is to keep our eyes on Him, give Him our full
trust and let Him work his miracle.

In addition, she is an ex-officio member of the
Pastoral and Finance Councils, a Lector and Eucharistic

Members of the middle school enrichment class at Lincoln
School in Garwood completed research projects on "tiny"
subjects during their studies this year.  They also
researched food insecurity in New Jersey and conducted a
food collection project for the benefit of our 5 Loaves Food
Pantry. Following these activities, they created a video and
submitted it to the Eat. Act. Tell. committee that once again-
-for the second year in a row--awarded them a one
thousand dollar ($1,000) grant as part of a nationwide
competition. These funds will be directed to our food
pantry and will, in part, help fund the summer plans we
have to provide meals for children who may be food
insecure and without regular meals due to the summer
break. The coordinator of the program at Lincoln School is
Mrs. Tamara Benc.
