For May, the statue of Mary 
from the former lower 

church chapel will be in the 
Sanctuary. 

This statue had been in the 
Rosary Walk area for 1 year. 
The Intention envelopes for 

Mothers’ Day  
will be kept here. 

4. People are longing for the sacraments, especially 
 the Eucharist.  

 Mary shows us the way to her Son. She is a sacrament of 
God’s presence in the world, the Gateway to Grace and a model for 
the Church’s prayer and worship. Deprived of access to the sacra-
ments, and to liturgy cum populo (with our sisters and brothers), 
we understandably turn to Mary in the Rosary and other devotional 
prayers to help fill the spiritual gaps that exist in our lives.  
 Mary, Mother of the Church, pray for us. Teach us to 
seek and find your Son, Jesus, in the prayer and worship of the 
Church, in the sacraments and in intercessory prayers to you and 
all the saints. Queen of the Most Holy Rosary, help us to be pa-
tient and understanding until the day we can safely reopen our 
churches and once again make the sacraments available to all.
