Pastor’s Notes

“I am the light of the world, says the Lord; whoever
follows me will have the light of life.”

In today’s Gospel, Jesus gave light to the man
who has seen nothing but darkness all his life.
When the man’s eyes were opened, Jesus did not
only allow him to see the world. The man’s heart
was also healed. He was given physical sight,
hope, a mission and a purpose. The blind man
finally had the light of life. This joy of seeing
Jesus made him stand up and choose to be a bold
living witness.

His parents, however, chose to dim the light that
they received. Yes, they have seen the wonder
that Jesus did in their son’s life and in theirs yet,
opted to say nothing. Their fear of not being
accepted by society was stronger than their
willingness to share the truth.

Then, there are the Pharisees who were highly
respected for their devotion to God, their
knowledge of the law and adherence to religious
practices.

It is a celebration of matins and lauds of special
ceremonies that included the display of lighted candles on
a special triangular candelabra. Modern Tenebrae could be
held on only one day of the Holy Week.
