ABOUT THOSE FLESHLY AND SOULISH BELIEVERS IN THE BODY OF CHRIST
WHAT DO THE SCRIPTURES SAY

So you think that because you are a Believer in the Body of Christ that the SUPER-ABOUNDING GRACE OF GOD allows your SOULISH FLESH to “roam free” without any future consequence to your ALLOTMENT in His Kingdom? There are some in the Body of Christ who even teach that since Believers are “UNDER GRACE” and not “under law” and since Grace “SUPER EXCEEDS” when sin increases, ALL therefore IS ALLOWED THEM. They justify their “FLESHLINESS” by pointing to the following verses in the Scriptures: 
ROMANS 5:20 (CLV) - Yet law came in by the way, that the offense should be increasing. Yet WHERE SIN INCREASES, GRACE SUPEREXCEEDS.

1CORINTHIANS 6:12 (CLV) – ALL IS ALLOWED ME, but not all is expedient. ALL IS ALLOWED ME, but I will not be put under its authority by anything.
They suggest that it doesn’t matter how much or how often you sin, that you can do whatever you want because you just can’t “OUT-SIN GRACE.” GRACE will always more than cover your sins. But notice what Paul also says after saying what he did about the super-abounding grace of God:
ROMANS 6:1-2, 15 (CLV) - What, then, shall we declare? That we may be PERSISTING IN SIN that GRACE should be increasing? MAY IT NOT BE COMING TO THAT! WE, WHO DIED TO SIN, how shall WE still be living in it? ……….. What then? Should we be sinning, seeing that we are not under law, but under grace? MAY IT NOT BE COMING TO THAT!
GALATIANS 5:13 (CLV) - For you were called FOR FREEDOM, brethren, only USE NOT THE FREEDOM FOR AN INCENTIVE TO THE FLESH, but through LOVE be slaving for one another.
GALATIANS 2:16-17 (CLV) - Having perceived that a man is not being justified by works of law, except alone through the faith of Christ Jesus, we also believe in Christ Jesus that we may be justified by the faith of Christ and not by works of law, seeing that by works of law shall no flesh at all be justified. Now if, while seeking to be justified in Christ, WE OURSELVES also were FOUND SINNERS, IS CHRIST, CONSEQUENTLY, A DISPENSER OF SIN? MAY IT NOT BE COMING TO THAT!

So then, are there any consequences for those in the Body of Christ who use GRACE as an excuse to indulge their soulish and fleshly “roamings?” Well, let’s see what the Apostle Paul also has to say about that:
GALATIANS 5:16-21 (CLV) -  Now I am saying, Walk in spirit, and you should under no circumstances be consummating THE LUST OF THE FLESH. For the flesh is lusting against the spirit, yet the spirit against the flesh. Now these are opposing one another, lest YOU SHOULD BE DOING WHATEVER YOU MAY WANT. Now, if you are led by spirit, you are not still under law. Now APPARENT ARE THE WORKS OF THE FLESH, which are ADULTERY, PROSTITUTION, UNCLEANNESS, WANTONNESS, IDOLATRY, ENCHANTMENT, ENMITIES, STRIFE, JEALOUSIES, FURIES, FACTIONS, DISSENSIONS, SECTS, ENVIES, MURDERS, DRUNKENNESSES, REVELRIES, AND THE LIKE OF THESE, which, I AM PREDICTING TO YOU, according as I predicted also, THAT THOSE COMMITTING SUCH THINGS SHALL NOT BE ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF GOD.
According to Paul, he considers the following as “THE WORKS OF THE FLESH,” things which HE PREDICTS will disqualify A BELIEVER that does them FROM ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF GOD:
1.   ADULTERY
2.   PROSTITUTION

3.   UNCLEANNESS

4.   WANTONNESS

5.   IDOLATRY

6.   ENCHANTMENT

7.   ENMITIES

8.   STRIFE

9.   JEALOUSIES

18.   AND ANYTHING ELSE LIKE THE ABOVE

But in case you might be tempted to conclude that Paul, perhaps, is only referring to those who are outside of the Body of Christ, he says the following:

1CORINTHIANS 5:9-13 (CLV) - I write to you in the epistle NOT TO BE COMMINGLING with paramours. And undoubtedly it is not as to the paramours of this world, or the greedy and extortionate, or idolaters, else, consequently, you ought to come out of the world. YET NOW I write to you NOT TO BE COMMINGLING WITH ANYONE NAMED A BROTHER, IF HE SHOULD BE A PARAMOUR, OR GREEDY, OR AN IDOLATER, OR A REVILER, OR A DRUNKARD, OR AN EXTORTIONER. With such a one you are not even to be eating. For what is it to me to be judging those outside? You are not judging those within! Now those outside, God is judging. EXPEL THE WICKED ONE FROM AMONG YOURSELVES.
Paul URGES those in the Body of Christ not to be COMMINGLING WITH A BROTHER who does the things he mentions. He even tells them not even to EAT WITH such a person and exhorts them to EXPEL that individual from among them! And what types of persons is he talking about?

Paul further tells the Corinthians the same thing he told the Galatians: that if any of the Saints in the Body of Christ who do the things that he has mentioned, they WILL NOT BE ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT OF GOD’S KINGDOM:

1CORINTHIANS 6:1-4; 8-11 (CLV) - Dare any of you, having business with another, BE JUDGED before the unjust, and not BEFORE THE SAINTS? Or are you not aware that the saints shall judge the world? And if the world is being judged by you, are you unworthy of the least tribunals? Are you not aware that we shall be judging messengers, not to mention life's affairs? If indeed, then, you should have tribunals for life's affairs, THE CONTEMPTIBLE IN THE ECCLESIA, these YOU ARE SEATING? .............. 
But you are INJURING and CHEATING, and this to BRETHREN! Or are you not aware THAT THE UNJUST SHALL NOT BE ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT OF GOD'S KINGDOM? Be not deceived. NEITHER PARAMOURS, nor IDOLATERS, nor ADULTERERS, nor CATAMITES, nor SODOMITES, nor THIEVES, nor the GREEDY, nor DRUNKARDS; no REVILERS, no EXTORTIONERS SHALL BE ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT OF GOD'S KINGDOM. And SOME OF YOU WERE THESE, but you are bathed off, but you are hallowed, but you were justified in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ and by the spirit of our God.

And what are those things that Paul says will disqualify a Believer in the Body of Christ from ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT OF GOD’S KINGDOM?

And Paul did not leave the Ephesians Saints out of this exhortation either. Paul tells the Ephesian Saints the following:

EPHESIANS 5:3-8 (CLV) - Now, all PROSTITUTION and UNCLEANNESS or GREED--let it not even be named among you, according as is becoming in saints--and VILENESS and STUPID SPEAKING or INSINUENDO, which are not proper, but rather thanksgiving. For this you perceive, knowing that no PARAMOUR at all or UNCLEAN or GREEDY person, who is an IDOLATER, has ANY ENJOYMENT OF THE ALLOTMENT IN THE KINGDOM OF CHRIST AND OF GOD. LET NO ONE BE SEDUCING YOU WITH EMPTY WORDS, for because of THESE THINGS the indignation of God is coming on the sons of stubbornness. Do not, then, become joint partakers with them, for YOU WERE ONCE IN DARKNESS, yet now you are light in the Lord.

And what are the activities that will disqualify them from ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT IN THE KINGDOM OF CHRIST AND GOD:

Paul is rather consistent, isn’t he? But what does Paul mean when he says: “NOT ENJOYING THE ALLOTMENT IN CHRIST’S AND GOD’S KINGDOM?”
2TIMOTHY 2:11-13 (CLV) - Faithful is the saying: "For IF WE DIED together, we shall be living together also; IF WE ARE ENDURING, WE SHALL BE REIGNING TOGETHER ALSO; if we are disowning, He also will be disowning us; if we are disbelieving, He is remaining faithful--He cannot disown Himself."

What Paul is saying is that those who do the things that he has mentioned WILL NOT BE REIGNING in the kingdom of Christ and God. True, they will still be SPECIALLY SAVED, but because of their behavior, or works, they will FORFEIT (SUFFER LOSS) AND WILL BE DISQUALIFIED FROM REIGNING.
2CORINTHIANS 5:10 (CLV) - For ALL OF US must be manifested in front of the dais of Christ, that each should be REQUITED (GET WAGES OR FORFEIT IT) for that which he puts into practice THROUGH THE BODY, WHETHER GOOD OR BAD.
COLOSSIANS 3:24-25 (CLV) - Being aware that from the Lord you will be GETTING THE COMPENSATION OF THE ENJOYMENT OF AN ALLOTMENT: for the Lord Christ are you slaving. For he who is injuring SHALL BE REQUITED for that which he injures, and there is no partiality.
1CORINTHIANS 3:13-15 (CLV) - EACH ONE'S WORK will become apparent, for the day will make it evident, for it is being revealed by fire. And the fire, it will be testing EACH ONE'S WORK--what kind it is. If anyone's WORK will be remaining which he builds on it, HE WILL GET WAGES. If anyone's WORK shall be burned up, HE WILL FORFEIT IT, yet he shall BE SAVED, yet thus, as through fire.
1CORINTHIANS 9:24-27 (CLV) - Are you not aware that those racing in a stadium are, indeed, all racing, yet one is obtaining THE PRIZE? Thus be racing that you may be GRASPING IT. Now every contender is CONTROLLING HIMSELF IN ALL THINGS; they, indeed, then, that they may be OBTAINING A corruptible WREATH, yet we an incorruptible. Now then, thus am I racing, not as dubious, thus am I boxing, not as punching the air, but I am BELABORING MY BODY AND LEADING IT INTO SLAVERY, lest somehow, when heralding to others, I MYSELF MAY BECOME DISQUALIFIED.
2TIMOTHY 4:7-8 (CLV) - I have CONTENTED the ideal contest. I have finished my career. I have KEPT THE FAITH. Furthermore, there is reserved for me the WREATH OF RIGHTEOUSNESS, which THE LORD, the just Judge, WILL BE PAYING TO ME in that day; yet not to me only, but also to all who love His advent.
Notice that Paul equates the OBTAINING OF A WREATH OF RIGHTEOUSNESS [REIGNING] as PAYMENT for having “RACED” and “CONTENTED” ideally in a contest. The word “PAYMENT” suggests that something is EARNED. Grace alone does not EARN you that “WREATH OF RIGHTEOUSNESS.” Not bringing your BODY (FLESH) into SUBJECTION will be cause for “DISQUALIFICATION” in OBTAINING that WREATH. What did Paul mean when he said that if one’s work is “BURNED UP” at the Dais of Christ that person will “FORFEIT IT”? FORFEIT what? It is clear that this “FORFEITURE” does not involve one’s salvation as a Believer, so then what is it? It is not having the right TO REIGN with Christ for failure of not “BELABORING OUR BODIES AND LEADING IT INTO SLAVERY.”
One of the most important things Believers in the Body of Christ need to be conscious of  is how our fellow brethren perceive us by the example we display to them in our daily lives.

No one comes into the Body of Christ a fully mature Saint having a complete understanding concerning the Good News and God’s Truths. Every single one of us starts out as “WEAK BABIES” and Paul makes a very important point about the relationship that should exist among Believers who are “MATURE” and those who are still on “MILK.”  Notice what he tells the Corinthian Believers:

1CORINTHIANS 8:4-12 = Then, concerning the feeding on the idol sacrifices: We are aware THAT AN IDOL IS NOTHING in the world, and that there is no other God except One. For even if so be that there are those being termed gods, whether in heaven or on earth, even as there are many gods and many lords, nevertheless FOR US THERE IS ONE GOD, the Father, out of Whom all is, and we for Him, AND ONE LORD, Jesus Christ, through Whom all is, and we through Him, BUT NOT IN ALL IS THERE THIS KNOWLEDGE. Now some, used hitherto to the idol, are eating of it as an idol sacrifice, and THEIR CONSCIENCE, BEING WEAK, is being polluted. Now food will not give us a standing with God, neither, if we should not be eating are we in want, nor if we should be eating are we cloyed. NOW BEWARE LEST SOMEHOW THIS RIGHT OF YOURS MAY BECOME A STUMBLING BLOCK TO THE WEAK. For if anyone should be seeing you, who has knowledge, lying down in an idol's shrine, will not the conscience of him who is weak be inured to the eating of the idol sacrifices? FOR THE WEAK ONE IS PERISHING ALSO BY YOUR KNOWLEDGE; THE BROTHER because of whom Christ died. NOW IN THUS SINNING AGAINST BRETHREN, AND BEATING THEIR WEAK CONSCIENCE, YOU ARE SINNING AGAINST CHRIST.

It appears that to Paul, it all comes down to being CONSIDERATE, THOUGHTFUL, UNDERSTANDING AND LONGSUFFERING towards the “WEAKER ONES” in the Family of God and His Christ, doesn’t it? And do you realize what all that comes down to? LOVE!

So then, what is the “bottom line” for the believer in the Body of Christ concerning SALVATION and REIGNING? 
SALVATION IS UP TO GOD, REIGNING IN THE KINGDOM OF GOD AND CHRIST IS UP TO YOU!

The following are additional verses of Scripture that also support and are related to the above:

ROMANS 13:12-14 (CLV) – The night progresses, yet the day is near. We, then, should be putting off the ACTS of darkness, yet should be putting on the implements of light. As in the day, respectably, should we be walking, not in REVELRIES and DRUNKENNESS, not in CHAMBERING and WANTONNESS, not in STRIFE and JEALOUSY, but put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and be MAKING NO PROVISION FOR THE LUSTS OF THE FLESH.
ROMANS 16:17-18 (CLV) – Now I am entreating you, brethren, to be NOTING THOSE who are making DISSENSIONS AND SNARES BESIDE THE TEACHING WHICH YOU LEARNED, and AVOID THEM, for such for our Lord Christ are not slaving, but for their OWN BOWELS, and THROUGH COMPLIMENTS AND ADULATION ARE DELUDING THE HEARTS OF THE INNOCENT.
1CORINTHIANS 3:3 (CLV) - For you are STILL FLESHLY. For where there is JEALOUSY and STRIFE among you, are you not FLESHLY and walking according to man?

1CORINTHIANS 5:1-5 (CLV) - Absolutely, it is heard that there is PROSTITUTION among you, and such PROSTITUTION (which is not even named among the nations), so that someone has his father's wife. And you are puffed up, and mourn not rather, that THE ONE WHO COMMITS THIS ACT MAY BE TAKEN AWAY FROM YOUR MIDST. For I, indeed, being absent in body, yet present in spirit, have already, as if present, thus JUDGED the one effecting this, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ (you being gathered, and my spirit, together with the power of our Lord Jesus), to give up such a one to Satan for the EXTERMINATION OF THE FLESH, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.
2CORINTHIANS 12:20-21 (CLV) - For I fear, lest somehow, on coming, I may not be finding you such as I want, and I may be found by you such as you do not want; lest somehow there be STRIFE, JEALOUSY, FURY, FACTIONS, VILIFICATIONS, WHISPERINGS, PUFFING UP, TURBULENCES. Not again at my coming will my God be humbling me toward you, and I shall be mourning for many WHO HAVE SINNED BEFORE AND ARE NOT REPENTING OF THE UNCLEANNESS AND PROSTITUTION AND WANTONNESS WHICH THEY COMMIT.
EPHESIANS 4:31 (CLV) - Let all BITTERNESS and FURY and ANGER and CLAMOR and CALUMNY be taken away from you with all MALICE.
PHILIPPIANS 3:8-21; 4:1 - But, to be sure, I am also deeming all to be a forfeit because of the superiority of the knowledge of Christ Jesus, my Lord, because of Whom I forfeited all, and am deeming it to be refuse, that I should be gaining Christ, and may be found in Him, not having my righteousness, which is of law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is from God for faith: to know Him, and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, conforming to His death, if somehow I should be attaining to the resurrection that is out from among the dead. Not that I already obtained, or am already perfected. YET I AM PURSUING, if I may be grasping also that for which I was grasped also by Christ Jesus. Brethren, not as yet am I reckoning myself to have grasped, yet one thing--FORGETTING, indeed, those things which are behind, yet stretching out to those in front-- toward THE GOAL am I PURSUING FOR THE PRIZE OF GOD'S CALLING above in Christ Jesus. Whoever, then, are mature, may be disposed to this, and if in anything you ARE DIFFERENTLY DISPOSED, this also SHALL GOD REVEAL TO YOU. Moreover, in what we outstrip others, there is to be a mutual disposition to be observing the elements by the same rule. BECOME IMITATORS TOGETHER OF ME, brethren, and BE NOTING THOSE WHO ARE WALKING THUS, according as you have us for a model, for MANY ARE WALKING, of whom I often told you, yet now am lamenting also as I tell it, WHO ARE ENEMIES OF THE CROSS OF CHRIST, whose consummation is destruction, whose god is their bowels, and whose glory is in their shame, who TO THE TERRESTRIAL ARE DISPOSED. For our realm is inherent in the heavens, out of which we are awaiting a Saviour also, the Lord, Jesus Christ, Who will transfigure the body of our humiliation, to conform it to the body of His glory, in accord with the operation which enables Him even to subject all to Himself.

So that, my brethren, beloved and longed for, my joy and wreath, BE STANDING FIRM thus in the Lord, my beloved.

COLOSSIANS 3:5-9 (CLV) - Deaden, then, your members that are on the earth: PROSTITUTION, UNCLEANNESS, PASSION, EVIL DESIRE AND GREED, which is IDOLATRY, because of which the indignation of God is coming on the sons of stubbornness--AMONG WHOM YOU ALSO ONCE WALKED, when you lived in these things. Yet now you also be putting away all these: ANGER, FURY, MALICE, CALUMNY, OBSCENITY out of your mouth. DO NO LIE to one another, stripping off the old humanity together with its practices.

1THESSALONIANS 4:3-7 (CLV) - For this is the will of God: your holiness. You are to be abstaining from ALL PROSTITUTION; each of you is to be aware of his own vessel, to be acquiring it in holiness and honor, not in LUSTFUL PASSION even as the nations also who are not acquainted with God. No one is to be CIRCUMVENTING AND OVERREACHING his brother in the matter, because the Lord is the Avenger of all these, according as we said to you before also, and certify, for God calls us, not for UNCLEANNESS, but in holiness.

1PETER 4:3 (CLV) - Christ, then, having suffered for our sakes IN FLESH, you also arm yourselves with the SAME THOUGHT, for he who is SUFFERING IN FLESH has ceased his sins, by no means still to spend the rest of his lifetime IN THE FLESH IN HUMAN DESIRES, but in the will of God. For sufficient is the time which has passed by to have effected the intention of the nations, having gone on in WANTONNESS, LUSTS, DEBAUCHES, REVELRIES, DRINKING BOUTS, and ILLICIT IDOLATRIES, while they are thinking it strange of you not to race together into the SAME PUDDLE OF PROFLIGACY, CALUMNIATING YOU.
DICTIONARY DEFINITIONS

ADULTERY = Voluntary sexual intercourse between a married man and someone other than his wife or between a married woman and someone other than her husband.
ADULATION = Excessive devotion to someone; servile flattery.

ALLOTMENT = The amount of something allocated to a particular person. The act of distributing by allotting or apportioning; distribution according to a plan.
ANGER = A strong feeling of displeasure and belligerence aroused by a wrong; wrath; ire.

BITTERNESS = Anger and disappointment at being treated unfairly; resentment.

CALUMNY = False and malicious statement designed to injure the reputation of someone or something: the act of uttering calumnies; slander; defamation.
CATAMITES = A boy kept for homosexual practices.
CHAMBERING = A room, usually private, in a house or apartment, especially a bedroom.

CIRCUMVENTING = To avoid (defeat, failure, unpleasantness, etc.) by artfulness or deception; avoid by anticipating or outwitting; to surround or encompass, as by stratagem; entrap.
CLAMOR = A loud uproar, as from a crowd of people: a vehement expression of desire or dissatisfaction; any loud and continued noise; to utter noisily.

COMMINGLING = To associate or take part with. To mix or mingle together; combine.
COMPLIMENT = An expression of praise, commendation, or admiration:

DEBAUCHES = To corrupt by sensuality, intemperance, etc.; seduce; a period of wanton or sensual self-indulgence; an uninhibited spree or party; orgy. A person addicted to excessive indulgence in sensual pleasures; one given to debauchery.
DISSENSIONS = Strong disagreement; a contention or quarrel; discord. difference in sentiment or opinion; disagreement. 

DRUNKEN(NESSES) = Intoxicated; drunk; given to drunkenness; pertaining to, caused by, or marked by intoxication: a drunken quarrel.

ENCHANTMENT = The act of enchanting or state of being enchanted. A magic spell or act of witchcraft.   Great charm or fascination.
ENMITIES = A feeling or condition of hostility; hatred; ill will; animosity; antagonism.

ENVIES = A feeling of discontent or covetousness with regard to another's advantages, success, possessions, etc.
EXPEDIENT = Advantageous; suitable to a purpose, especially to one's own benefit; hastening or forward; hence, tending to further or promote a proposed object; fit or proper under the circumstances; conducive to self-interest; desirable; advisable; -- sometimes contradistinguished from right.
EXTORTIONERS = To wrest or wring (money, information, etc.) from a person by violence, intimidation, or abuse of authority; obtain by force, torture, threat, or the like; to take illegally by reason of one's office; to compel (something) of a person or thing.
EVIL DESIRE = Wanting to do something morally wrong or bad; immoral; wicked; harmful; injurious; characterized or accompanied by misfortune or suffering; unfortunate; disastrous; marked by anger, irritability, irascibility, etc. Do harm; mischief; misfortune:
FACTIONS = A group or clique within a larger group, party, government, organization, or the like: a faction in favor of big business. Party strife and intrigue; dissension: an era of faction and treason.

FILTHY = Vile; vulgar; obscene; contemptibly offensive, vile, or objectionable; foul with, characterized by, or having the nature of filth; disgustingly or completely dirty.
FORFEIT = Lose or be deprived of property or a right or privilege as a penalty for wrongdoing.

FORNICATION = Consensual intercourse between two persons not married to each other.
FURIES = Unrestrained or violent anger, rage, passion, or the like. Violence; vehemence; fierceness.

GREEDY = Excessively or inordinately desirous of wealth, profit, etc.; avaricious. Having a strong or great desire for food or drink. 

HARLOT = A woman who prostitutes her body for hire; a prostitute; a common woman; a strumpet.

INSINUENDO = Insinuation containing innuendo.
IDOLATRY = The religious worship of idols. Excessive or blind adoration, reverence, devotion, etc. 

INCEST = Sexual intercourse between persons so closely related that they are forbidden by law to marry.
JEALOUSIES = A jealous attitude or disposition; envious.

LASCIVIOUS(NESS) = Inclined to lustfulness; wanton; lewd: arousing sexual desire; indicating sexual interest or expressive of lust or lewdness.

LIARS = a person who tells lies; falsifier, perjurer, prevaricator. 

LIBERTINE = A person, especially a man, who behaves without moral principles or a sense of responsibility, especially in sexual matters.
LICENTIOUS(NESS) = Sexually unrestrained; lascivious; libertine; lewd; unrestrained by law or general morality; lawless; immoral.

LUSTS = Intense sexual desire or appetite; uncontrolled or illicit sexual desire or appetite; lecherousness. A passionate or overmastering desire or craving.
MALICE = Desire to inflict injury, harm, or suffering on another, either because of a hostile impulse or out of deep-seated meanness: the malice and spite of a lifelong enemy. Evil intent on the part of a person who commits a wrongful act injurious to others. 

MURDERERS = To kill by an act constituting murder. To kill or slaughter inhumanly or barbarously. To spoil or mar by bad performance, representation, pronunciation, etc.

OBSCENITY = The state or quality of being obscene; obscene behavior, language, or images. An extremely offensive word or expression.

OVERREACHING = To get the better of, especially by deceit or trickery; outwit.

PARAMOURS =  An illicit lover, especially of a married person.
PASSIONS = Any powerful or compelling emotion or feeling, as love or hate. Strong amorous feeling or desire; Strong sexual desire; lust. An instance or experience of strong love or sexual desire. A person toward whom one feels strong love or sexual desire. A strong or extravagant fondness, enthusiasm, or desire for anything.

PROFILGACY = Reckless extravagance or wastefulness in the use of resources. Licentious or dissolute behavior.

PROSTITUTION = The act or practice of engaging in promiscuous sexual relations especially for money.

PUFFING UP = Feeling self-important; arrogant; pompous.
REQUITED = To make repayment or return for service, benefits, etc.). To make retaliation for a wrong, injury, etc.; avenge. To make return to a person, group, etc. for service, benefits, etc. To retaliate on a person, group, etc. for a wrong, injury, etc. 

REVELRIES = Noisy or unrestrained merrymaking.

SECTS = A body of persons adhering to a particular religious faith; a religious denomination. A group regarded as heretical or as deviating from a generally accepted religious tradition. 

SEDITION = Incitement of discontent or rebellion against a government. Any action, especially in speech or writing, promoting such discontent or rebellion. Rebellious disorder. 

SNARES =  To catch or involve by trickery or wile. Anything serving to entrap or entangle unawares; trap.

SODOMITES = Someone who engages in sodomy. Anal or oral copulation with a member of the same or opposite sex; also, copulation with an animal.

SORCERY = The art, practices, or spells of a person who is supposed to exercise supernatural powers through the aid of evil spirits; black magic; witchery.

STRIFE = Vigorous or bitter conflict, discord, or antagonism; a quarrel, struggle, or clash; armed strife.

STRUMPET = A female prostitute or a promiscuous woman, a harlot.

STUPID SPEAKING = Showing a lack of sense; ill-considered; unwise: a foolish action, a foolish speech. Lacking forethought or caution. Trifling, insignificant, or paltry.

THIEVES = A person who steals, especially secretly or without open force; one guilty of theft or larceny.

TURBULENCES = The quality or state of being turbulent; violent disorder or commotion.

UNCLEAN(NESS) = Morally impure; Adultery of the heart, consisting of inordinate and unclean affections; having a physical or moral blemish.
VENAL = Capable of being bought or obtained for money or other valuable consideration.
VILENESS = Wretchedly bad; highly offensive, unpleasant, or objectionable; repulsive or disgusting, as to the senses or feelings; morally debased, depraved, or despicable; foul; filthy.
VILIFICATIONS = To speak ill of; defame; slander.

WANTON(NESS) = Lascivious or promiscuous. Used especially of women. Exciting or expressing sexual desire: a wanton pose. 

WHISPERINGS = Whispered talk or conversation. Rumor, hearsay, or gossip. A whispered sound.
WHORE = A woman who practices unlawful sexual commerce with men, especially one who prostitutes her body for hire; a prostitute; a harlot.

WITCHCRAFT = The use of sorcery or magic, communication with the devil or with a familiar spirit, an irresistible influence or fascination.
