Introduction
These daily thoughts are some of my findings from the Scriptures so far. They are to be used as a primer, and will hopefully encourage you to go deeper into God's word. The Bereans, after hearing Paul teach, went to the Scriptures to see if they had it so (Acts 17:11). That is good advice, advice I would give to all who are learning from teachers, because: truth is not learned it is revealed, uncovered in the words of God, the Scriptures. As one grows in the knowledge of the ways of God, some of what we once believed may be discarded as more light is given. We may find what we thought was truth concerning certain teachings might only be the beginning of what God wants us to know. Personally I have found this to be true. I have also found that this is what makes the scriptures alive, God breathed. They are always revealing some hidden truth. The one who is willing to delve deeper into the scriptures without the fear of exposing what they once believed was truth as being not so is the one who is seeking the mind of God, through Christ. I fully expect that some of these findings in these daily thoughts I will discard as time in the scriptures reveals the greater depths of the mind of God, but for now these are what I now understand them to be.  For all who are seeking truth from the scriptures the first thing that must be believed when reading the Bible is that they are in fact the inspired words of God, without that realization the Bible is nothing more than a textbook.

In my walk I have been blessed with two mentors, Perry Kyllo and Al Stahl. Both men were students of the Scriptures and both men taught me the importance of study. I can remember coming to Perry (Grandpa) and asking him: “What is a good book on Romans.” He answered: “Why, Romans.” I said: “because I want to do a study on the book of Romans, and was wondering what was a good book on Romans.”
He answered again: “Why Romans.” I got it the second time. Paul’s inspired words in Romans are the best book on Romans, and that is true for all the books in the Bible. I have always remembered that. Grandpa and I would sit in the evening and talk Scripture for hours.
Al Stahl was instrumental in opening my eyes to the fact, and truth, that God through Christ has reconciled all to Himself. That one truth changed the way I once saw the Scriptures, and that is the theme of these writings. Because of Al, prophetic verses like John 12:32 “If I, should be exalted out of the earth, shall be drawing all to Myself” brought great comfort to me when I thought of all those who in their lifetime would never come to know Christ as Lord and Saviour. That this drawing all to Him was not limited to these short years we are given in this time called life can be seen throughout much of Paul’s letters. 1 Corinthians 15:20-28 is one place that shows us Christ drawing all to Himself throughout the eons, showing us that He indeed is not only The Son of God, He is also a great prophet, a Prophet that will have all that He prophesied come to pass.
These daily thoughts will hopefully bring the reader to an understanding of God’s unconditional love for all creation, and His power to reconcile all to Himself, as well as for encouragement and edification. I don't know all there is to know from the Scriptures, and I don't believe anyone does, I do know they were written so we may better know God and His Son Christ Jesus, and that we will all come to the truth about both. 
We are all on a journey somewhere, some of us know where we are going, some do not. Getting from point A to point B is what the Bible is all about. Point A; the process God uses (Christ His Son), point B is all of us being with God and His Son Christ Jesus. That is why the Scriptures were written, to reveal this process and its conclusion, not to reveal who will get there, and who will not, but how we will all get there, and at the conclusion of the eons we will all realize: “that in the name of Jesus every knee should be bowing, celestial and terrestrial and subterranean, and every tongue should be acclaiming that Jesus Christ is Lord, for the glory of God.” (Philippians 2:10-11)

Some of the topics in these Daily Thoughts you will find are repeated with maybe a slightly different view, I can only repeat the words of Paul:

“To be writing the same to you is not, indeed, irksome for me.”
