Words into clauses (sentences)
These interactive cards are intended for children to practically join words using ‘and’ and then to create complete clauses with these in. 

The clause starters are not coloured to show these are the clause stems.

The words are coloured green to show that these are nouns, blue to show these are adjectives, yellow to show these are verbs and red to show these are conjunctions. Although they do not need to know this terminology at this stage in the National Curriculum, it will support the transition for this understanding moving into Year 2 and into Key Stage 2.

Provide pairs/groups of children with a set of these cut into clause starters, words and the same number of ‘and’ conjunctions.

Let the children investigate which could match together.

Discuss their combinations and the punctuation needed at the end of the clauses
This can be followed by the Year 1 conjunction ‘and’ progression phrases and phrases into clauses activities.
