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The following date came to hand after the accompaning work was
completed, through the work of Mr. Keith Lange of Chicago, Ill,
(see page 42, # 1,2,8,5,5,2). This carries the record back one
generation, locates the date for Samuel and locates the origin
in Germany. I shall quote the historical record and then
relate it to the Arnold Genealogy.

History of Pleasant View Church of the Brethren.,
by Rev. Emmert F. Bittinger

"The Arnold family --- originally came from Hanover, Germany
and settled first in Pennsylvania, within the bounds of the
Conewago Congregation.! (About 14 miles from York Penna. FLB)

"History records that a short time later the Arnolds moved to
near Burkettsville, (3d). Land records show three Arnolds,
likely brothers. -~ Their names were John Gorge, Samuel and
Daniel."

"John George and his wife Catherine, raised a large Christian
family., Three of their sons, David, Samuel and Daniel were well
known ministers and Zachariah was a deacon,"

"About 1785 some of the children of John Arnold moved to Beaver
Run, W. Va. and were instrumental in establishing the first
Brethren Church on W. Va. soil. The names of these were Samuel,
Daniel, Zachariah, Catherine (wife of Ban Whipp) and Charity (Mary)
wife of Jacob Ludwitck, David remained in Burkittsville and served
the church until his death in 1841."

"John George Arnold (Johann Gorg Arnold (t)) aged 34, came to
Philadelphia on the ship Elizabeth in Oct. 1738 from-Rotterdam

1734 as he apparently married about 1756-7."

John Sloan Arnold was born at Mexico Farms just east of Cumberland,
Marylend. When 12 years of age he moved with his family to Horseshoe Farm,
about two miles up the South Branch of the Potomac River. Upon his marriage
he located at Knobley Farm, Mineral County, West Virginia. In 1862, at the
death of his fathersim-law, Alexander Riley, he and his wife inherited the
estate. He was s member of the 7th Virginia Calvary, Company F, "Laurel
Brigade", of the Confederate Army., He was captured and held prisoner for a
few days "in Weshington Monument" in Washington, D.C. After being exchanged
he was captured again and on April 3, 1862, sent to Camp Chase, Columbus,
Ohio, where he was held prisoner for 13 months. He was with McNeil's
Rangers in the capture of General Crooks and Generel Kelley in Cumberland,
Maryland.

(The above capture took place at Barkville, about four miles south of
Burlington, West Virginia, on March 2, 1862, Possibly he was only
captured one time.)

Jane Catherine Riley was the daughter of Alexender Riley, who
was born in Ireland. He came to Cumberland, Maryland, and then on to
Piedmont, West Virginia, and settled on a small farm southwest of Piedmont,
in the Pine Swamp area not far from Cross, West Virginia., He married
Isgbel Kelley of Knobley Farm and eventually went there to live.

"Holy matrimony was celebrated between John S. Arnold of South
Branch snd Jene C. Riley of Top Knobley on December 20, 185L at A. Riley's
by Reve Williem Welch." Copied from the family Bible at Knobley Farm on
April 9, 195L. The Bible was burned with the house on April 18, 195l

KNOBLEY FARM

Knobley Farm is located on top of Knobley Mountein on US Route 50
in Mineral Co., West Va. It was & Land Grant from the state of Virginia
in 1789 to Henry Miller. It was later owned by Michael Kelley, Alexander
Riley, John Sloen Arnold and at the present by D. A. "Uncle Dave" Arnolde
Many interesting and testing experiences occured during the Civil War
period at Knobley Farm. Once a cannon was placed to blow the home down,
but Mrs. Arnold refused to leave and thus saved her home. There were 9 or
11 slaves at Knobley. They all ran away early in the War and only 2 or 3
were ever heard ofs The house at Knobley burned to the ground, being a
complete loss on April 18, 195L.
