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The International English Language Testing System (IELTS) is an internationally recognised 
test of English language proficiency, taken by millions of people around the world every year. 
It consists of four parts: Listening, Reading, Writing and Speaking. Test takers can sit either 
the Academic module or the General Training module.  

Centre of English Studies is an official British Council IELTS test centre. We offer the IELTS 
test on both computer and on paper. CES is Ireland’s longest running test centre in Ireland with venues in Dublin and 
Galway. We were the first centre in Ireland to deliver the IELTS test on computer in 2019. The computer tests are offered 
six times per week in our city centre computer test room. Results are available within 2 to 5 days. The paper test is 
offered on Saturdays and Thursdays throughout the year.

In 2024, in addition to Cambridge First (B2) and Advanced (C1), we will be running the 
Preliminary test (B1). These internationally recognised examinations offer qualifications for 
those at different levels in their English learning. The test is delivered on both paper and 
computer with multiple dates throughout the year. Dates, information, preparation resources
