Total language immersion with select-
ed and inspected local families

Rooms: Shared rooms for junior stu-
dents

Food: Breakfast (Includes fruit juice,
cereal, toast and preserves and fruit),
packed lunch (sandwich, fruit, yoghurt,
crisps and a drink) and dinner (meat,
poultry or fish and fresh vegetables)
included in the package

Travel: Families within 25 minute jour-
ney time of the main campus

Laundry: Upon arrival, students should
ask their host family about laundry and
washing arrangements for the duration
of their stay

Curfew times: 15—17 years old (22.00
hrs.), 12—14 years old (21.00). All stu-
dents to return home by 17.00 for din-
ner.
