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Dear Country Crusader, 

 

Iôve been noticing different 

coloured dots posted on prop-

erties.  What do they mean? 

 

Seeing Spots 

 

Dear Seeing Spots, 

 

The spots you are seeing on 

different properties are the 

International indicators of 

what activities that property 

owner allows on his or her 

property.   

 

A yellow dot means that the 

public is permitted on the 

property but only for specific 

activities specified by the 

owner.  For example say an 

owner doesnôt want  motor-

ized vehicles on their property 

but allows horses and hikers, 

they can post a yellow sign.  

Anyone interested in entering 

the property would have to 

consult the owner as to what 

activities are and are not al-

lowed.   

 

A red dot is the International 

indicator of No Trespassing.  

For example an owner may 

not want just anyone on their 

property but may allow a trap-

per to access their property 

during specific seasons.    

 

When posting signs on your 

property whether it be the  dot 

system or wording make sure 

all the signage is clear, free 

from obstruction and main-

tained regularly.  For larger 

properties signs should be 

posted at regular intervals 

along the property lines as 

well as at every possible en-

trance onto the property.
