Beyond Books: Curbside Pickup Continues

The Libraryôs curbside services have been in demand 
since opening in July. Once a week from 2 to 7 on            
Tuesdays at Rosslyn and once a week from 2 to 7 on 
Wednesdays at Murillo, residents can pick up books and 
dvds that they have been placed on hold or called in to 
loan.  The hours of curbside service may change so check 
the website, Library Facebook page, or call to see what 
hours are available for pick up. With the uncertainty of 
our time, curbside services will continue for as long as 
needed. 
Curbside pickup is easy:  
You need a Library card with good standing. 
Place items on hold from the   Library collection by using 
the Libraryôs online catalogue. Not sure how to use the on 
line      catalogue?                                                                             
Visit https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=d2-ZNTkcAgs; 
or email oplibrary@tbaytel.net; or phone the Library           
during business hours ï Murillo Library phone 935-2729 
or Rosslyn Library 939-2312. 
The number of books and dvds are limited to 5 (each).  
Interlibrary loans can be made by email or phone.  
Requests for printing services and the documents to be 
printed must be provided through an email.   

When an order is filled, the Library will inform you that it 
is ready and you will be assigned a pick up time.  
Items will be set on a table outside the facility.  
One patron and order at a time will be permitted at the 
table.  Physical distancing guidelines are in effect.  
Return your books and dvds to the book return drop. All 
books and dvds are then quarantined for 72 hours.                   
Following the quarantine period, staff disinfect the                      
material according to public health guidelines before they 
are available again for loan by other residents.   
The Province also now permits Libraries to reopen their               
facilities for in library use.  Like many Libraries across 
the province, our Libraries are not open yet for in library 
services and wonôt be open for awhile. To open the                   
facilities safely, there is a lot of preparation and planning. 
Right now, we are working on plans that will address the 
many concerns about public access into the Libraries. We 
want to make sure that every precaution is in place to  
protect the health and safety of our residents. This Plan 
will then go to our municipality and Council for their    
review. Because both Libraries are in municipal buildings 
(Rosslyn and Murillo Community Centres) Council must 
approve any Plan for public use of these facilities.  
Watch for further announcements on when the                  
Libraries may open.
