Here are a few more highlights from our week: 

- We used our prior knowledge of wants vs. needs to begin our discussion of 

pets. Together, we made a chart describing what pets are, what they can 

do, and what they need. Recalling the difference between a need and a 

want, the children did a wonderful job listing examples of what a pet needs 

to be taken care of properly. We also read the book Move Over Rover, a 

story about many backyard animals squeezing into a dog’s house during a 

rainy day. After reading, we discussed how much this story reminded us of 

a Jan Brett favorite, The Mitten! This gave us the opportunity to recall the 

differences and similarities between the two books.  

- We learned about the –ing family! As a large group, we came up with 

rhyming words and sentences that belonged in this word family, and even 

added –ing to action words. This was a great way to recall the two parts of 

a sentence: a subject and an action. We took sentences such as “The dog 

barks” and changed them to “The dog is barking.” As always, we added this 

list to our word wall and encouraged the children to use it as a tool for 

more independent writing.
