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In short, our HMKMP program and
staff are committed to supporting
our community through their pet-
related challenges. The specific
needs we address change daily, but
below is a glimpse of what we do.

Recently:

We reunited five lost pets with four
different families.

We supported a senior woman in
laying her beloved cat to rest.

We secured shelter for a man and his
three large dogs during the winter
storm.

We helped to remove two animals
from unsafe situations.

On a daily basis, we:

Provide discounted wellness vetting vouchers through TLC, offering preventative care and protecting pets from
avoidable illness.

Collect and redistribute pet supplies and food to families in need.
Guide pet parents through the animal welfare system, connecting them with low-cost or free services.

Assist in securing fosters, funding, and other support for pets and families in need. We work hard to find creative
solutions!

Help cover basic vetting costs and crisis boarding when funding allows.
Assist with transportation and logistical challenges.
Share advice, information, and resources for all pet-related problems.

Our goal is simple:
To keep pets out of shelters, off the streets, and in their homes with their families where they belong!

We have had a lot of changes to the Community Cat Program recently and we wanted to share some updates.

| know you have been following TLC's quest to overcome the national veterinary shortage. We only have 1 actual
full time surgeon. Since we can't split her 3 ways and make her work 6 days a week, we have to use relief
veterinarians. These veterinarians are highly qualified but some are not as fast as others. TLC's primary concern
is for safety. All surgery must be completed with enough time to ensure all pets are awake and safe to go home.
We don't always know how fast a relief surgeon is so we have to limit the number of community cats to 10 per
day. We were getting between 30 and 40 per day. We just can't expect a vet to have a full schedule with 30
pets and be able to handle an additional 40 surgeries. It is not safe. In addition, the vet techs' jobs are very
physical. This position has a high burn out rate. It's just not reasonable to ask that of the staff.

Montgomery County Community Cat Program

The county has been a wonderful partner. We fulfilled the contract so there is no more funding at this time. We
are working with the county to get more funding. Due to the high demand we will be putting limits on the
number of animals a single person can bring in per month. Even though funding is gone, individuals can still
bring in community cats, but they will have to pay $78. Watch for program updates on our Facebook page.

The New Community Cat Rules



1. All community cats must have an appointment. No walk-ins will be accepted. You must schedule the
appointment under Community Cat/Feral Cat appointment or you will be charged full price.

2. Limit 2 cats per day per customer.

3. All cats must be in a live/humane traps - 1 cat per trap.

4. Community cats DO NOT receive a vet exam prior to surgery. They get a visual exam only.

5. All cats will be ear-tipped to signify to animal control the cat has been sterilized and received a rabies vaccine.

Cats receive spay/neuter surgery, a 24 hour NSAIDs injection for pain, rabies vaccination, FVRCP, and ear mite
treatment. The cost for this package is S78.

Quattro doesn't have any breed restrictions. Though we haven't tasted it, it is supposed to be tastier than
Trifexis. We are upgrading our clients from Trifexis to Credelio Quattro and increasing the broad spectrum
coverage for your pet while increasing the palatability of the product.

We want to remind everyone that mosquitoes cause heartworms. There are other ways you can help protect
against heartworms in addition to monthly heartworm prevention.

Eliminate standing water in your yard.

Use PET FRIENDLY mosquito repellents on your pet. Remember many human mosquito repellents are toxic to
pets!

Keep pets indoors during peak hours for mosquitoes - dusk and dawn.
