o Itisexpected that you will attend Wraparound Meetings if the child that you are working
with has a Wraparound Facilitator — if you cannot attend, please let the facilitator who sent
the invite know. Do not just ignore the invite.

e Being tardy to a high number of shifts or consistently calling out of shifts may result in a
write-up.
