Originally created as a private rescue, the Wolf Sanctuary of PA has grown into an 
educational facility. We are devoted to assuring the most comfortable and stimulating environments 
for our wolves. Here at Wolf Sanctuary of PA wolves and wolf hybrids are given back their dignity.

The Wolves of Speedwell hold a unique position as Ambassadors to the wild. It has been said that 
“the best wolf habitat resides in the human heart.” Perhaps it is also that the best habitat for our 
own wildness resides in the heart of the Wolf. The Sanctuary currently provides food, shelter and 
veterinary care for over forty Wolves with no government or corporate assistance. Only, by your 
continued support and interest do the Wolves thrive.

We love to hang out in the shade and boy do 
we love visitors. If it is really hot outside in the 
summertime I love to dunk my front paws straight 
into my fresh water buckets when the volunteers 
come to clean them and fill them with cool water. 
Then they have to fill them again, it’s the most fun 
game!

I am Lazarus. My mom’s name was Lucky and I 
was born in the same litter as Lincoln, Lucas, Levi, 
and Lenape. When I was really I got very sick with 
a respiratory infection and I had to be taken to 
the doctor. After I recovered I joined a new pack 
with Hope and Aries. Hope passed away some 
time ago, and now it is just me and Aries. Aries 
and I both love attention and food, especially 
deer meat!

I lived with a man who had no respect for any other, and I was in 
constant fear. I dreamed of a day when I would run free and to see my 
family again. My hope draining slowly as the days turned into months, then 
one day while I was hiding in a corner unable to open my month. There 
was some kind of contraption on it called a muzzle. Anyway I digress, I 
was listening intently to what my captors were saying about hiding me. 
Someone was coming to check the den and I could not be there when 
they arrived. Early in the morning the mate of the evil human wrapped me 
up and took me out of the den and into another.

tyha and sakima

Hello, my name is Tyha. I am a shy female timber 
wolf. I have learned so much since being here at 
the sanctuary.

We love 
to catch treats in the air during tours. I am very friendly 
because I used to live in Maryland with a very nice family, 
and sometimes they still come to volunteer or come for a 
tour to visit me. I’ve been told I have the most beautiful 
wolf eyes. Isn’t that just the nicest thing! Come visit me 
on a Public or a Private Tour.

Hi, my name’s Mika. I came from Virginia. I was so scared 
when I got to the sanctuary. I did not want anyone to 
touch me. They would come every day and sit in my house 
with me. No one forced me to do anything, they just 
sat with me. After awhile I got the Idea that I would sneak 
behind them and push them and run away, they did nothing 
but sit, no yelling at ne or anything! I started feeling like I 
was safe, and that maybe I was going to like it here. And 
you know what? Now I love it here, and I love to run over 
and say hello and get my belly rubbed by the volunteers. 
Always on my own terms, and that is how I like it. I love 
treats on tours and I just love raw meat dinner, especially 
deer meat! I live with my best friend Spirit in a large territory 
that we have all to ourselves. I have a big fluffy white coat 
that keeps me toasty in the winter and by summertime I 
shed it all right off as if I had a brand new haircut! That 
way I don’t get too hot on sunny summer days. I love play 
and goof around. Come see me on a Public or Private Tour and 
maybe you’ll catch me and Spirit goofing around together!
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big pack
I am Lenape. I am the smallest of the four brothers 
in the big pack, so it’s easy to tell me apart. 
I don’t like when the other wolves touch me, I 
would rather they just kept their distance. I’m a 
lower ranked member in the pack and sometimes I 
become a little bit too rowdy and get picked on by 
my Brother Levi. He’s not the boss of me! I love 
raw meat, of course, and I try my very best to get 
the tour guides to sneak around to the back of 
my enclosure and bring me secret treats while 
the rest of the pack isn’t looking! It doesn’t always 
work, but sometimes I find a nice juicy piece of 
meat that I can enjoy all to myself. Come visit 
me on a Public or a Private Tour.

I am Geronimo, and I am the Omega in the big pack. 
I am very shy during tour time, and won’t come 
down to the fence. Since my pack won’t always let 
me eat right away, I watch where they hide their food. 
Then, when they are sleeping, I sneak and sniff around 
to find it and have myself a delicious meal! I am very 
smart! Come visit me on a Public or a Private Tour.

I am Levi. I am the largest of the brothers. You tell 
me apart because my nose has a bit  grayer in it. I 
like to hang out with my brother Lincoln, so some 
of the volunteer say I seem to be something like a 
Beta Wolf. All I know is, I am a strong wolf and I 
like to make the others submit to me. I can jump 
higher than anyone for treats, wait until you see 
me! Come visit me on a Public or a Private Tour.

I am Lincoln. I love showing off! When you see 
me on the tour, you will see me sticking my paw 
through the fence to try and grab food from the 
volunteers. I like when people talk about me! I look 
a lot like my brothers but you can tell who I am 
when you visit because my tail is a bit shorter than 
theirs. Some of the volunteers call me an Alpha 
because I am the first to eat in my pack. I don’t 
always show all of the dominant traits, though, 
sometimes I let my brother Levi or our relative 
Frodo show dominance instead. Come see for 
yourself and tell me what you think!

I’m Sarge. Trinity is my sister. Sometimes I try 
to compete with her for the Alpha position in the 
pack, especially during breeding season. By the 
soring it becomes clear again that she is in charge, 
though. I am a little bit smaller in size, but I can be 
just as strong. I love when people come to visit for 
tours because sometimes I get treats! When I howl 
with my pack I make as much noise as possible to 
make it sound like there are dozens of us. Come 
visit me on Public or Private Tour.

I’m Frodo. I am a large silvery male wolf in the big 
pack. Many people love to take my picture as I am 
so majestic! I love and run with the younger wolves 
in my pack, especially Lincoln, Levi, and Lucas.

I am Lucas. I am very mischievous! I do not like 
cameras, well unless they are in my mouth, of 
course! Sometimes you can even see me pawing 
the ground like a bull. I have really awesome eyes, 
well, I think so, anyway! Something I am just a clown.

I am Trinity, and I am the Alpha female of the pack. 
You can usually find me running with my tail held 
high. I always like to see what is going on. I am 
very motherly and I love to make sure everyone is 
well groomed and cared for. But don’t be deceived. 
I am a very strong alpha when it comes to discipline.

I am Chomp. I was named for my partially missing 
ear. I lost the tip in a scuffle with one of my 
pack mates. It happens, what can I say. I am the 
Omega female in my pack. I love when people 
come to visit, it means I will be getting treats. 
The volunteers hand me a hot hog and I can 
chomp it right in the big pack and there is always 
something going on and I love to be a part of the 
action. Sometimes it gets me in trouble and I have to 
remember my place as the omega. We all have a role 
to play!

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cheyenne and loci
Hi there, my name’s Cheyenne. I 
came from a place called New York. 
I used to have lot of puppies back 
then but I never got to see any of 
them grow up, the humans would 
always take them away. I like my 
humans well enough but I didn’t 
know what it was like to be free, 
Once I was rescued and brought to 
the sanctuary everything changed. 
Now I have my very own territory 
and attention so tours are my favorite! 
Come visit us up on our beautiful hill 
on a Public or Private Tour!

Hi, I’m Loci. Like Thor, I am also blind. 
But that doesn’t stop me from anything. 
I definitely know my surroundings! I was 
rescued from Virginia. Now I live in 
my very own territory with my friend 
Cheyenne and she told me she was rescued 
too! I also have a GREAT sense of hearing 
and smell! I love when the volunteers 
come to give tours because they bring 
me treats and I listen very carefully when 
they toss me some meat so that when 
it hits the ground I know right where it 
is and I bolt over to it and scarf it right 
up! I also have a big pool that I like to 
splash and play in on hot days. Recently, 
I’ve been gaining a bit of my eyesight 
back, it’s not perfect yet but I’ve never 
seen a wolf wear glasses, have you? I 
get by perfectly fine with my nose and 
my ears.

Hi! I’m Shawnee! Oh boy am I excited to be here. I Used to 
live in a house with some humans who I loved a whole lot 
but I am a very big female wolf and I outgrew their human 
lifestyle.

I eat first along 
with my brother Dusty, and make the others 
wait their turn. I love raw meat! Come visit 
me on a Public or a Private Tour.

I especially love to take naps down in them when it 
gets very hot outside! I am very gentle when the volunteers 
feed me treats, and take them like a true lady. I hear them 
on the tours telling people that I was named after a very 
brave strong alpha who lived in the wild in a place they 
call Yellowstone.

I 
miss her very much and sometimes I howl for her. I 
like tours a lot because the visitors and volunteers 
keep me company, plus they give me lots of treats!

Donate. As a 501(c)(3) non-profit, we receive 
no federal, state, or grant funding of any kind, 
so we are incredibly grateful to all of our 
supporters for helping us to continue in our 
mission. Donations are tax-deductible and come 
with the added benefit of knowing you have 
helped better the lives of Speedwell’s wolves.

Our wolves require an average of 5 lbs of meat 
per wolf, per feeding! With over 40 wolves, that 
comes out to over 600 lbs of meat required… 
every week! Providing that much raw meat is not 
cheap, but you can help and lessen the burden. 
We accept raw (preferably frozen), uncooked 
meat; no seasonings and no pork please.
Some of their favorites are beef, chicken, 
salmon, and their absolute favorite: VENISON! 
We also accept all-beef raw hot dogs and 
hamburgers. Call or email to setup a time to 
drop off your meat donation, or bring it with 
you when you visit for a tour!
