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might think that the Christmas season has been
around for at least a month already. For the
church, however, Christmas as a season doesn’t
even start until Christmas day, and then it only
lasts for 12 days. It seems like a lot of work to
decorate and prepare for only 12 days at the
| end of December. But that’s what Advent is
about; Advent is a season of preparation. It’s a
time to get ready to experience Christ afresh.

But a season of preparation is hard to explain to people. It sounds like work
to some, and then you must explain what you are preparing for. You could explain
we are getting ready for Christmas as a festive season or clarify the meaning of the
birth of Jesus, but that would soon start to feel like becoming an evangelist
(nothing wrong with that).

| like the words of the prophet Jeremiah when | think of the advent season.

The days are surely coming, says the Lord, when | will fulfill the
promise | made to the house of Israel and the house of Judah.
(Jeremiah 33:14 NRSVU)

We are preparing for God’s promise to be fulfilled. We are preparing to meet
the person who will fulfill those promises. Remember that as you prepare yourself
and your loved ones for Christmas. Remember the promises that are in Jesus.

So, till then, I will wish you a happy advent. Or better yet, may your Advent
be filled with joyful anticipation. (It may not roll off the tongue, but we can work
on that).
