I am a sucker for New Year’s resolutions. And every year, I pick my resolutions in threes. 

Two have hung around for a long time. I pledge to eat nutritiously and exercise intentional-
ly, more than just taking the garbage to the end of the driveway once a week. For my third resolution, though, I 
go deeper — beyond working on my outside — and choose something to transform my inside. 
 

Yet reflecting on 2021 and, frankly, all other years, I realize I have missed so much. It’s like life is a movie, and 
I’m just a prop in the corner, an extra at best, mostly hanging in the back lot. I don’t take enough time for     
people. Instead, I’m just playing a scripted role with lines that rarely change. 
 

“Hi, how are you?”   “Fine. And you?”   “Fine.”   “Have a good day.” 
 

Why am I asking a question if I don’t want to hear the answer? Maybe it’s because the answer might take too 
much of my very valuable and extremely limited time.
