ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

BULLSEYE ROAD MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION

The undersigned, acting as incorporator of a corporation under the provisions of the Washington Non-Profit Corporation Act, adopts the following Articles of Incorporation for such corporation:

ARTICLE I
The name of the corporation shall be BULLSEYE ROAD MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION.

ARTICLE II
The duration of the corporation shall be perpetual.

ARTICLE III
The purpose or purposes for which this corporation is formed is to own, improve and maintain a roadway to be known as Larson Lane NW described on Exhibit A attached hereto, together with such other roadways in the general vicinity of the Exhibit A road as the Board of Directors may decide to own, improve and maintain following receipt of commitments from owners of lots benefited by such roadways to bear the entire cost of improvement or maintenance of such additional roadways.

ARTICLE IV
a.  Each member of the Bullseye Road Maintenance and Improvement Association shall, at the time of admittance to membership in the corporation, execute an agreement in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B obligating such member to participate in the improvement and maintenance of the Exhibit A Larson Lane NW and of any additional particular section of roadway as specified in such agreement.  The Agreement shall create an obligation running with the land described in such agreement and shall obligate the member to pay assessments for the road improvement and maintenance as specified herein.  All members shall pay $150.00 per year.

b.  Assessments necessary for specific projects and regular periodic dues to create funds for normal anticipated maintenance may be established only by two-thirds vote of the membership.  Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary, each unit of membership shall be assessed $150.00 per year for the improvement of Larson Lane NW until such road has been developed and improved as a paved road to Kitsap County standards.  The directors shall determine and supervise the expenditures for such improvements and shall give notice to each property owner of the dues and/or assessments to be paid by such property owner.  All dues and/or assessments shall be paid within 30 days of the date due.  Interest shall accrue on all past due sums at the rate of 12% per annum.  The corporation shall be entitled to an award of reasonable attorney’s fees incurred in the collection of any dues or assessments.  The corporation shall be entitled to a lien on any property subject to dues or assessments which may be enforced in the manner provided by law of the State of Washington for the enforcement of a real estate mortgage.  The corporation may, but shall not be required to file notice in the form attached here to as Exhibit C of any unpaid dues or assessments affecting any member property.

c.  The cost of ownership improvement or maintenance of each section of roadway to be improved or maintained by the corporation shall be separately accounted for.  The cost of such ownership improvement or maintenance of each such section of roadway shall be borne in equal shares by the members who have agreed to be responsible for improvement and maintenance of such section of roadway.  Each person or entity owning any parcel or parcels shall have one undivided interest in maintenance of such section of road unless such person or entity owns more than one house served by such section of roadway in which case such person or entity shall be allocated one extra undivided interest for each house in excess of one.

d.  The repairs and maintenance to be undertaken and performed with respect to roads subject to the agreement shall include the following and only the following, except that:  1) the per year dues, as established in subparagraph b) above, for the improvement and maintenance of Larson Lane may be utilized to improve all or portions of such road to a paved road meeting Kitsap County standards; and 2) additional improvements or maintenance to any roadway improved or maintained by the corporation may be specified with respect to any section of the roadway to be improved or maintained by the corporation if, prior to the time, improvement or maintenance of such roadway is undertaken by the Board of Directors, two-thirds of the persons or entities committing to bear the cost of such improvements or maintenance commit to bear the cost of addition improvements or maintenance:

The filling of chuckholes, grading and maintenance of the surface in the condition as the easement area exists at the time the corporation commences improvement or maintenance; provided that the corporation shall construct six turnouts on the Exhibit A road approximately 1,000 feet apart.  Any additional repairs or maintenance deemed necessary or advisable, but not included in the maintenance and repairs specified above, shall not be undertaken except with the express written consent of two-thirds of the parties sharing the expense of such portion of road and after cost statement showing in writing of their proportionate share of financial liability for costs of maintenance.

ARTICLE V
The Board of Directors of the corporation may authorize the officers of the corporation to grant easements across or over roadways owned by the corporation provided that persons receiving such easements must sign a written agreement to participate in the cost of maintenance and improvement of the road or roads subject to such easement to an extent deemed reasonable by the Board of Directors.

Any change in the number of directors of the corporation shall be made as provided in the Bylaws.  Terms of office, manner of election, time and place of meeting and powers and duties of the directors shall be prescribed by the Bylaws.

ARTICLE IX
The authority to make the Bylaws for the corporation is hereby vested in the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE XI
Any director may be removed from office by a majority vote of the Board of Directors at a special or regular meeting of the directors.  Such meeting of the directors shall be preceded by ten (10) days written notice to all the directors stating the reason or reasons for the proposed removal.

If a director is absent from three (3) meetings of the Board of Directors in any one year without reasonable excuse, then the president may, during the course of the third such meeting, instruct the secretary to notify said director that he or she has missed three meetings.  If the said director does not attend the next regular meeting of the directors, then in such event, the directors may consider said director to have tendered his or her resignation and may, if they desire, accept the same.
