6. Jesus - The Savior Of The World

Sirs, what must I do to be saved? So they said, “Believe on the LORD JESUS
CHRIST, and you will be saved, (Acts 16:30-31 NKJV)

Lord Jesus Christ (One Person — One Name — Three significant components
...three things you must believe about Jesus)

For the wages of sin is death, but the FREE GIFT of God is eternal life in Christ
Jesus our Lord. (Romans 6:23 ESV)

Same three-component name in reverse order - Christ Jesus our Lord (One Person
— One Name — Three significant components ...three things you must believe about
Jesus)

1. Christ: You MUST believe that Jesus is The Christ, The Son of God.
2. Jesus: You MUST Believe That Jesus is THE Savior of the World.

And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be THE Saviour of
the world. (1 John 4:14 KJV)

And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will
SAVE His people from their sins. (Matthew 1:21 NKJV)

let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus
Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him
this man stands here before you whole....NOR IS THERE SALVATION IN ANY
OTHER, for there is NO OTHER NAME under heaven given among men by
which we must be saved. ” (Acts 4:10, 12 NKJV)

[for God has provided the world NO ALTERNATIVE for salvation]. (Acts 4:12
AMP)

Jesus said to him, “I am THE WAY, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the
Father EXCEPT THROUGH ME.” (John 14:6 NKJV)

You cannot believe that Jesus is the Son of God (or even a good man) if you
believe He is a liar; and if He is not the only way to God, then He lied because
He said He is the only way.



If you believe there are other ways to God, then you do not believe that Jesus is
THE Savior.

and everyone who lives and believes in Me [as Savior] will never die. (John 11:26
AMP)

For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world
through him might be saved. (John 3:17 KJV)

This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into
the world TO SAVE SINNERS; (1 Timothy 1:15 KJV)
