• NY Cruelty-Free Cosmetics Act: Prohibits 

the sale of cosmetics in NYS that have been 

tested on animals after Jan 1, 2023 

• Ireland, Latvia, and Malta have banned fur 

farming. 

• Governor Hochul signed a bill that 

mandates that 30% of NYS land and water 

be protected by 2030.  The bill emphasizes 

restoration of biodiversity, climate 

resiliency as well as expanded access to 

nature for all. 

• FDA Modernization Act: Ends the 84-year-

old animal testing mandate for experimental 

drugs.
