July 16, 2025, at 6:00 p.m.

1. Pledge of Allegiance
2. Call to Order: Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chairman Smith.
3. Roll Call:
a. Planning and Zoning Members Present: Chairman Smith, Co-Chairman Riehl, Commissioner Bachamp, Secretary Hartley, Commissioner McCurdy, Commissioner Burke, Commissioner Dixon
b. Planning and Zoning Members Absent: Commissioner Lefholz and Commissioner Jaouni. 
c. City Staff Present: Alderwoman Wortham, Alderman Thomas, Mayor Cannon, City Clerk Elsa Smith-Fernandez, and Police Chief Doyle.
4. Approval of Agenda: Commissioner Burke made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Commissioner McCurdy. All ayes, motion passed. 
5. Approval of Minutes from June 18, 2025: Commissioner Bachamp made a motion to approve the meeting minutes from June 18, 2025, seconded by Co-Chairman Riehl. All ayes, motion passed. 
6. Citizen Comments: There was no citizen comments made at this time. Citizens present were MaryLou Rainwater, Gary Lively, Tammy Marcum, and Josh Hartley. 
7. New Business:
a. Proposed changes to Zoning Ordinance: John Brancaglione from PGAV Planners has submitted some verbiage changes to some zoning ordinances. These changes are for clarification purposes only. The proposed verbiage changes are referencing the following pages and items: Page 10 under Story Section Item 1, Page 15 Item 4, Page 15 Section 415.090 Item B Number 1, Page 26 PDR added Section F Items 1 and 2, Page 28 PDI an intro paragraph was added, Page 37 Recreation Matrix added Athletic Field, Page 43 Item 1 added C1, C2 and I, page 43 Items 2, 3 and 5 added numerical values to descriptions, Page 46 Section 415.160 manufactured homes were added to items A,B, and C. (These changes would require a public hearing date. PUBLIC HEARING DATE WAS SCHEDULED FOR AUGUST 20, 2025, AT 5:30 P.M. 
b. Proposed Changes to Adult Business: John Brancaglione from PGAV Planners has submitted some suggested verbiage changes to Adult Business Codes. These changes are for clarification purposes only. The proposed changes reference the following pages and items: Page 3 adding an adult photography and film paragraph, Page 4 Sections labeled Location and Manager, Page 9 Section 615.060 changing 1200 feet to 1000 feet, Page 10 Adding Section L, Page 18 Standards of Conduct Paragraph A, Page 21 Section H and Item 7 both had some wording changes. 
c. Set Public Hearing Date: Public hearing was set for August 20, 2025, at 5:30 p.m. with Planning and Zoning regular monthly meeting to follow at 6:00 p.m.
d. Resignations:
i. Commissioner Elisa Jaouni: submitted a request to resign immediately. There was a vote taken to accept her resignation with all Commissioners voting in favor. 
ii. Chairman Don Smith: submitted a request to resign effective July 31, 2025. There was a vote taken to accept his resignation with all Commissioners voting in favor. 
e. Election of New Chairman: Co-Chairman Riehl was voted to step up to Chairman Position. A roll call vote was taken with the following responses: Commissioner Burke: yes; Commissioner McCurdy: yes; Commissioner Dixon: Yes; Commissioner Bachamp: yes; Commissioner Smith: yes; Secretary Hartley: Yes. Vote Passed 6-0.
f. Election of New Co-Chairman: Commissioner McCurdy was voted to step up to Co-Chairman position. A Roll call vote was taken with the following responses: Commissioner Burke: yes; Commissioner Riehl: yes; Commissioner Smith: yes, Commissioner Dixon: yes; Commissioner Bachamp: yes, Secretary Hartley: yes. Vote Passed 6-0.
8. Previous Business: Since Planning and Zoning lost two more members we are needing more members to join. We are currently at our minimum limit of members. Due to City Ordinance limiting the number of members allowed from one area we cannot accept any new members from the Heritage Hills Subdivision at this time.  
9. New Business: Elsa has created a Site Plan Checklist and Application that will be beneficial in making sure all new businesses or property owners know the process and what will be required of them before coming to the Planning and Zoning Commission seeking approvals. Brad Hedding, a Truesdale Resident, wanted to take a moment to thank all the Commissioners of Planning and Zoning for everything that they do.

11. Adjourn: Commissioner Bachamp made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner McCurdy. Motion passed, meeting adjourned at 6:34 p.m.
