REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING
10/08/2025


The Truesdale Board of Aldermen held a Board of Aldermen Meeting on Wednesday, October 08, 2025, 5:30 p.m. at the Truesdale City Hall located at 109 Pinckney Street, Truesdale, MO 63380. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Mayor Cannon Called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm. A roll call was taken Alderwoman Hartley-absent, Alderman Brooks-present and Alderman Thomas -absent, and Alderwoman Wortham- present. Elsa reported that there was a quorum present. Those attending on behalf of the City of Truesdale were Mayor Jerry Cannon, Water Department Steve Harlan, Building and Grounds Maintenance Joe Beckering, City Attorney Amber Bargen, Treasurer Missy Bachamp and City Manager/City Clerk Elsa Smith-Fernandez. The Citizens in attendance were Kevin McCurdy (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning), John Choinka (Choinka Municipal Services), Amanda Lefholz and Korey Drake (Freedom Pipeworks), Kelly Riehl (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning), Alfred and Gale Wheeler (Truesdale Residents), Tammy Markham (Truesdale Residents), Eric and Katie Lewis (Lewis Family Garage) and William Carroll (Warren County Record). 

Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the agenda, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Alderman Thoams made the motion to approve the consent agenda, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Citizens Participation: 
There were no comments from the citizens

Comments from the Mayor:
Mayor Cannon reported that last Saturday Fill the Bus was for Rebecca Boone and Blackhawk Middle school.  Although, turnout was low it was a successful event. The supplies filled the back of Missy’s Truck.  Mayor Cannon thanked the community for supporting it.

Reports from Departments:
City Engineer:
John Choinka has sent out the spreadsheet of the new permits from the last meeting. 

Public Works:
Steve reported that it has been a busy couple of weeks with school, and only two more months of that, the conference. Steve reported that three or four new families have already moved in the new subdivision.  Steve provided the Well Inspection reports for both wells.  He is currently waiting for a date on the new paint job for the wells. Steve informed the Board that Scott started work and he is doing a great job and asking a lot of questions.  There have been several meters installed, bleach delivered and there were compliments that the mowing at Heritage Hills looked great and Steve told Joe about it. 

Joe informed the Board that he had replaced the bulbs in the snowflakes that are going to be placed on the poles, he did have to order more bulbs to finish up.  Joe stated that they did have 26 tons of salt delivered. Joe asked the Board to let him know what bushes they would like in front of City Hall.  Joe replaced the GIF outlets at the pavilion with metal covers versus plastic.  Elsa asked if there could be an approval up to a certain amount for the landscaping at city hall.  Elsa provided some pictures for the Board to see. Joe said that he would work with Steven from Green Gardens to help maintain the new landscaping. Alderman Thomas approved the amount of up to $1,500.00 for the landscaping around city hall, second by Alderman Brooks. A roll call vote was taken, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderman Brooks-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, and Alderwoman Hartley-Absent. Motion passed with a 3 yes/1 absent vote. 

Alderman Thomas stated that the handicap tables will need to be replaced or repaired at the park. 

City Attorney: 
Attorney Bargen stated that there was nothing to report at this time. 

Chief Doyle:  
Chief Doyle was not in attendance, but requested approval to purchase a computer for the Police Department as the computer they currently have is not compatible with the Windows 11 upgrades.  The IT guy has one for sale for $800.00 and a brand new one would cost about $1,000.00.  Mayor Cannon stated that the computer that Chief Doyle needs it is necessary to have certain protections on the computer and the IT guy is familiar with the computer. Alderman made the motion for the purchase of  a computer for the Police Department, second by Alderwoman Wortham. Motion passed with 3 ayes/1 absent. 

City Treasurer: 
Missy Bachamp stated that tomorrow the Auditor will be in tomorrow for the yearly financial audit, and the Shop with a Cop account has been set up.     

City Manager/City Clerk:
Elsa explained that with hosting the luncheon for the Eastern Division of the Missouri City Clerks and Finance Officers Association, it is up to the hosting city to take care of the catering and then get reimbursed for the cost. Elsa stated that currently there is a budget of $800.00 to book the catering and asked the Board if they were okay with that. There were no objections. 

Planning and Zoning:
Elsa stated that the Planning and Zoning meeting was rescheduled from October 15, 2025, to October 29, 2025, to allow for a public meeting held on October 23, 2025, at 5:30 pm. Regarding Truesdale Storage.  

Board of Adjustment:
The next meeting will be March 23, 2026, at 6:00 pm unless they need to meet sooner. 

Reports from various committees:
1. TAC Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that the next meeting is November
Mayor Cannon and Alderman Thoms spoke about the Railroad considering closing three crossings in Warren County with one being in Truesdale. Alderman Thomas expressed that there is no interest on the City’s behalf of closing the crossing in Truesdale.
2. Chamber Board Meeting: Alderwoman Wortham reported that the next meeting is October 15, 2025
3. University Extension Center Meeting: Alderman Brooks was unable to attend the meeting, the next meeting will be October 15, 2025
4. Greater Warren County EDC Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that their next meeting is on the 28th and will be at the St. Charles Community College Training Center. 
5. Boonslick Regional Planning Commission Meeting: Alderman Thomas is waiting to find out when the executive meeting will be.

At 6:28 pm Alderman Thomas made the motion to end the close session and return to open session, seconded by Alderman Brooks. A roll call vote was taken, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, Alderman Brooks-yes, and Alderwoman Hartley-Absent. Motion passed with 3 yes/1 absent vote.

Alderman Thomas made the motion to not hold Board of Aldermen Meetings on November 26, 2025 and December 24, 2025 due to the holidays, second by Alderwoman Wortham. A roll call vote was taken, Alderman Brooks-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, Alderwoman Hartley-absent. Motion passed with a 3 yes/1 absent vote. 

With nothing else to discuss Alderman Thomas made a motion to adjourn the meeting second by Alderman Brooks. All where in favor, meeting adjourned at 6:32 pm.
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
