TRUESDALE BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING
09/24/2025


The Truesdale Board of Aldermen held a Board of Aldermen Meeting on Wednesday, September 24, 2025, 5:30 p.m. at the Truesdale City Hall located at 109 Pinckney Street, Truesdale, MO 63380. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Mayor Cannon Called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm. A roll call was taken Alderwoman Hartley-present, Alderman Brooks-present and Alderman Thomas -absent, and Alderwoman Wortham- present. Elsa reported that there was a quorum present. Those attending on behalf of the City of Truesdale were Mayor Jerry Cannon, Water Department Steve Harlan, City Attorney Amber Bargen, Chief Doyle, Treasurer Missy Bachamp and City Manager/City Clerk Elsa Smith-Fernandez. The Citizens in attendance were Kevin McCurdy (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning), and John Choinka (Choinka Municipal Services), Jack Dixon (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning), Kelly Riehl (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning) and Andy Beck (Bax Engineering) and William Carroll (Warren County Record). 

Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the agenda, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Alderman Thoams made the motion to approve the consent agenda, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Citizens Participation: 
There were no comments from the citizens

Comments from the Mayor:
Mayor Cannon reported that fifty-four people from Warren and Montgomery Counties got a bus to tour the Meta Data Center in Altoona, IA. The group had many questions and were seeking answers. Mayor Cannon stated that the tour was informative, and the center had been there about twelve years and the facility has been operational for about 10 years. The Mayor of Altoona addressed the group and talked about the challenges and the good that came from the Data Center.  The Mayor of Altoona stated that he had seen major positive impact economically, donations to the school districts, and job creation.  Mayor Cannon stated that they took a tour of the facility, and it is very large.  One concern has been noise level and it was stated that the group could hear crickets (there was no noise level), another concern was the water usage and the facility, it was stated that the facility only uses water to cool the system when it is 90 degrees or above, they use more water to irrigate their lawn than for the cooling of the system. Another concern that was addressed was the power usage, and there have never been any complaints about the power grid, and there is a substation on the facility. They are even considering putting a small nuclear option there. 

Mayor Cannon informed the Board that he attended the MoDot meeting about Stracks Church and the issues that have been happening on the Highway.  Mayor Cannon stated that there were some challenging questions for MoDot. He stated that one item that was discussed was that Clarkson was a great part of our community, and that emergency personnel were thankful for Clarkson assisting and addressing the problems.  It was stated by MoDot that Warren County had been getting the Cadillac treatment, and that comment had raised eyebrows.  MoDot did try to remedy the issues on the interstate.  There will be another meeting soon about winter weather. 

Mayor Cannon reported that Joe Beckering had received a bid from Green Garden for $1,046.00 for landscaping around City Hall.  Mayor Cannon stated that whatever we do we need to dress up the city hall. There was no action taken at this time. 

Mayor Cannon reported that Good Neighbor Week is September 28th to October 4th, and that he would like to acknowledge some Good Neighbors with certificates at the October 8th meeting. 

Mayor Cannon reminded everyone that the Fill the Bus is on October 4th and invited everyone out. 

Comments from the Board:
Alderman Thomas expressed a concern about someone riding a minibike on Austin Drive and the rider is speeding through the neighborhood and it is dangerous for the driver, other vehicles and little kids on bicycles.  Alderman Thomas asked the Police Department to keep an eye on that. 

Reports from Departments:
City Engineer:
John Choinka has sent out the spreadsheet of the new permits from the last meeting. John reported that he and Steve have been working together with McBride in Boone Ridge Manor. McBride asked about the release of the escrow for Boone Ridge Manor, John stated that the agreement was not entered into until January of 2025 so that escrow would not be eligible for release until January of 2026 after inspections.  John informed that Elkhorn Ridge has been marked up in early spring of this past year on McBride’s portion, and nothing has been repaired and concrete needs to be replaced so at this point McBride will be responsible for plowing the streets in Elkhorn Ridge. 

Elsa asked if Steve was able to look at the crack in the street that was collecting water in Elkhorn Ridge, Steve stated that he did and that it is on the McBride side and the collection of water is due to watering grass. 

Alderman Brooks asked about the drainage from Boone Manor onto the cemetery property, John stated he mentioned it to Jack. Mayor Cannon stated that he spoke with Mr. Heggeman and Mr. Heggeman stated that it hasn’t been a problem so they must have fixed it. 

Public Works:
Steve reported that there had been a few issues at the new lift station, and they said that as many houses that are in Elkhorn Ridge they are fine tuning it.  Steve reported that part time water laborer Scott had started today, and he assisted in the water reads. Mayor Cannon stated that Scott learned a lot.  Steve stated that they have been busy with turning services on and off and doing inspections.  

Steve informed the Board that he would be attending a conference on Wednesday and Thursday. 
Mayor Cannon reported that Joe stated that 421 and 423 Sandra’s yard had been sodded. 

City Attorney: 
Attorney Bargen stated that on the prosecutor side that some old cases are being cleaned out. 

Chief Doyle:  
Chief Doyle reported that they are about to finish up their double range day, all officers will be requalified for a year. 
Chief Doyle stated that Drug Take Back will be October 25th from 10 am to 2 pm, and that the Trunk or Treat will be that evening also. 
Chief Doyle requested approval to purchase armor carriers and helmets for full-time officers utilizing the Public Safety Tax, he can get them at a discounted rate.  San Diego PD Swat did not like the color of the equipment; it is First Spear brand and $4,400.00.  Alderman Thomas asked if they were fitted, Chief Doyle stated that yes they are, there is a cummerbund that is interchangeable if there was a change in officer. Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the purchase of armor carriers and helmets for the Truesdale Police Department for $4,400.00 utilizing the Public Safety account, seconded by Alderman Brooks. A roll call vote was taken, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderwoman Hartley-yes, Alderman Brooks-yes and Alderman Thomas-yes. Mayor Cannon stated that a good leader leads by example makes sure that his department has to tools they need to be successful with their job and we are blessed to have Sergeant Kelly and School Resource Officer Taylor.  Chief Doyle stated that they received a donation for plates and carriers for the part time officers as well. 

City Treasurer: 
Missy Bachamp stated that we are getting ready to open up the Shop with a Cop account.    

City Manager/City Clerk:
Elsa requested approval to pay the invoice from Boonslick Regional Planning Commission for the grant writing services and the submission of the CDBG grant in the amount of $2,000.00. This is for the Smith Street Phase 2 Improvement Project. Alderman Thomas made the motion to pay Invoice#45917 in the amount of $2,000.00 for the grant writing services and submission of the CDBG Grant for Smith Street Phase 2 Improvement project, second by Alderwoman Wortham. A roll call vote was taken, Alderman Brooks-yes, Alderwoman Hartley-yes, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, and Alderman Thomas-yes. Motion passed with a 4 yes/0 no vote. Elsa reported that she had spoke with Teresa from BRPC at the conference and there were over ninety applicants and that CDBG does not have the funds yet so they are not sure exactly what kind of funds would be contributed but that the city had a very strong application especially since we had already invested in the project of Phase 1.

Planning and Zoning:
Elsa stated that at the last meeting the record plat submitted by Truesdale Investment Group for 1402 East Veterans Memorial Parkway had been approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission. The next meeting is scheduled for October 15, 2025 at 6:00 pm. 

Board of Adjustment:
Mayor Cannon reported that the Board of Adjustment met on September 22, 2025, at 6:00 pm for a total of six minutes.  The next meeting will be March 23, 2026, at 6:00 pm unless they need to meet sooner. 

Reports from various committees:
1. TAC Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that the next meeting is November
2. Chamber Board Meeting: Alderwoman Wortham reported that the next meeting is October 8,2025
3. University Extension Center Meeting: Alderman Brooks was unable to attend the meeting, the next meeting will be October 15, 2025
4. Greater Warren County EDC Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that their next meeting is next week Tuesday and will be one of their Cocktails and Conversations in Wright City. 
5. Boonslick Regional Planning Commission Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that is was a discussion with DNR and there are a lot of grant opportunities.  Alderman Thomas specifically spoke about sidewalk grants, Elsa stated that she would check into that.

A roll call vote was taken, Alderman Thomas-yes, Alderwoman Hartley-yes, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderman Brooks- yes. Motion Carried with a 4 yes/0 no vote. 

Previous Business: 
Elsa informed the Board that the city hall crew has been working on the Truesdale Community Christmas and has purchased three sets of four Polar Express Tickets in the amount of $339.84 and Rudolf the Red-Nosed Reindeer Decorations from Lowes in the Amount of $805.00.

At 7:09 pm Alderman Thomas made the motion to end the close session and return to open session, seconded by Alderman Brooks. A roll call vote was taken, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, Alderman Brooks-yes, and Alderwoman Hartley-yes. Motion passed with 4 yes/0 no vote. 
With nothing else to discuss Alderman Thomas made a motion to adjourn the meeting second by Alderwoman Brooks. All where in favor, meeting adjourned at 7:11 pm.
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
