TRUESDALE BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING
10/22/2025

The Truesdale Board of Aldermen held a Board of Aldermen Meeting on Wednesday, October 22, 2025, 5:30 p.m. at the Truesdale City Hall located at 109 Pinckney Street, Truesdale, MO 63380. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Mayor Cannon Called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm. A roll call was taken Alderman Thomas-present, Alderman Brooks-present and Alderwoman Hartley-present, and Alderwoman Hartley- present. Elsa reported that there was a quorum present. Those attending on behalf of the City of Truesdale were Mayor Jerry Cannon, Water Department Steve Harlan, Building and Grounds Maintenance Joe Beckering, City Attorney Amber Bargen, Chief of Police Casey Doyle, Treasurer Missy Bachamp and City Manager/City Clerk Elsa Smith-Fernandez. The Citizens in attendance were Kevin McCurdy (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning), John Choinka (Choinka Municipal Services, Kelly Riehl (Truesdale Resident, Planning and Zoning), Evan Costello (Tri-County Agency) and William Carroll (Warren County Record). 

Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the agenda, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 4 ayes.
Alderman Thoams made the motion to approve the consent agenda, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Citizens Participation: 
Evan Costello with Tri County Agency attended the meeting for the Renewal of the General Liability and Personal Property Insurance.  Mr. Costello presented this year’s premium versus last year and stated that most of the increase is due to adding a truck to the policy, he stated that there have been some changes to the Inland Marine Schedule and that there was a drone added also. Mr. Costello stated that in the area storms have been mild for the last couple of years, and there has not been any drops in coverages and no rises in deductibles. Alderman Brooks asked if Chief adds equipment if that would be grandfathered in. Mr. Costello stated that everything is listed with a line item and serial number and is maintained throughout the year and is kind of a revolving door.  Alderman Thomas confirmed that rate fluctuates yearly, and Mr. Costello stated that for example if a truck was added to the insurance than the rate would be subject to change.  Alderman Thomas made the motion to pay Tri County Agency for the renewal of the Start General Liability and Personal Property insurance coverage in the amount of $67,854.00, second by Alderman Brooks. A roll call vote was taken, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderwoman Hartley-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, and Alderman Brooks-yes. Motion passed with a 4 yes/0 no vote. 

Comments from the Mayor:
Mayor Cannon stated that it has been a very busy couple weeks, meeting at the county level, there have been three meetings in the last two weeks mainly in regard to Interstate 70 and included items like a county comprehensive plan and that he will be serving on that board to represent Truesdale. 

Mayor Cannon gave out a handout on winter weather preparation and gave a report from a meeting held by MoDot.  MoDot budgeted $64 million for the winter weather and they are shorthanded; there are only seven employees in the area and that they were budgeted for sixteen. It was stated that Interstate 70, Highway 64, and Highway 47 would be priorities and that other letter highways and service roads would not be a priority.  Mayor Cannon stated that they were only going to salt on curves and hills, and that two plow trucks will be side by side in the construction area. Mayor Cannon reported that they are planning on opening construction crossings in the event of an emergency and the possibility of placing porta potties by the highway in case of back up.  Mayor Cannon stated that Wright City came up with a rescue type of plan to help get people off the highway.  Mayor Cannon talked about the need to plow letter and service roads and that municipalities agree we need to help and that MoDot will get a contract from the state to possibly contract the municipalities to help.  Mayor Cannon discussed some needs for public works, the need to order extra salt, flashing lights for one of the trucks, and emergency kits for the trucks. Mayor Cannon stated that there was another MoDot meeting on November 11, 2025.  Alderman Brooks and Alderman Thomas discussed that Wright City is providing a warming shelter, and that MaryLou Center will be utilized for emergency situations also. 

Mayor Cannon gave a report on Countryside Mobile Home Park streets. He stated three bids have been received and if the city decides to move forward then a formal bid process would need to be followed and that he has a meeting with Mr. Keeven next week. 

Mayor Cannon informed the Board that Clarkson Construction contacted him and wants to donate and volunteer to Truesdale Community Christmas and Shop with a Cop.  

Mayor Cannon reminded everyone that there is only one meeting in November and one meeting in December. 

Comments from the Board:
Alderman Thomas invited everyone to the Heritage Hills for their Halloween festivities.  Mayor Cannon complimented the subdivision on how they celebrate Halloween.  

Reports from Departments:
City Engineer:
John Choinka has sent out the spreadsheet of the new permits from the last meeting. 
Mayor Cannon talked about how beneficial the city staff meetings are and expressed appreciation for Mr. Choinka attended those meetings. 

Public Works:
Steve reported Flynn Drilling came by and tested both wells and there’s very little change since last year and that he actually has a little more water this year but everything looks good.  

Steve stated that the city has pipes that have been just sitting on the property and not being utilized, Steve was planning on scraping the pipes at some point.  Mike Leavy inquired about the possibility of purchasing the pipes. Steve stated that he would check with scrap yard to see what scrap is going for this day. 
Joe reported that had changed the bulbs on every snowflake that gets hung on the electric poles. 
Joe talked about going through the lights for the park this week and that they have built shelves at the MaryLou Center. 

Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the Oakley invoice in the amount of $2,045.60, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 4 ayes and 0 nays.

Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the invoice from Roger Bush Trucking, LLC in the amount of $357.98, second by Alderman Brooks. Motion passed with 4 ayes and 0 nays.  

City Attorney: 
Attorney Bargen informed the Board of Aldermen that the Missouri Public Defenders office won’t accept referrals from Municipal charges and generally they are not intitled to a public defender, but the exception is when the individual is subject to jail time and could be costly to the city.  Attorney Bargen stated that she had been speaking with Chief Doyle and they have some good ideas that line up with what the Judge was seeming like would be good as well. 

Chief Doyle:  
Chief Doyle stated that the Drug Take Back will be held this weekend and that there are two officers staffed at Gastorf for the Trunk or Treat. 

Chief Doyle spoke to the Board about a project that the Truesdale Police Department has been working on with the Wright City agency, it is a warrant team. It’s a group of dedicated officers that will train and equip and work together in the event that there is a search warrant or high-risk arrest. This project has come to fruition and there is a training coming up and Chief Doyle stated that he would like to hear what the Board thought about the Truesdale Police Department participation. A MOU has been provided for the Board of Aldermen to review.  Chief Doyle went into detail about the group, stating that this is a group that trains together this agreement will solidify a mandated training schedule for the group, and that each agency supplies its own officers with their own equipment.  

City Treasurer: 
Missy Bachamp stated that she finished unclaimed property today. 

City Manager/City Clerk:
Elsa requested approval to pay the invoice from Utility Services in the amount of $6,902.07 for the semi-annual inspection of Well#1. Alderman Thomas made the motion approve paying the invoice from Utility Services in the amount of $6,902.07 second by Alderwoman Hartley.  A roll call was taken, Alderwoman Wortham-yes, Alderman Brooks-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, and Alderwoman Hartley-yes. Motion passed with a 4 yes/0 no vote. 

Elsa reported that she did get a request for renewal from Blue Valley Public Safety for the outdoor siren maintenance agreement in the amount of $936.00. Alderman Thomas made the motion to approve the payment of $936.00 to Blue Valley Public Safety, second by Alderwoman Hartley.  A roll call vote was taken, Alderman Brooks-yes, Alderman Thomas-yes, Alderwoman Hartley-yes., Alderwoman Wortham-yes. Motion passed with a 4 yes/0 no vote. 

Elsa gave updates as follows:
Judy Mattox with Feeding on Faith stated that they had served meals to 65 people at their last community meal. 
Elsa informed the Board of Aldermen that there is a deadline to send out letters to residents who have unknown or known lead pipes, and that it is an EPA requirement. The deadline is December 31, 2025. The complete submission of the lead and copper is November 1, 2027. 
Elsa gave some election information and stated that there would be an ordinance for declaring an election in April of 2026. 
Elsa reminded the Board of Aldermen that the City of Truesdale hosted the Missouri City Clerks and Finance Officers Associations Luncheon on October 16th and stated there was approximately 30 people there. 

Planning and Zoning:
Elsa stated that the Planning and Zoning meeting was rescheduled from October 15, 2025, to October 29, 2025, to allow for a public meeting held on October 23, 2025, at 5:30 pm. Regarding Truesdale Storage.  

Elsa informed the Board of Aldermen that she invited Christen Hardin with PGAV Planners to the next meeting. 

Board of Adjustment:
The next meeting will be March 23, 2026, at 6:00 pm unless they need to meet sooner. 

Reports from various committees:
1. TAC Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that the next meeting will be next month. 
2. Chamber Board Meeting: Alderwoman Wortham reported that the next meeting is November 5, 2025
3. University Extension Center Meeting: Alderman Brooks was unable to attend the meeting, but stated the discussions were on insurance and election information. 
4. Greater Warren County EDC Meeting: Alderman Thomas reported that their next meeting is on the 28th and will be at the St. Charles Community College Training Center. 
5. Boonslick Regional Planning Commission Meeting: Alderman Thomas believes the meeting will be next month.
